He
I is been an Assemblyman for four years past.

Senator Mally, as already stated, is a candi-
date for the Republican nomination for Con-
gs-ees in the new XXVIth District, embracing
the counties of St. Lawrence, Franklin, Clinton
and Essex. The Congress District Convention
Will be held at Plattsburg on July 1. Mr.Malby,
it in known already, has one opponent for the
nomination, namely, County Clerk William H.
Flack, of St. Lawrence County. The St. Lav.
rence County Republicans are also thinking that
possibly Walter Witherbee may come forward a?
Essex County's candidate for the Congress nomi
nation. Senator Malby, nevertheless* is in a
rarely fortunate position. Not only are the Con-
greee" District delegates from St. jLawrence
County pledged to him, but so also are the dele-
gates to the Senate District Convention from the
same county. His return to the Senate, there-
fore, is probable if he fails to gain possession of
the Congress nomination.

Senator i-'t t- !• of Little Fails, will probably
bis succeeded in the Senate by ex-Senator Walter
L.Broun, Republican, ot Otsego County.

Senator Kruii;, of Schoharie County, does not
desire a renomination, and already the delegates
of Montgomery County to the Senate District
Convention are pledged to support David A.
Wells, of Johnstown, Fulton County, for the
nomination in Senator Krum's district, IfFul-
ton County supports Mr. Walla his nomination
therefore will follow. Mr. Wells is a friend of
Senator Kruni.

Senator Stranahan, of Oswego, now Collector
\u25a0! the Port of York, is likely to be buc»<-ceded In the Senate by Frederick H. Gates, of
Chittenango. Mr. Gates Is a wealthy farmer.

Senator Edwin C. Stewart, of Ithaca, declines
a renomination. Itseems probable that Assem-
blyman Knipp, of Chemung County, will succeed
Senator Stewart in the Senate.

The Republican Senators who, it is believed
here, will probably be re-elected (if candi-
oates) are McKinney, Marshall, Elsberg,
Slater. Mills, EverdseU, Ambler, Brackett,
Barpes. Prime, Brown. White, Green, Wilcox,
Sherwood, Raines. Lewis, Armstrong, Hill and
Davis. Itis not known here yet whether Sena-
"or Sherwood is a candidate for re-election.
Senator Wiley, of Catskill, may not be a candi-
date for renomination.

Another Republican leader who will not be in
the Senate as a Senator will be Senator Frank
W. Higgins, of Olean, Cattaraugus County.

Within a few days it has been learned here that
Mr.Kiggine will not accept a renomination. He
has been a member of the State Senate for nine
years past, and his services to the State as
chairman of the Senate Finance Committee
have been most valuable. Reports come from
New-York that Mr.Higgins may accept the Re-
publican nomination for Lieutenant Governor,

but no confirmation of that report could be ob-
tained hcie to-day.

BEN'ATQfI ELLSWORTH DECLINES RENOMI-

NATION-JOHN RAINES MAY RE

THE VETERAN OF THE

UPPER HOUSE.

Albany, June 29 (Special).— So many ft the
prominent Republican Senators and Assembly-

men have decided not to attempt to return to
Albany that the Republicans here are aware
that there will probably be in both houses pew
leaders. Added to this, a large number of the
Republican Senators who cannot be classed as
•leaders" willnot be candidates for renomina-

tion and accordingly there promises to be a
new Republican representation from many dis-

tricts. All these changes, no doubt, will have

their effect upon legislation in 1903.
The Republican leader in the Senate for seven

years past has been Senator Timothy E. Ells-
worih, or Lockport, Niagara County. It is un-
derstood here that he declines a renomination,
although the delegates to the Senate district
convention from one part of his Senate district
are already at his service. It is probable that

the Niagara County Republicans will have a
candidate for the nomination if Senator Ells-
uorth declines it, and the Orleans County Re-
publicans, it is said, may select Irving L'Hom-
Tiedieu, of Medina, as their candidate. Mr.
L'Homrr.edieu li a member of the Republican

State Committee from the XXXthDistrict.
Senator Ellsworth's retirement would leave

Senator John Raines as the veteran Republican

member of the Senate, and his friends would no
doubt suggest his election as the Republican

leader. Senator Raines is a candidate for re-
election, it is understood, and if so will be re-
norr.ir.ated and re-elected. It is possible, how-
ever, that the friends of Senators Brackett and
Malby might suggest the election of one of
them as leader, since each has had a long period

ot service in the Senate. Senators Malby and
Brack it should be stated, may not be mem-
bers of the next Senate, Senator Malby being a
candidate for the Republican nomination for
Congre«s in hi> district, and Senator Brackett
not yet having positively determined that he
v%ill accept a renomination, although delegates
Fledged to support him have already been elect-
ed in Schenectady County.

CLEAN SENATOR LIKELYTO RUN WITH

GOVERNOR ODELL.
That Senator Frank W. Higgins, of Olean.

will be the Republican candidate for Lieutenant
Governor has been practically settled by the up-
State politicians after conferences with both
Senator Plan and Governor Odell. It has also
been decided that S. Fred Nixon, who has al-
ready served four terms as Speaker of the As-
sembly, will be renominated to the Assembly to

continue his hold on the gavel.

Senator IMatt said yesterday:

"Iunderstand that Senator Higgins will be
the second man on the State ticket, and that
Mr. Nixon will not be a candidate to succeed
Mr. Higgins in the upper house, but will go
back to the Speakership. There is a great deal
more in the Speakership of the Assembly than
in a Senator's chair."

This adjustment of the State ticket leaves a
place for the Republicans of the Lth Senate
District to nil. At present there appears to be
no one in eight to succeed Senator Higgins.
The name of Assemblyman Fowler, of Chautau-
qua County, has been mentioned, but only in a
tentative and casual way. Senator Higgins, as
chairman of the Senate Finance Committee,
has been one of the driving wheels of the Sen-
ate for many years, and this vacant chairman-
ship will cause considerable speculation.

Senator Platt also said that he regarded it as
certain that the three men who will be the
candidates for Supreme Court Justices on the
Republican county ticket will be Justices Alfred
Stickler and Ernest Hall and a Republican
whom Governor Odell will soon appoint to suc-
ceed the late Justice Andrews.

The Senator will make his headquarters at
the Oriental Hotel. Manhattan Beach, after to-
morrow. He was in good spirits, and remarked
when asked ifhe did not feel tired by his work
of the session at Washingon: "Oh. yes. The
session tired me, but no more than a lot of the
others."

A policeman
will come up with a philosophic hopelessness and
tfar the little pink sheet off the pole, but the
Orientals have digested it by then, and they laugh
and move away."
