Scranton, Penn., July 7.—Work was resumed
At the Oxford colliery of the People’'s Coal Com-
Ppany to-day, twenty-five striking men having
returned to work. This is the first step in what
i8 believed to be an early collapse of the strike
in this city

Partial resumption will also take place to-
morrow at the Manville mine, twenty strikers
having informed the foreman that they are
ready for work. This colliery is operated by
the Lackawanna and Delaware and Hudson
companies.

HOPE FOR GOOD FROM MITCHELL'S VISIT
HE I8 EXPECTED TO ADDRESS MINE WORKERS
TO-DAY—EMPTY COAL CARE MOVED.

Wilkesbarre, Penn., July 7.—A committee on
legislation, which was appointed at the conven-
tion of the First District U'nited Mine Workers
to-day at Nanticoke, will report to-morrow
measures which the strikers expect will lead
10 a betterment ot their condition.

District President T. D. Nichols presided at
the convention.

District President Fahey of District No. 9
#poke on the growth of the U'nited Mine Work-
ers In the anthracite region and the benefit the
organization has been to the men.

President Duffy of District No. 7 made an
address on the present condition of the strike,
lelling the men to stand together and fight for
the union, as they are fighting now, and they
were sure to win. He denied reports that there
‘svere any desertions from the ranks.

The balloting for the various officers took up |

the remainder of the afternoon. President D. T.
Nichols had no opposition, but there was com-
“petition for all the other offices. The vote will
mot te announced until to-morrow.
_ National President Mitchell will be at the con-
wvention to-morrow and will make the address of
the day. Mitchell's visit to New-York has caused
the miners throughout the region to expect
some good news upon his return. The impres-
#ion has grown that he is in New-York in con-
ference with some labor leaders. and that if he
bas not discussed terms of settlement of the
#trike, he has arranged for the miners being
eided during the strike’s continuance.

No further news of his visit was made public
here to-day. Word was received from him by
Presidents Fahey and Duffy this morning, who
are in Chicago during his absence, but what it
was they will not say. He is expected back for
to-morrow’s meeting.

The fact that no steamers sail to-day for
Europe and only two to-morow caused dnust
a8 to his statement that seeing friends about
10 sail is the only object of his visit to New-
York. It is believed there was a far more im-
yortant motive. The leaders here scout the as-
sertion, which is being circulated, that he went
10 New-York to beg for an interview with the
operators. They say if any advances are made
1hey must come from the operators. The miners
have ziready stated their demands -nd are not
yeceding from them. They laugh at a report
fhat to Mr. Mitchell have been refused audi-
ences with the operators and declare he has
nothing to do witli them.

This morning some coal crews were put to
aork on the Delaware, Lackawanna and West-
ern, the Lehigh Valley and the Delaware and
Hudson, and a general movement of empty coal
cars was started for distribution at the col-
lierles. The strikers attach no significance to
1his, however, declaring that the railroad yvards
@re choked now with empty cars and that they
are being distributed to the colliery sidings to
make room for freight cars in the yards. They
also say the companies are doing it to make an
dmyression.

The State law requires that only miners who
have certificates and have passed an examina-
tion shall be allowed to mine coal, and Presi-
dent Mitchell and the district presidents all de-
clare not enocuzh of these men can be obtained
by the operators to work any mine.

While it cannot be verified, because the opera-
tors will not talk and the strikers are not cer-
tain, there is a bellef among them that if any
effort to resume is made it will be on next Sat-
urday or early in the following week, so that
if there is any violence the operators may call
upon the Sheri to ask for troops. The Third
Brigade will then be camped at Gettysburg
and soldiers could reach the scene of any dis-
turbance in a few hours. The leaders, however,
scout the idea of any violence, even if work
§s resumed, declaring that most of their men
sre well in hand and understand they gain
more in the end by peaceable means than they
will ever gain by unlawful methods.

CRUCIBLE STEEL GRANTS ADVANCE.
STRIKE OF SIX HUNDRED MEN AT PITTS-
BURG PRACTICALLY SETTLED.

Pittsburg, July 7.—A settlement of the strike of
the six hundred melters, moulders and allied crafts-
men employed by the Crucible Steel Company of
America was practically effected to-day. The men
at the Black Diamond and Crescent plants re-
turned to work after three wecks' idleness. The

Black Diamond men get an increase of 11 per cent.
The men at the Crescent will get an increase of 15
cents a day, which amounts only to an advance of
But #hey will have extra help in some
of their work. The men at the Singer. Nimick,
Labelle and Alliquippa plants are still out, but a
srtl‘l,lc-menl will be effected within a few days, it is
Sald.

