Out came maps and profile charts, and Sec-
retary White finally decided that the Ross
property south of Fort Lee marked the limits
of this riparian right granted. It was said that
a spur of the Susquehanna Railroad was
to extend from Shadyside along the river to
Edgewater. This brought up the question as
to whether a corporation could be refused per-
mission to build a railroad under the Palisades
with the commission exercising its present
rights. It was suggested to Senator Wakelee
that he look Into this question carefully and see
that the scheme of preserving the Palisades be
not spoiled by the invasion of a steam or trolley
railroad.

Secretary White told Governor Murphy that it
was the purpose of the commission to construct
a thirty-foot driveway under the Palisades cliff
from Fort Lee to Piermont, a distance of fif-
teen miles. This road willbe of easy grade, the
highest point of it above the water to be ISO
feet, and the lowest at high tide mars Govern,

or Murphy said that it was the general public
opinion that the commission was purchasing
property back of the Palisades cliff, and that
few persons knew that there was so much land
between the cliff and the river front. Secretary
White said that the commission purchased only

from the edge of the cliff, so as to prevent de-
facing, and that it remained for the property
owners back of the cliff to look after their in-
terests. The secretary further explained that
there was enough space In five choice spots to
establish small parks under the cliffs.

The commission has purchased enough prop-
erty along the river to make its purpose an as-
sured success, and Governor I.urphy congratu-
lated the members of the commission present

for what their body had so far accomplished,
and told them that they could depend upon him
for any assistance in his power. He left the
launch at Fort Lee and boarded Charles R.
Flint's yacht Arrow,on which he went to Green-
wich.

"Well,Iwish Ihad known how you felt about

this three weeks ago, for Ihave signed away

th^ riparian rights as far north as the Ross
estate, which Ithink is near Coytesville," eaid
the Governor.

"How would you like to have a railroad run-
ning near the edge of the river along the Pali-
sades?" asked Governor Murphy.

"Why, we wouldn't like it at all, and don't
want it," answered Secretary White.

'Anykind of a railroad would be as obnoxious
as any of the quarries we have seen here,"

chimed in Mr. Johnson.

The Governor was much impressed as the
launch Bailed along near the shore, and list-^n^d
with interest to Secretary White's account of
the property purchased, the end of the quarry-
ing and what yet remained to be don^. The en-
tire party, particularly the two members of the
commission, was much shocked when what
looked like a lime kiln was discovered in opera-

tion near Alpine. An excavation had been made
for almost one hundred feet near the water's
edge, and extending up the bank a like dis-
tance, plainly seen from the opposite side of the
ri^er. and defacing the cliff as much as any

Of the quarries did. Secretary White declared
that he would find out what It was all about
to-morrow.

NEW STATUTE MUST BE FOUND UNDER WHICH

TO ENFORCE SUNDAY CLOSIXO IN NEWARK.

Police Judge Lambert ruled at Newark yester-
day that unless the Henchmen's Association of Re-
tail Butchers and the Early Closing Association
can produce a new law under which to make com-
plaints against merchants who sell goods on Sun-
day their attempts to close stores on the Sab-
bath will be a failure. The two organizations have
recently had a. number of storekeeper! arrested
and fined under one of the old blue State laws,
and more complaints were expected.

According to Judge Lambert, there is a clause in
the law, under which action has been sought, which
practically nullifies the Sunday closing crutiade and
which will result in throwing out of court all the
present complaints. He added that it was proba-
ble that all the nnei collected under this act would
have to be returned. The trials of the cases which
were to come up yesterday were postponed for a
week, in order to give the lawyer for the com*
plainants time to consult his clients.

RULES AGAIXST BLUE LAWS.

ESSEX COUNTY TO BEAR FIVE-EIGHTHS OF

EXPENSE AND HUDSON COUNTY
THREE-EIGHTHS.

Vice-Chancellor Stevenson has rendered a deci-
•ion concerning the dispute between Hudson and
Essex counties over the purchase and maintenance
of the plank road. The opinion of the Vlce-Chan-
cellor is that Essex County should assume five-
eighths and Hudson County three-eighths of the
expense. The cost of the bridges is $162,000, and
the annual cost of maintaining the road is £0,000.
The bridge over the Hackensack will have to be
reconstructed. The cost of this is estimated at
$200,000. The road was constructed by a plank road
com;. whose franchise was acquired by the
trolley company. The road is from the west side
ofv Jersey city to Newark, and is used almostwhollyby Newark manufacturers in transporting
merchandise to and from New-York. Th« Newarkmerchants objected to paying the tolls and at-t;a

I!Yi1!Yidv.llI<"hal'">r of the plank road company,
which had expired.

The court sustained the contestants, but held thatthe company should be reimbursed for the bridge*
The Hudson County Freeholders objected to pay-
ing for a road to benefit the Newark and EssexCounty tradesmen, and an act was passed author-ising the Court of Chancery to determine whatproportion of the expense each county should as-sume. The decision is not satisfactory to the Hud-son County taxpayers, and there is talk of vacat-ing Communipaw-ave.. in Jersey City, between
West Side-aye. and the Hackensack River, thecity line, and thus closing the road. There is an-
other road through Jersey City to Newark
the turnpike, but it is not used, as it Is not inas good condition as the plank road.
