SZETTER CLASS OF CUBANS DO NOT OBJECT
TO TNITFD STATES WARSHIPS
VISITING HAVANA

wazehington, July 12.—The request of the
Cuban Government for the prompt removal of
the naval coal pile from Havana may not, after
all, be taken seriously by the administration.
A cursory examination of the question by Sec-
retary Mocdy, who has not yet had time to
pecome thoroughly familiar with all the phases
of naval policy in the brief period he has had
gor consideration of such a large subject, ren-
ders it certain that he will proceed with great
deliberation in this matter.

It already appears that the impatience of the
Cubans to get rid of the small quantity of coal
in the Triscornia sheds is confined to a few of
the more impulsive soldiers who followed
Gomez in the insurrection, and that the better
class of citizens, including all the conservative
men on whom the Urnited States relies for a
stable administration of affairs friendly to this
government, are not at 2all anxious to have
American warships avoid visiting Havana Har-
tor occasionally, taking coal and spending
money there. It is also impossible to reconcile
th> alleged irritation caused by an unguarded.
inert coal pile, which leads to demands for its
immediate removal, with the fact that at the
same time no tender mnational sentiment s
offended by the maintenance of four batteries of
TUnited States coast artillery, with five hundred
goidiers, in the heavy fortifications commandirg
the capital city.

The coal is in sheds erected across the bay
from Havana, on a tract of land hitherto re-
garded 2s commercially worthiess, but leased to
the United States and under an option for pur-
chase given by its owners to the Navy Depart-
ment. The garrisoned batteries held by the
army belong to the Cuban Government. There
is also a floating steel dock in Havana Harbor,
purchased from Spain by the navy. It is under
repairs, which cannot be finished before next
January, giving constant employment to three
hundred Cuban mechanics. No protest against
its presence has been entered by President
Palma, although its latent offensive powers
could be demonstrated if an occasion should
grise for sinking it in the narrow entrance chan-
rel of the harbor.

CUBANS' FEARS UNREASONABLE.
Another element of doubt as to the sincerity
of the Cuban objection to a pile of four thousand
tons of soft coal, worth $12,000, bearing no
weapons and flying no insignia of sovereignty,
is the well known complacency of the Japanese

THE G. A. R. ENCAMPMENT.

ELABORATE PREPARATIONS FOR THE
BIG GATHERING OF VETERANS IN
WASHINGTON NEXT OCTOBER.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO TEFE - RIBUNE.)
T_Vnh!nmon. July 12.—Extensive preparations are
being made for the 1902 encampment of the Grand
Army of the Republic, which is to occur in Wash-
ington in the second week of October. Ten years
2g0 the veterans of this organization were enter-
tzined as the city's guests, and the reception then
given to the members of the Grand Army proved
to be one of the most notable experiences in their
history as an organization. It is the purpose of
the business men of Washington, who have inter-
ested themselves in the reunion of this year, to
make this encampment even more noteworthy.

Three days—Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday.
October 6, 7 and 8—have been chosen by General
Ell Torrence and his associates of the G. A. R.
executive committee as the period of the national
convention. The ertertainment of the veterans and
thelr guests, however, will cover ahout a week.
beginning with the Thursday or Friday preceding
the assembling of the delegates. Mcnday has been
set apart for the first day's session of the conven-
tion. In the evening there will be a special and
elaborate display of fireworks, at which all the
officers of all the organizations then assembled In
Washington and the President of the United States
are to be present. On Tuesday the convention
will continue, and conclude its annual session.
while the visitors to the city will view an attractive
and picturesque parade of the Sons of Veterans,
who meet simultaneously with the G. A. R.; a
regiment of militia from the District of Columbia
and several battalions of regular troops—eng:-
neers, marines, cavalry and artillery—from the
barracke about Washington. The third day has
been set aside for the parade of the veterans, a
desire on their part that none but soldiers who
have seen service at the front should participate
having been recognized by those who framed the
programme. In the evening it is probable that
President Roosevelt will offer General Torrence and
his associate general officers of the auxiliary or-
ganizations a reception at the White House, the
display of fireworks will be presented a third time
and several smaller receptions will be given to the
officers of the women's organizations by local chap-
ters of those bodies.

