Bouffrtere. of St. Vincent, will exempt us from
cyclones, earthquakes and tidal waves for Borne

time to come. Most geologists are of opinion that

volcanic eruptions diminish the risk of earth vi-
brations, and It has been said by many of our
local Quidnuncs who are observers of seismic
phenomena that the Martinique and St. Vincent

calamities have saved the rest of the West Indies

from a cataclysm. Be It as It may. every change

at the weather during the coming months will be
carefully, If not anxiously, watched.

Martinique newspapers which have lately reached
us are full of pathetic details. ItIs evident that

the Inhabitants had a presentiment of the dreadful
fate which awaited them. Many private letters.
which were written only a few days prior to the
catastrophe, confirm this. One young girl writes
to a friend In Paris: "If death awaits us. we
shall leave with a numerous company. Will It be

by fire or by asphyxiation? It will be as God

pleaaea. Our last thought willbe of you." And a

man writes to his brother on May 3: "What la

reserved for us to-morrow? A river of lava? A

rain of stones? A Jet of suffocating gas? Or a
cataclysm which will sink us all? No one knows.
arid yet we remain."

That la the most extraordinary part of It—they

Temalned. There was plenty of time to get away

after the destruction of the Uslne Guerln. with its
loss of 150 lives. No one seemed to realize his dan-
ger. For Instance, the Governor and his wife and

the steamship Grappler arrived at St. Pierre only

Rochester, July 13 (Speclal).-Rochester. as well

as New-York. Is face to face with the serious

problem of caring for Its victims of contagious

diseases. For the last two months the Health De-
partment has been fighting an incipient epidemic

of smallpox with every means In Its power. By

vote of the Common Council, at the urgent request

of the Mayor and the Commissioner of Public Safe-

ty. $50,000 was appropriated as a fund upon which

to' draw during the prevalence of the disease. It

Is the department's aim to etamp out the disease

before the coming of cold weather, which Is pe-

culiarly favorable to a rapid spread of smallpox.

Inall there have been about two hundred cases,

most of which have been Isolated at the pesthouse.

Hope Hospital, about two miles from the centre of

tne city, on a lonely and unfrequented road upon

the bank of the Genesee River and canal feeder.
The statement was made yesterday by the Rev.

Thomas Cardus. pastor of the Cornhill Methodist
Episcopal Church. In this city, who has been con-
fined at the hospital for nearly a month with the

disease, that the accommodations there are terribly

Inadequate, net only as regards room, but also as
to nurses and attendants. The hospital Itself Is a

small frame building,whose capacity Is so limited

that as Boon as the disease began to spread tents

had to be provided, and now they number over a
score, many of them containing two and three pa-

tients, some of whom are convalescents. There

are over eighty cases there now. and only about a

dozen nurses.
The statement was made yesterday also that a

- child suffering from the disease was found Thurs-
day night lyingunder the open sky on the ground.

The child died soon after it was taken into a tent.
The hospital is situated under the shadow of Mount
Hop* Cemetery, with a swamp on one side, the
canal feeder in front, and the drainage of Mount
Hope Cemetery running past It and under It, and

\u25a0 open to rains and winds.
Although rumors of overcrowding have been

printed from time to time in the newspapers, noth-
ing definite has been made public until this declara-
tion by the Rev. Mr. Cardus. As a result, the city
is aroused, and steps are being taken to alleviate
the conditions described. It is probable that the
local Red Cros* Society will take charge of the
relief proceedings.' The physicians point out that
the reputation which the hospital has acquired Is
such that many persons afflicted with suspicious
skin eruptions have been keeping their sickness

secret, thereby placing many other persons in peril
•of contagion ifthe sufferer has smallpox.

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RADICAL.CHANGES FORCED BY THE EREC-
TION OF NEW BUILDINGS.

Ithaca. N. V.. July 13 (Special).— officers of

Cornell University are already planning for the
arrangement of the new campus, which will grow

out of the gifts recently made to the university

and the receipt of other funds in the near future.

