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'MOB NEARLY BURNS HOUSE

‘QUIET WHERE RIOTING WAS LAST
WEEK—-READY FOR NATIONAL
CONVENTION.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIRUNE.]

Wilkesbarre, Penn., July 14.—Willlam Hoff-
/man and his father, of Upper Lehigh, escaped
+with their lives from a mob this morning, and
lare still hiding in the woods, to which they fled,
They are employed at the Upper Lehigh Col-
liery, and refused to stop work a few days ago
when ordered to do so by the strikers. This
morning about 1 o'clock their house was at-
tacked. While the mob was battering down
the door the two men escaped from a window.
The mob, finding only Mrs. Hoffman and the
children in the house, turned them out and pro-
ceeded, room by room, to wreck the place. The
furniture was smashed, the bedclothes torn,
windows broken and dishes shattered. As a
last act the stove upset, and the redhot
coals spread on the floor. After the fire was
well started, however, a few members of the
mob returned and extinguished it. The au-
thorities arrived too late to do any good. Some
of the leaders were recognized, however, and an
effort will be made to arrest them.

At Lansford, where the rioting occurred last
week, all was quiet to-day, the arrests being a
Jesson to the rioters. Many warrants are still
unserved, because the men they describe are
missing. Thirty are now under bail. The Citi-
gens’ Alliance, although not a week old, is ac-
tive in furthering the prosecution of all charges
that interfere with a man's right to work, to
sell or to buy and to remain unmolested.
Sheriff Gombert believes now that the worst of
the trouble is over.

President Thomaus Duffy has returned from
“4the district, and he says: “Everything is quiet
at Panther Creek, and I feel safe in saying
that in the future order and decorum will pre-
wail. Much of the trouble I am satisfied, was
entirey due to the deputies, who in not a few
dnstamces are umfit to fill these positions.”

The delega'es to the Indianapolis convention
will leave here to-morrow night. The number
who will vote for a national strike or for a reso-
lution providing financial aid for the strikers by
aillowing the soft coal men to remain at work is
imot yet abtainable. It is believed, however, that
8 majority of them stand for the latter propo-
sition,

District President Nichols says of it:

The public can be given to understand that
=0 long as th: miners have enough bread to
keep them alive thwey will be willing to stay out
on strike. If we obtain the financial support
of the bituminous miners at the Indianapolis
convention it will be for an indefinite period,
and not until October 1, as some of the news-
papers have stated. We do not care how de-
termined the operators are to hold out to the
bitter end, because we know that we can stand
the fight. When they are brought to a realiza-
tion of this, as they will be when the Indian-
apolis convention is held, they will immediately
change their tune and assume an entirely dif-
ferent attitude

District President Duffy takes a different
wiew of the situation. He says:

It is impossible for any one to say what the
outcome of the convention will be, but the dele-
gation from this district goes with the sole pur-

of vofing in favor of a national strike,
{ shail accompany the delegates to the conven-
tion unless I find it necessary for me to remain
at home. If I must remain at home I will do
s0 cheerfully, feeling confident that the national
convention will decide on the best course to
Jursue.

District President Fahey had nothing to say
on the matter, but it is known that most of the
‘Aelegates from his district have been told to be
guided by the advice of their leaders, who, it
is bellewed, are for financial aid first and then
& mnational movement if the aid fails to win the
strike.

A large force of strikers’ pickets this morn-
ing guarded all the roads leading from Free-
Jand to the adjacent collieries, and turned back

all the men who started for work. There was
no violence, although some of the men who
protested were hustled along vigorously. Despite
this picket guard Coxe Brothers & Co. report
that eight striking engineers and flremen re-
gurned to work this morning.

A store is being conducted by the mine work-
ers at Tower City which is supplying all the
members of the organization who are unable
to obtain credit at the general stores with the
necessaries of life. No goods are sold to per-
sons who are not members of the union.

