PLANS FOR SPORTSMEN'S SHOW.

Asbury Park, N. J., July 15 (S8pectal).—~The ocean
water continues cold, owing to the freaky currents,
consequently the number of bathers is not up to
the July average. The water this morning regis-
tered 60 degrees, and those who bathed A!d not re-
maln in the water longer than & minute or two. A
south current has prevailed for the last month,
with the exception of a day or two last week.

Local fishermen were made happy to-day over the
news that cne of their number, C. E. Slegel, had
landed a striped bass welghing twenty-two pounds.
The catch was made at Deal Beach, on the spot
where In past seasons scores of heavy bass have
been hooked. Now that the ice has been broken
the rod and reel men are looking for a steady run
of the gamy beautles, and they are camping out
on the beach patiently walting for “strikes.”
Weakfish and kingfish are plentiful just now down
at Barnegat Bay, and every night a party of local
anglers visit that famous fishing ground, return-
ing in the morning with long strings of fish.

Emerson Palmer, secretary of the Board of Educa-
tion, forwarding a letter from President Burling-
ham of the Board of Education, who sald in part:

Dear Sir: In behalf of the committee to which
has been referred the suggestion of your honor
as to extending the use of the public school bulld-
ings, 1 beg leave to say that t work of the va-
cation schools and playgrounds began on the Tth
inst. Thirty-two bulldings are now open in the
morning hours five days In the week for Instruc-
tion in various branches of manual work. Most of
these also contain kindergartens and classes in

cooking and domesti¢ gcience. We have also fifty-
three ildings open for gymnastics, reading and
recreation.

It will be impossible for us to extend the work
without obtaining some further appropriation.
There are at least three ways in whic| e work
can properly be extended at this time.

First—The Board of Education is prepared to allow
the rooms in the school buildings to be used by any
organization or association of persons who wish to
meet there for purposes approved by the board and
the local school board of the district, subject, of
course, to & certain amount of supervision, The open-
ing of the school buildings for these purron- would
involve slight expense. merely the additional com-

msation of the janitors and one supervisor or

ectors If one school building In each of the
forty-six districts of the city were used two nights
in each week, at a cost of $ per night, that would
emount in a year to $28,800.
