" A MARITIME OUTPOST.

THE NEW FLOATING STATION IN THE
CHOPS OF THREE CHANNELS—AN IN-
TERESTING AND PROMISING
EXPERIMENT.

London, July 5.

The establishment of a maritime outpost for
the British Islands and Western Europe is now
assured by the organization of the Southwest
Wireless Telegraph Ship Company. The pros-
pectus boldly proclaimed “a monopoly, with
every prospect of a substantial dividend,” and
as the capital required was a moderate sum—
£25,000, with an issue of 18000 ordinary pound
ghares—there could be no difficulty in carrying
out the contract for the construction and moor-
ing of a floating postal and telegraph ship and
4n bringing into operation a new system of
maritime reporting. By the end of September
an fron bark of 500 tons will be moored in
seventy fathoms of water about 110 miles west

of the Lizard and sixty-six miles west of the |

scilly Islands, where it will be in uninterrupted
eommunication with the mainland by the Mar-
coni wireless system. Owing to the depth of
water, the vessel will not be moored in the usual
way, with a great weight of chain dragging the
bow down Iin heavy weather, but by Captain
Walters’s patent arrangement, by which the
cable is brought through a hawsepipe in the bot-
tom sbout the heel of the foremast, and the
strain is carried amidships, the bow being left
gree to rise and fall with the seas. The pro-
jectors ere confident that the ship can be kept
st her moorings, and this seems a reasonable
assumption, since the Seven Stones Lightship,
on the rock bound Cornish coast, has not been
@isplaced, although lyving In a strong tideway.
The Seven Stones Lightship is, however, in
forty, instead of seventy, fathoms of water, and
st will be necessary to double the weight and
strength of the fastenings of the floating tele-
grepk ship. Otherwise the eommercial success
of the new enterprise depends upon the patron-
age of ship owners, since the carrying power of
the Marcon! apparatus for the distance landward
Bss been amply demonstrated.

The signal station will be In the open sea in
latitude 49 degrees 40 minutes almost due south
from Queenstown, and 315 miles from Liverpool,
215 from Cardiff and 455 from London by water.
It will offer facilities for communicating with
outgoing or incoming vessels, and transmitting
orders to captains as well as obtaining the
earliest possible shipping intelligence from them.
As the floating station will lie in the chops of
the English, the Irish and the Bristcl channels,
it will be at the centre of three converging
streams of ocean traffic, and will be favorably
situated for reperting arrivals and communicat-
ing orders.

Salling vessels and cargo steamers from for-
eign countries, instead of calling at Queens-
town, Plymouth or Falmouth for instructions,
can receive them 110 miles from the Lizard by
wireless telegraphy, and alter their courses for
thelr destinations without the risks of making
land in foggy or stormy weather, or the expense
end delay of running into a port of call. This
will be a great gain for shipowners, egince the
destination of the vessel and cargo can be regu-
lated toward the end of the inward course by
the conditions of the markets and the chances
of securing freight for the outward voyage.
Pilotage, port and towage dues will be saved,
and the dangers of approaching the coast for
tidings of ultimate destination will be avolded.
These considerations have special weight when
the values of cargoes are not infrequently specu-
lative, end when the Dbest markets are found
for them after the vessels have gone to sea.

The reporting station will be equipped with
eearchlights and a powerful syren, or fog trum-
pet, and, heing in the open sea over sixty miles
from the nearest land—Bishop Rock, Scilly—
can be approached with minimum risk by out-
going and incoming vessels. It will be at once
an outpost for the ecollection of ship news, 2
stoffice where letters can be received and de-
i vered, and a salvage station of marked urtility.
The ship will have all the ordinary riding lights,
and, in addition, a vertical electric beam of
high power for playing on the under surface of
clouds on dark nights, and a system of search-
lights which can be read and answered at long
distances. For foggy weather there will be &
powerful apparatus for automatic signalling.
Messages from vessels equipped with the Mar-
~oni transmitters will be received and repeated
to the Lizard, or will be coliected by a launch
from passing ships which are supplied with the
electric mechanism. Absolute privacy can be
secured in the transmission of messages, since
the upright wire of the floating station can be
syntonized with the wire at the Lizard. The
uses of the ship as a postoffice and a salvage
station will be incidental; but there will be an
important gain for the weather service of the
I'nited Kingdom in having an outpost where
meteorological changes and the advance of de-
pressions from the Atlantic can be systemati-
cally reported. The chief utility of the float-
ing station will be its adaptability as a con-
\‘ﬂ-;:ient base of communication between p: ssing
ships and the centres of commerce Vessels
which cannot afford the Marconi apparatus or
the men to operate it can approach this light-
ship in any weather and be brought into tele-
graphic communication with the mainland
when they are over three hundred miles from
Liverpool and more than four hundred and fifty
miles from London.

The projectors of this enterprise are looking
in many directions for commercial returns in
the form of dividends. They find the largest
margin of profit in the transmission of ships’
orders. They propose a charge of threepence
for every registered ton in place of the sixpence
imvolved in entering Falmouth or Queenstown
for the receipt of orders. They contemplate a
fee of ter shillings for reporting vessels home-
ward bound and seven shillings and sixpence
for registering the passage of outward bound
eraft. They also count upon having a steady
revenue from the news service for shipping in-
telligence, and considerable profit from the col-
Jection and delivery of letters for a shilling
each, the sale of ship’s stores, fees from tow-
boat owners and occasional salvage. The charges
for messages received from vessels having wire-
less instruments will be shared with the Mar-
coni company. In order to bring every passing
vessel to the station the managers propose to
report gratuitousiy one inward bound and one
outward bound vessel a day, and to give one
vesse] 2 week orders free of charge, the names
being drawn by lot. It can hardly be doubted
that the investment of the moderate capital re-
quired will prove remunerative when there are
80 many sources of revenue; but this is of little
consequence in comparison with the experi-
mental value of the installation of this service
at & long distance from land in the chops of
three channeis. If all expectations are ful-
fllled the practicability of mooring floating sta-
tions in deep water Will be established, and ad-
ditional safeguards will be provided for the
handling of shipping In the approaches to dan-
BErous coasts.

The success of the experiment will probably
involve not omly an extension of the system,
but also its incorporation with the lighthouse
service of the 1 nited Kingdom and other mari-
time mations. The cost of this improved light-
=hip, with its heavy fastenings, will be about
$37.500 when it is securely moored, equipped
with scientific apparatus and connected with
land by the wireless system.

These maritime
outposts will be lonely but not necessarily dan-
gerous posts, for they can be built with hun-
dreds of watertight compartments, so that sink-
ing will be impossible, even if the moorings are
isturbed in violent storms. The garrisons, more-
over, will be in instantaneous communication,
by their Marconi mechanism, with land in any
emergency, and able to communicate with all
the great liners equipped with similar ap-
paratus. In any event, the new station, as an
experimental outpost for the United Kingdom
and Western Europe, is full of promise, and its
installation will be watched with keen interest

Dover, N. J., July 15.—The authorities will
take no further action in regard to the death of
Miss Emma King, who died at Shippenport from
self-administered strychnine. The case {s con-
sidered clearly of suicide, but whether it
was voluntarily done or simply the result of im-
proper use of the drug cannot be learned.