FREIGHT TIED UP IN CHI CAGO

NINE THOUSAND MEN GO OUT, EM-
PLOYED BY TWENTY-FOUR
RAILROADS,

Chicago, July 7.—A strike of nine thousand

freight handlers in Chicago was called to-day, and
every freight house of the twenty-four rallroads
concerned is practically tied up. Business men fear
that the strike will be the most serious which has
affected thelr Interests In years,

The strike was called by a committee appointed
at a meeting of one thousand freight handlers held
last night. The committee was instructed to call a
strike within forty-eight hours, unless the rail-
roads should meet the demands of the men at once
for an increase in wages, extra pay for overtime
and holidays, and recognition of the union.

Action on these instructions was taken sooner
than had been expected. The committee went first
to the men in the Michigan Central, the Illinois
Central and Wisconsin Central houses on the lake
front The men walked out with cheers, and

| marched across the viaduet, in Randolph-st., with

tLeir union cards tucked in their hats.

One thousand men walked out from these ware-
houses alone. They congregated at the foot of the
viaduet, and calls for speeches were made. D. F.
Ryan, a Michigan Central man, who had left his
post as a delivery clerk, mounted a wagon, and,
waving his union card by way of gesture, sald:
“Be sober, men. Be lawabiding. Be good Amer-
fcan citizens and the battle is ours.” The crowd
cheered him vociferoasly, and he continued for
some time to talk in a similar strain. Other
speakers, all counselling peace, followed.

By messenger and by telephone, according to the
strike leaders, all other members of the Interior
Freight Handlers and Warehousemen’'s U'nion were
called out. At noon President Curran of the union
reported that his men were all out and that it
was all but impossible for any freight to enter
Chicago or to leave {t. Many of the railroads had
small forces of men, previously hired, on hand
when the strike was called, and by adding men
from other departments managed to handle perish-
able commodities.

In the hiring of non-union men it is said the
raiflroads run a serious risk of bringing about a
strike of the teamsters, who recently won their
fight from the packers. The teamsters, it is said,
will refuse absolutely to have anything to do with
freight in any way handled by non-union help.

The men called out include foremen, cheek, re-
check, receiving and delivery clerks, sealers, call-

ers, weighmasters, stevedores coopers and ele-
vator men.
Chief of Police ('Neill, when informed that a

strike had been called, sent orders to his subor-
dinates to make every preparation to preserve
peace. Two hundred and fifty men were called In
from outlying stations to form a reserve force
to be stationed at the downtown stations From
the stations the men went in squads to the dif-
ferent yards. There was no marked demonstra-
tions as they entered. although they had to remain
quiet under a running fire of sarcasm and rough
wit, )

W. C. Brown, vice-president of the Lake Shore
and Michigan Southern, said of the situation on
his road: “About 8 per cent of our men went out.
The remainder, with additional help which we
have hired, are handling our business as well as
could be expected. Our business is not tied up and
will not be.”

J. T. Harahan. second vice-president of the Tlli-
nois Central, said that about half of his company’s
40 men had struck, but that he “had men close
at hand to take their places.” Mr. Harahan said
he thought the strike could have been avolded if
the men had been willing to cansult with the roads
through their own committees, instead of through
their union.

“We have no trouble in adjusting differences with
our engineers, firemen and other emploves,” sald
Mr. Harahan, “but the freight handlers presented

a document through the officers of their union,
and we, of course, could mnot deal with them
through third parties.”

In reply to a question Mr. Harahan said that

the railroads were a unit in refusing to deal with
the strikers through thelr union, but all of them
were ready at any time to discuss and adjust
grievances if presented by their employes.

He did not think there would be much difficulty
in supplylng men to take the strikers’ places.

Although officials of the Teamsters’ Union have
declared that no instructions have been given the
teamsters as to backing up the freight handlers,
the sympathy of the teamsters was made appar-
ent to-day. When the men walked out of the I1li-
nois Central warehouse the teamsters who were
receiving or unloading freight immediately took
their trucks away.

That the railroads are expecting a strenuous
struggle was made evident to-day, when the chief
detective of an Easterr road bought one hundred
“billies.”” the entire stock of a prominent firm.

Two wagonloads of new men were taken to the
Illinois Central warehouse under police guard dur-
ing the afternoon. Officials of the Chicago and
Northwestern Railroad refused to stute what the
situation in their warehouses is. It is believed,
however, that all their men quit work. Officials of
the Pennsylvania claimed that of the three hun-
dred men employed by them only twelve walked
out, and that ix of these returned. Mayor Harri-
son said that he had planned to g0 on a vacation,
but that if the strike was not settled he would re-
main in the city.