Two dedicatory ceremonies are to occur at the
close of ths encampment. The monument to Gen-
eral W. T. Sherman, which Congress has
erscted a pedestal at the south front of the Treas-
ury Building, and that to Benjamin F. Stephen-
son, founder of the Grand Army of the Republic,
will be unveiled. The former is a work in bronze
and granite, executed partly by Carl Rohl-Smith
and partly by Stephen Sinding.'a Norwegian, and
Lauritz Jensen, a Dane.

BANKS WIN

COLLECTION OF TAX ON UNDIVIDED
PROFITS TEMPORARILY SUSPENDED.

Washington, July 12—The Acting Commissioner
of Internal Revenue has issued instructions tem-
porarily suspending the collection of the tax on
undivided profits of national banks under the War
Revenuc act. The banks fought the contention of
the government that undivided profits were part of
the surplus, and the Leather Manufacturers’
tional Bank of New-York brought suit against Col-
lector Treat to prevent the collection of the tax.
The Circuit Court decided In favor of the govern-
ment. 1t had previously been the understanding
that if the court sustained the government the tax
would be collected. Now, however, the bank in the
test case has appealed to the Supreme Court, and
tte Acting Commissioner to-day instructed Col-
jector 1recat to suspend collection until the return
of Commissioner Yerxes, when general instructions
will be issued i~ all coilectors.

T0 STUDY MOTION OF THE SOLAR SYSTEM.

REFLECTING TELESCOPE MIRRORS READY FOR
THE EXPEDITION TO CHILI o

San José, Cal., July 12.—The reflecting telescope
mirrors for use on the D. O. Mills expedition from
the Lick Observatory to Chill, recently completed
by an Allegheny. Penn., firm, have reached Mount
Hamilton in perfect condition. The glass was cast
in Paris and sent to Allegheny to be polished. The
telescope mounting to hold the mirrors had been
set up in the rear of the observatory.

When the adjustments and tests of the assembled
apparatus have been completed all will be packed
for shipment about August 2 to the vicinity of Val-
paraiso, Chili. A modern steel dome to cover the
telescope has been constructed in Cleveland, Ohio,
and will soon reach San Franclsco for shipment.

The purpose of the expedition is to observe spec-
troscopically the brighter stars in the southern
hemisphere which cannot be observed from Mount
Hamiiton. Observations in both hemispheres are
to be used by Director Campbell and Mr. W right,
the assistant astronomer, in determining the motion
of the solar system through space. The expedition
plans to remain In Chill about three years.

MITCHELL STARTS WEST.

SOFT COAL DELEGATES UNWILLING TO
BREAK CONTRACTS.

THE STRIKE, WHICH WAS TWO MONTHS

The departure of President Mitchell for the West
this afternoon was preceded by Instructions to the
district board members who are left in charge here
as to what to do in the week the president will be
away. These were to hold the strikers in line,
maintain order and await the result of the conven-
tion. Mr. Mitchell expects the work will be com-
pleted next Saturday, and he hopes to return to
this city the following Monday. Miss Morris, his
secretary, who accompanies him, will go direct to
Indianapolis, while he will spend Sunday and Mon-
day in Chicago, and on the latter day address a
convention ot the Nationa! Longshoremen, whose
ald in the event of a national strike will be of
much moment t~ the strikers, as they handle most
of the coal shipped by way of the lakes. They are
an organized body of about thirty-nine thousand
members.

On Tuesday Mi. Mitchell will go to Indianapolis
and there prepa e for the work of the convention.
His last words regarding it were: “The outcome
rests with the delegates. No man can predict it
Thelr votes will decide what is to be done."

DO NOT EXPECT NATIONAL STRIKE.

Mr. Mitchell himself will not express his views
either on the possibility of a national strike being
declared or, instead of it, a decision to raise a
strike fund for the strikers of Pennsylvania, West
Virginia, Virginia and Michigan. The Alabama
strike was practically settied to-day.