The erection of the new hall of anatomy, Stim-

son Hall, has materially changed the aspect of

the campus, but th» addition of the Rockefeller
Hall of Physios, on the east side of the main

quadrangle, will within the next two years make
a still greater alteration. Inaddition to these two,

one of which is completed, other new structures

are said to be more than mere dreams. It is con-
fidently expected that the hall which Is to be

known as Alumni Hall will be erected within the

next few years. When it is built it will probably

stand on the site of the present Sage cottage, and

a large annex will then be built to Sage College.

The demand for rooms at the college has already

made larger accommodations an almost imperative

inecessity.
A well known professor says that the new

campus Is likely to consist of two main quad-
rangles, one flanked by Boardman Hall, Stlmson
Hall, the three old buildings—Morrlll. McGraw and•
White— Hall, Rockefeller Hall and the
proposed new hall of languages and academic arts;

"
the other, to be known as the "State Quadrangle,

being flanked by the present State Veterinary Col-
lege the new astronomical observatory and the
proposed new colleges of forestry and agriculture.

T.hi»«. plans will force the razing of the houses
of Director R. H. Thureton of Sibley College. Dean
E A Fuertes of the College of Civil Engineering,
Dean H. S. White and Professor W. W. Rowlee,
all of which now stand in East-aye. Semi-official
reports now are that the proposed hall of lan-
guages and academic arts will be placed between
Lincoln Hall and McGraw, facing the south, and

•shutting from view Sibley College on the south
5S, The last of the changes which are In contem-
plation is the construction of new machine and
wood shops. A thoroughly modern and well
equipped building on the edJBB of the Fall Creek
gorge is proposed. A. N. Glbb. of this city, has
already drawn tentative plans for this structure.
but the college officials assert that the funds are
not yet in sight. It is a well known fact, how-
ever, that they are working quietly to obtain the'
money. Work on the new astronomical observa-
tory was begun yesterday, and that building, with
Btlmson Hall, will be used for instruction next• year.. The new campus willbe radically different from

THE PETROLEUM MARKET.
Further encouragement has followed the efforts

The trade
therefore regards another advance In th« market
price of oil as Inevitable within a short time, and.

SENT BY BOSTON BROKERAGE HOTSE TO A

NEW-YORK GUKNT.

Boston, July 13.—Postofflce Inspector McMlllln is
investigating the reported theft of a letter from the
mails containing $6,000 of negotiable securities which
had been sent by a brokerage firm in this city to

a Xew-York client. The clerk sent to mall the
letter instead of registering It, put a special de-
livery stamp on It. Investigation shows that the
letter was lost either on the train or after its ar-
rival in New-York.

THEFT OF $6,000 FROM LETTER.

"Commercial Alaska in li*Jl" is the title of a
monopraph just Issued by the Treasury Bureau of

Statistics, In it are presented some striking ligures

about this until recently llttlo exploited and little
understood Territory of the United States. By rea-
son of the application of modern systems of travel
and transportation Alaska Is now as a< tessible as
Arizona. Three days of travel by modern ocean
steamers from Seattle, among tho islands and
along the coast which forms the southeastern ex-
tension of Alaska, lands the traveller at Skagway.

Twelve hours by rail over the mountains carries
him to the head waters of the Yukon, where com-
fortable and well equipped river steamers carry

him to the gold field of central Alaska or down the
Yukon River, which is navigable for more than
two thousand miles at this season of the year.

From the mouth of the Yukon another compara-
tively short trip by Bteamer carries him to Cape
Nome, the latest and greatest of the K^ld fields of
Alaska.

Gold, fish and furs are, according to this mono-
graph, the principal industries of Alaska at the
present time, and they send to the United States
$15,000,000 worth of their products. $B,ooo.<X>o of gold.
$6,000,000 of fish, chiefly salmon, and the remainder
In furs.