A mass meeting of miners was held this morn-
fng in Plymouth and attended by a crowd esti-
mated at nearly two thousand. President Nich-
ols of District No. 1 was the principal speaker,
2nd he advised the strikers to stand firm, as-
suring them that the fight was virtually won.

BURGLAR SURPRISED,

HE JUMPS FROM WINDOW AND RUNS
UNTIL EXHAUSTED, WHEN HE
IS CAUGHT.

While Thomas Robinson, a wealthy con-
tractor, and his family were seated on the front
porch of their home, in Tinton-ave., The Bronx,
last night, a burglar entered the house through
the rear and was about to carry off a quantity
of jewelry and clothing when he was surprised
at work by Mrs. Robinson. Dropping a bundle
which he had packed up. he rushed across the
room, sprang from a second story window to
the ground, and fled. Mrs. Robinson’s screams
attracted her husband and neighbors, and then
a llvely chase ensued for several blocks, in
which men, boys and Bicycle Policeman Webb,
of the Morrisania station, took part, finally
capturing the fugitive after he dropped to the
ground from exhaustion.

For some time before he was discovered in
their home, Mr. and Mrs. Robinson noticed two
strange men walking up and down in front of
the house. Finally one of the men disappeared,
but his companion stood across the street,
watching the house.

Some time later Mrs. Robinson went to her
room on the second floor to get a wrap. When
she opened the door she saw a man bending
over the dresser and tieing up a bundle. She
screamed loudly, and the intruder dropped his
plunder and sprang for the window. It was
open and he climbed to the ledge and jumped
to the ground, scampering away across a lot in
the rear

Men and boys, who were attracted by Mrs.
Robinson’s screams, chased him, and they were
soon joined by Bicycle Policeman Webb, The
fleeing man led them a lively pace, however,
darting over to Third-ave.,, and then back to
Tinton-ave., and passing the Robinson house
and finally falling from exhaustion. He was
taken to the station house, where he was identi-
filea, the police say, as Edward McAvoy. He
gave No. 3,612 Third-ave. as his home.

Less than a month ago a burglar entered the
Robinson home in the same way, while the
family were seated on the front porch, but was
more successful than last night's intruder, get-
ting away with jewelry and clothing, and his
act not being discovered until he was blocks
away from the house.

FATHER DUCEY SUED.

ACTION TO FORECLUOSE A MORTGAGE ON
ST. LEO'S RECTORY.
Proceedings have been begun against the Rev.

Thomas J. Ducey to foreclose a mortgage, dated
August 24, 1889, on the premises No. 18 East Twen-
ty-ninth-st., which is the rectory of St. Leo's
Church, in Twenty-eighth-st.,, between Fifth and
Madison aves. The action is brought by the Met-
ropolitan Savings Bank, at Seventh-st. and Third-
ave., through its counsel, A. S. Hutchins, who is
also a trustee of the bank. Jonathan P. Currey is
president of the bank, and Edward Sherer is secre-
tary. None of the officers of the bank could be
found last night, so the detalls of the action could
not be learned. Father Ducey is ont of town. It
was said at the rectory that he was on a retreat,
and was not expected to return for some days. The
servant sald she did not know where he was mak-
ing the retreat.

This is not the first time Father Ducey has had
trouble as a result of some mortgages he obtained
for the benefit of his congregation. He succeeded
in overcoming his other financial difficulties, and
some friends of his thought last night that he
would not fail to do so in the present crisis. Father
Ducey was sued on October B, 1857, by the Bowery
Bank to foreclose a mortgage of $41,756 on St. Leo's
Church, and one of $20,000 on the rectory, No. 18
East Twenty-ninth-st., adjoining the church. The
church was bullt in 1881 at a cost of $100,000.