The principal rallroad systems affected by the
strike are the Chicago, Cincinnati and St. Louis,
Chicago and Great Western, Baltimore uud_ Ohlo,
Erie, Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe, Chicago
Terminal Transfer Company, Lake Shore and
Michigan Southern, Chicago, Rock Island and Pa-
eific, Chicago and Alton, the *“Monon,” Chicago
and Eastern Illinois, Wabash, Grand Trunk., Chi-
Quincy, the Pennsylvania,

cago. Burlington and

Chicago and Northwestern, Chicago, Mllugaukne
and sSt. Paul, Illinois Central, Michigan Central
and the Nickel Plate. These roads control over

one hundred warehouses in Chicago.

It was reported to-night that the lllinois Central
will bring four hundred men from the South to
take the places of strikers. Other roads were said
to bhe taking similar measures, bringing in men
from the country distriets or other cities on their
sSystems.

Chairman Job of the State Board of Arbitration
said: *1 have sent letters to the managers of the
twenty-four roads affected, and to President Curran
of the Freight Handlers, offering the services of
the board in attempting to bring about a settle-
ment. So far 1 have received no reply from any
of them."”

Hopes of a speedy settlement of the strike are
entertained to-night by officials of the union and
members: of the State Board of Arbitration. The
officials of the union. at a conference to-night, told
Chairman Job. of the Board of Arbitration, that
they were willing te permit employes of the differ-
ent companies to meet officlals of the same to
discuss the wage scale, providing a joint confer-
ence should be held at which officials of the union
would be permitted to act as advisers to the men.

The arbitration board is now working on the mat- |

ter in an effort to bring about a conference be-
tween the railway managers and committees repre-
senting the men. As the railroad officlals have
favored this step from the beginning of the con-
troversy, there is little doubt that the strike can
be settled satisfactorily to both sides if the con-
ference shall be arranged

The sudden suspension of customary operations
by the freight handlers to-day occasioned consider-
able trouble in and about the various raliroad
warehouses and depots, bui the inconvenience and
delay were only a drop in the hucket to what will
happen to-morrow and later in the week If the
strike shall not be settled sooner.

To add to the present difficulties of the rallroads
the Teamsters and Truck Drivers’ Unjon threatens
to join in a sympathetic strike. 1f this shall occur
it will affect all incoming and outgoing freight of
every kind. Every railroad in Chicago to-day ac-
cepted all freight offered. While it was confessed
by several railroad officlals that freight was not
being moved as expeditiously as heretofore yet it
was said the largest part of it was being handled
reasonably well.

There was no trouble or disorder in or about any
of the freight houses.

Anticipating the possibilities of such a strike, the
railroad companies had brought to Chicago a con-
siderable number of men to take the places of the
strikers. These men were intercepted by plckets
of the strikers, and most of them were induced to
join the freight handlers’ union.

RIOT AT T.ABOR ELECTION.

ONE MAN'S LEG BROKEN-DETECTIVE |

ASSAULTED—POLICE RESERVES
CALLED OUT.

An election of officers of the Amalgamated

Painters and Decorators’ Association was held

vesterday in Brevoort Hall, No. 154 East Fifty-
fourth-st., and so intense became the feelings
of those taking part that there was a riot In
front of the hall, in which severa! men were

more or less injured, and the reserves from the !

East Fifty-firsi-st. police station called out. An
ambulance call was sent in to the Flower Hos-
pital, and one arrest was made after a detective
had been assaulted and the prisoner chased
about a saloon.

Detective McLaughlin was standing near
Fifty-fifth-st. and Third-ave,, when an excited
man rushed up to him and informed him that
there was trouble in front of Brevoort Hall in
Fifty-fourth-st. The detective ran to the scene,
and when he arrived he found the neighborhood
in an uproar. In front of the hall about thirty
men were fighting over the sidewalk and in the
street. McLaughlin sent in a call for the re-
serves and took a hand in the trouble. He was
struck twlce In the face, before he could get
into the centre of the crowd.

There he attempted to arrest a man, but the
latter, who, according to the police, appeared
to be directing the operations of one faction, ran
toward Third-ave. McLaughlin ran after him,
and so did a part of the crowd. The man dived
into a saloon at Fifty-third-st. and Third-ave.
The detective was ahout to follow when the
crowd closed in on him, and another man
grabbed him by the* throat. He pushed Mece-
Laughlin against a post and succeeded in chok-
ing and striking him in the face before the de-
tective could get away. He attempted to arrest
his assailant, but the man dodged into the
crowd.