Few of the district leaders expect a national
strike, and reports from the soft coal States are
that while the delegates there are willing to raise
a strike fund, they are not in favor of breaking
the contracts they strove so long to gain. About
three hundred and fifty delegates will leave this
region, representing eleven hundred votes. The
number representing the strikers from the three
soft coal States where strikes exist will not be
known until the convention assembles, as only
members in good standing are allowed representa-
tion. In this region the percentage in good stand-
Ing Is not much more than 6. It is estimated
that not 20 per cent of the whole number of mine
workers in Virginia, West Virginia and Michigan,
34,000 in all. will be entitled to representation.

As far as can be learned the majority of the dele-
gates from this region are nol under strike in-
structions, but are ordered to vote according to
the advice of President Mitchell and their national
board members, ail of wnom wi.l be present at t:e
convention. Half of their district officers wiil also

be there, the remainder staying here 1o conduct the
strike.

FREEDMAN'S AID SOCIETY FLOURIS.ING.

Cincinnati, July 12.—The Freedman's Ald and
Southern Educational So~iety has just closed what
is regarded as one of the greatest years In its his-
tory. The report ol the treasurer made at the annual
meeting of the board here to-day shows the largest
collections from the annial conferences since 1854,
aggregating $105,182. The debt has been reduced
more than $25,000 in the last year, and more than

Platt and Chairman Dunn to-day, and which
will probably stand, it was said, unless some
good reason for a change is presented, is as fol-
lows: For Governor, Benjamin B. Odell; for
Lieutenant Governor, Frank Wayland Higgins,
of Olean: for Controller, Nathan L. Miller, of
Cortland; for State Engineer, Edwsrd A. Bond,
of Jefferson, for Secretary of State, J. B. G.
Mongin, ot Seneca; for Attorney General, Tracy
C. Becker, of Buffalo: for Justice of the Court of
Appeals. Judge Wil'lam A. Werner, of Roches-
ter. The place of State Treasurer is doubtful.

Frank W. Higgins has been a State Senator
for three terms. te lives in the same Assembly
district as Speaker Nixon of the Assemby,
and, In case of his nomination for Lieutenant
Governor, the programme Is to nominate Mr.
Nixon for the Senate. For th's reason the lead-
ers in the Western part of the State are anxious
that Serator Higgins shall become the presiding
Senate.

AROUSED BY APPOINTMENIS.

NEW POLICE COMMISSIONERS OF MOUNT
VERNON WENT ON BONDS OF COUPLE
ACCUSED OF KEEPING DIS
ORDERLY HOUSE.

A storm of indignation has been aroused in
Mount Vernon by the action of Mayor Fiske in
appointing as the new police commissioners of
the city two men who recently qualified as
bondsmen for a man and woman who were ar-
rested charged with cenducting a disorderly
house. There is talk of holding a mass meeting
to protest against the appointments, but it is
more like'y that a body of citizens will appeal to
Governor Odell to remove Mayor Fiske, upon
the charge that he has abused the powar of his
office.

It is admitted on all sides that the appoint-
ments have not only klled Mayor Fiske, but
the entire Democratic party in Mount Vernen.
The persons for whom the new commissioners
furnished the bonds were Albert J. Peltier and
his wife, Margaret, who are now under indict-
ment. On the night that a raid was made on
their place and the couple were arrested, the
two men who are now commissioners took such

an interest in the case that they drove about in
a hack to find City Judge Bennett, so that they
could get the prisoners out on bail. The records
of the case in the county courthouse in White
Plains show that each man qualified as bonds-
man in the sum of $1,000 for the appearance of
the prisoners before the grand jury.

It was said at the District Attorney's office
vesterday that when the Paitiers were Indicted
and a new bond was required. both commis-
sioners presented themselves again and offered
to furnish the surety in the sum of $2,000 each.
District Attorney Young accepted only one of
them, who is now on the bond.