The cost of Alaska was $7,200,000. The revenue
which the government has derived from It since Its
purchase amounts to over $9,000,000, and the value
of the products is now twice as much every year

as it cost. The total value of the products of
Alaska brought to the United States since its pur-
chase Is, according to the best estimates that the
Bureau of Statistics is able to make, about $*>.-
000,000, of which $50,000,000 is precious metals, y,0,-

000.000 products of the fisheries, chiefly salmon, and
$50,000,000 more furs, chiefly seal fur. Probably
$50,000,000 of American capital Is Invested in Alaskan
Industries and business enterprises, including trans-
portation systems. In the salmon fisheries alone
the companies engaged have a capitalization of
$22,000,000, and the value of their plants. Including
vessels, is given at $12,000,000. In the mining in-
dustries there are large Investments, the great

quartz mill at Juneau being the largest quartz

stamp millin the world, while several other quartz
mills represent, large investments.

With the inflow of capital, the development of
transportation systems and the gold discoveries
have come the building up of towns and the de-
velopment of cities with modern conveniences of
life. Nome City, which is a comparatively short
distance south of the Arctic Circle, has now a
population of over twelve thousand. Postal facili-
ties have been bo extended that the number of
postoffices is now about sixty, and mails are being
regularly delivered north of the Arctic Circle.

Agricultural possibilities in Alaska have until
within a recent period been considered of slight
importance. As the country was explored However,
and its conditions of climate and soil were studied,
its natural products observed and experiments
made with various classes of agricultural produc-
tions, it became apparent that the agricultural
possibilities of the country, and especially of the
south and southeast, where the climate \n modified
by the Japan current, were of considerable im-
portance, la view of the practicability of furnishing
at least a part of the food supply of the population,
which the varied resources of Alaska seem likely to

sustain and make permanent. These observations
and experiments lead those who have participated
in them to the belief that vegetables in great vari-
ety can be produced all along the southern coast

and in the valley of the Yukon, and by some tho
possibility of the successful production of wheat
and oats "is strongly supported. The grasses for the
support of cattle are abundant, and the experi-
ments with live stock thus far justify the belief
that this feature of the food requiremerts of
Alaska may be furnished by the development of
stock farms In the southern sections.

In the north vast areas are covered with a moss
similar to that upon which the reindeer thrives In
other parts of the arctic regions, and in view of
this fact the introduction of reindeer from Siberia
was begun a few years ago. and has proved ex-
tremely successful, about three thousand now being
distributed through northwest Alaska. The ex-
periment has advanced sufficiently to Justify the

confident belief that the reindeer will within ;« few
years prove an important feature in furnishing

both the transportation and food supply of north-
ern and northwestern Alaska.

The grops area of Alaska Is according to the 1900
census, 690.804 square mile.s. The Governor of Alaska
in a recent report states that this is equal to tne
combined area of the twenty States of Maine, New-
Hampshire. Vermont, Massachusetts. Rhode Island,

Connecticut New-York, N^w-.lersey. Pennsylvania,
Delaware, Maryland, Virginia, West Virginia,

North Carolina. South Carolina. Georgia, Florida,
Alabama. Mississippi and Tennessee.

Granite showed the next greatest Increase, from
over $12,000,000 In 1900 to over $15,000,000 In 1901. or
over 26 per cent. Sandstone Increased from over
$7,000,000 In 1900 to not far from $9,000,000 In 1901,

about 24 per cent. Marble production increased to
$4,665,699 In 1901, or 16 per cent, and slate produc-
tion Increased to $4.787.520 In 1901, about 13 per cent.

In the order of production, Pennsylvania, pro-
ducing every kind of stone, ranks first, with a
total value of $10.772.258; Vermont Is second In rank,
with a product valued at $5.3%,740; Ohio third, with
a value of $5,783,225; New-York fourth, followed by
Maine, Indiana, Massachusetts and Illinois in the
order named, each j^-oduclni? over $2 000.000 worth.

The increase it, building stone produced Is nota-
ble. In ISOO it was valued at $10,672,598: In 1901, at
$15,112,600. Crushed stone for road making and
various other purposes Increased In value from
about $6,500,000 in 1900 to $8,600,000 in 1901.