The reason that Father Ducey is unable to meet
the mortgage on the rectory property held by the
Metropolitan Savings Bank is not known. In a
sermon delivered by him at midnight mass on New
Year, 1900, in St. Leo’'s Church, he made a particu-
larly severe onslaught on trusts, condemning in em-
phatic language the oppression which they put upon
the people. Later he said that some men who be-
longed to trusts had left his church because they
did not like his denunciation of the aims and meth-
ods of trusts, but in their place more than three
hundred young people of energy and vitallty had

joined the church, so the church was the gainer.
He did not say, however, whether or not the
church’'s exchequer had bheen affected by the men
who belonged to trusts leaving his parish, nor has
he yet spoken on th:s matter. He bought, several
vears ago, No. 9 East Twenty-eighth-st,, and mort-
gaged the property in the sum of $35000 to Willlam
A. Spencer and other persons. He purchased it for
the purpose of altering it into a mortuary chapel
When the.alterations to the bullding were com-

leted he called the chapel St. L.eo’'s Repose for the
fjﬂad. It is a place where the bhodles of strangers
who die in this city. of any creed or no creed, can
be kept uptil their friends are communicated with.

The largest contributor to the fund for the erec-
tion of 8t. Leo's Church was Father Ducey, and on
this church and the charities connected with it he
has expended the bulk of the fortune which he in-
herited.

KILLS HIMSELF.

POLICEMAN

HE TAKES CARBOLIC ACID—-WAS ERRATIC,
HIS WIFE SAYS.

Frederick Bockman, a patrolman attached to
the Gates-ave. station, Brooklyn, who had been
missing sinee July 9, was found dead yester-
day afternoon at the Brooklyn Hotel, Concord
and Washington sts. He had committed sui-
cide by drinking carbolic acid. Bockman, who
was in citizen's clothes, went to the hotel short-
ly after midnight yesterday morning and was
assigned to a room in the rear, on the third
floor. When he did not appear late in the after-
noon Q. C. Stone, proprietor of the hotel, called
Patrolman Halloran, who broke in the door.
Bockman was found undressed on the floor.
He had been dead some time. Hig identity was
discovered through the police shield, No. 5,402,
which was attached to his suspenders. There
was also a slip of paper on which was written:
“My name is F. Bockman, Fifty-fifth Precinct;
my residence, No. 406i Throop-ave.”

Bockman went off duty at 6 o'clock last
Wednesday and was to report agaln at 8 o'clock
the next morning, but did not do so. His wife,
Mrs. Ellen J. Bockman, called at the station on
Wednesday and asked for her husband. Yes-
terday Captain Buchanan reported the patrol-
man’'s disappearance to Deputy Commissioner
Ebstein. Mrs. Bockman sald that her husband
had been arratic in his habits, and had disap-
peared for days at a time before. He was suf-
fering from acute nervousness, she said. The
policeman was thirty-four years old, and had

been on the force since 1893. He had no chil-
dren.,

RUNAWAY DASHES INTO CAR.

EXCITEMENT IN BROADWAY WHILE THEATRES

BUSINESS MEN AS DR]IVERS.

WILL CART GOODS THEMSELVES IF

TEAMSTERS REFUSE TO WORK
TO-DAY.

Chicago, July 14.—While the wholesale busi-
ness of this city ls almost completely paralyzed,
and while its business men are suffering a loss
of $1,000,000 a day, the striking freight handlers
and the raflroads are Iin a deadlock, and an-
nounce thelr determination to fight to the finish
over the question of one-half a cent an hour a
man, or a total of about $500 for every twenty-
four hours, this sum being divided on one side
among twenty-four rallroads and on the other
among ten thousand men,

The situation to-night s more serious than it
has been at any other time since the beginning
of the trouble, and at no tlme since the walk-
out have the points at 1ssue been g0 obstinately
maintalned. Three times to-day the frelght
handlers sent committees to meet the general
managers, and three times they came back
without results,