McLaughlin ran after the man in the saloon
and there followed an exciting chase over tables
and chairs. The man ran ont through a side
door and down Third-ave. He was arrested
after a short chase. He gave his name as Will-
iam Burns, a painter, of No. 111 East One-hun-
dred-and-sixteenth-st

In the mean time Captain Lantry, at the head
of the reserves, had arrived at the hall. The
fight appeared to hbe over. They cleared the
crowd and then found Adolph Offenlander, of
No. 239 East Fifty-fifth-st., and Bernard Dra-
mant, of No. 208 East Fifty-ninth-st. The
former had been struck in the jaw and knocked
into an area way, where he lay with his left leg
broken. Dramant had both eves closed and was
generally bruised. Dr. Quick, of the Flower
Hospital, attended the men and took them in the
ambulance to the hospital.

Before the men were taken away they said
that Burns had assaulted them, and he was
locked up on their complaint,

TWO STRIKES IN BALTIMORE.

Baltimore, July 7.—Two strike orders went into
effecet to-day, and 1,40 union workmen, afiiliated
with the carpenters’ and garment workers' unions,

quit work. As a result of the strike of the car-
penters, work on new bhuildings has been generally
suspended. The carpenters demand $3 a day and
nine hours' work for every day except Saturday,
when the day shall be one hour shorter. The three
carpenters’ unions in Baltimore are united in the
strike.

The number of garment workers on strike is

about six hundred, including operators and press-
ers. Thelr grievance Is that employers require them
to supply their own sewing machines, flatirons and
other implements. A few employers have submit-
ted to the demands by signing agreements to fur-
nish machines. Both the .-ankinz carpenters and
garment workers are confident that all their de-
mands will be acceded to in the present week.

Burlington, N. J., July 7.—For the first time
in twenty years the six shoe factories of this
place, employing about fifteen hundred men and
women, are idle as the result of a conflict be-
tween the manufacturers and their employes.

Recently the shoemakers, men and women, or-
ganized under the name of the Burlington Boot
and Shoe Workers' Union No. 1. The manu-
facturers objected to this, and last Thursday
posted notices in their factories that heginning
with to-day only non-union labor would be em-
ployed. The union at that time numbered about
four hundred members, but since then, it is said,
all the employes have hecome members. The
shoe workers met on Saturday night, with the
result that not one of the union workmen ap-
peared at the factories to-day. The employes
had made no demands on the manufacturers.

CORN CORNER IN CHICAGO.

GATES CROWD FORCES PRICE
8313 CENTS-MARKET UNDIS-
TURBED HERE.

[BY TELEGRAFPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Chicago, July 7.—The grip of the Gates crowd
on the local supply of contract corn and the
plight of shorts were again made evident to-
day, when July corn broke the record of recent
vears by going to S4% cents.
was at 83% cents. The market opened with corn
wanted for this month's delivery al! the way
from 77 cents to 791 cents. All forenoon bids
hesitated below 80 cents, later reports of fur-

ther precipitation in the West frightened shorts, |
and the price shot up by leaps and bounds. |

Little corn was sold, however, even at this ad-
vance. The close was at 84 cents, seven cents
higher than the previous close last Thursday.

A month ago corn for delivery in July was
selling around 61 cents a bushel; to-day it was
worth 843 cents. The firm of Harris, Gates &
Co., for some wealthy customers, supposed to
fnclude John W. Gates, J. A. Drake and a few
other speculators, have, as is generally sup-
posed, bought about 20,000,000 bushels of corn
for delivery this month at between 59 cents and
65 cents a bushel. Their profit at 84 cents, if
the average cost of thelr purchases was 62
cents, would amount to $4,400,000.

That is the stake now being played for by
these big Board of Trade plungers, and the ad-
vance in price of July corn from 77 cents at the
opening of the market to-day to 8514 cents, as it
stood at one period of the session, was the result
of some of the short sellers trying to get out
of the corner in which they now find themselves.
There was no great excitement in the pit, the
victims of the corner taking their medicine
quietly.

Chicago was the centre of interest in grain yes-
terday, the dealings on the local Produce Exchange
being limited in volume and unattended with ex-
citement. July corn opened at 681 cents, the figure
at which it closed last Thursday, and closed at 69,
cents, the high level of the day. The September op-
tlon closed at 64% cents, unchanged from Thurs-
day. July wheat closed at 81 cents, 1§ cent higher
than on the last preceding business day, and Sep-
tember at 9% cents, comparing with Thursday’s
closing price of 785§ cents. It is thought here that
the Gates party will probably be able to rum thelr
corner in corn with entire success, as they have
virtually unlimited capital with which to operate,
while many great corners in the past, like the Cos-
ter-Martin corn corner of 1892, have collapsed be-
cause their promoters have not been able at the
critical time to control sufficient funds to carry
them through