The business men of the city, particularly
those who deal ‘n perishable goods, are growing
restive, and declare that they can endure the
situation only a short time longer. It is cost-
ing them more than either the strikers or the
rallroads, and they say that if the strike shall
not be settled within a week, many of them will
be badly crippled. To bring about an end to
the blockade which is maintained by the strik-
ers and their friends, the teamsters, the com-
mission men of South Water-st. met this after-
noon to take matters into their own hands. It
was out of the question for the employers to
look to the teamsters to drive to the depots,
and they, therefore, determined to drive their
own wagons to the depots to-morrow and re-
move from them all the goods that had been
consigned to them, much of which is being rap-
idly ruined.

The police say that it is impossible for them
to place a man on every wagon that 18 seeking

the freight depots. They say that they wlll
keep the way tc the frelght houses open and
suppress all disorder around the depots, The

danger to the men who deliver frefght is not
so much at the depot as from the men who will
follow them when they leave the depot and at-
tack them when they are not near the police.
The filrm of J. V. Farwell & Co. to-day at-
tempted to take some cases of drygoods from
their warehouse to their store, in Market-st,
and a crowd of men and boys surrounded the
wagon, cut the traces and refused to allow the
wagons to proceed. The wagons had not been
near a freight depot and were not bound for

one. The strikers would give no reason for
thelr attack in this case.
Committees that went to the Santa Fe, Chi-

cago and Northwestern, Illinois Centrid and
other rallroad managers are sald to have asked
for a scale of 18 cents an hour. This was half

a cent above the schedule that the managers
had been assured by both the State Board of
Arbitration and the Chicago Business Men's
Board of Arbitration would be accepted. Some

of the managers refused promptly to consider

the proposition; others told the committess to
return later in the day
Secretary Driscoll sald he learned that the

committees, instead of submitting the schedules
agreed upon, presented others, and that they
did it under the approval of President Curran
of the Freight Handlers’ Union, who said 15
cents would be asked for, and if it should be
refused, 1712 cents un hour would be accepted,

FRANCE'S NATIONAL

FETE.

CELEBRATING THE FALL OF THE BAS-
TILE—~A GREAT REVIEW IN PARIS.

Paris, July 14.—The Parisians to-day have
been celebrating the 113th anniversary of the
capture of the Bastile in the customary man-
ner, favored by brilllant weather. The first
noticeable incident of the day was the annual
demonstration of the League of Patriots before
the Strasburg statue and the Joan of Arc statue,
on whose pedestals they deposited wreaths. It
passed off peacefully. Throughout the forenoon
the streets were enlivened by martial music of
regiments marching to the Bols de Boulogne,
where the entire garrison of Paris was
assembled by 1 o'clock in the afternoon.

After luncheon and an hour's rest the troops
were marshalled on the Longchamps racecourse.

of the proceedings. On the arrival of General
André, the Minister of War, accompanied by
a brilliant staff and the foreign military at-
tachés, who were followed by FPresident Loubet,
attended by the Premier, M, Combes, and other
ministers, the review began.

Dr. Leipziger, when seen at his home, No., 229
| East Fifty-seventh-st., last evening by a Tribune
reporter, sald he had made no canvass, and had
spoken to no one oa the subject.

“If I should be honored with a call te the place,”
he continued, “it would be considered by me a very
great compliment. As an alumnus of the college I
| am interested in its progress, and am a thorough
bellever In the most generous provision for the
elementary and higher education of the people. It
seems to me that the College of the City of New-
York, in its new guarters, near Hamilton Terrace,
One-hundred-and-forticth-st.,, and Amsterdam-ave.,
should became the best college institution in the
land. My whole life has been devoted to the edu-
cation of the city, and I have endeavored to
qualify myself for work, especially among the
young."

Dr. Leipziger is responsible for the establishment
of one of the most successful manual training
schools in this country. He has been the consulting
{ librarian of the Aguilar Free Library, which main-
tains four libraries in this city, and has been the
