SAYS WORK I8 GOING SLOWLY

MERCHANTS' ASSOCIATION WRITES TO
THE MAYOR ABOUT THE JEROME
PARK RESERVOIR.

The Merchants' Association, through G. I. Duval,
the chairman of the Committee on Revision of City
Records and Accounts and Water Supply, sent a
letter last week to Mayor Low concerning the
changes of plans for the New Croton Dam and the
Jerome Park Reservolir.

Mr. Duval, referring to the change on the New
Croton Dam from a composite to a masonry con-
struction, says the association is of the opinion
that the Aqueduct Commission should arrive at a
distinct stipulation with the contractors as to the
additional cost of the change. Mr. Duval adds that
while the change has been favored on the score of
security, *“the important element is in the delay
that the changed plan involves in a work of immi-
nent necessity,”

As 1o the Jerome Park Reservoir the letter says:
the construction of a heavy re-
e of a light core wall and em-
bankment, as originally projected and well progress-
od. is unnecessary and extrav nt. We
that the change from the original plan in orc
build a heavy masonry retaining wall against a
rock formation, where it is necessary in places to
excavate a large section of solid rock in order to
construct it, was wasteful and extravagant. We
assert, on formation and bellef, that in the north-
ern formation of the dam, where the embankment
plan has been continued and filling in resorted to,
tl original plan and specification requiring that
each six inches of the fill shall be rolled, has not
been complied with and the stability of the work
endangered,

The letter, continuing, finds fault with the gate-
house that will be at the new reservoir, and says
its plan has been altered to bring the cost up to
$150,000, double the under the original plan,
without any apparent reason therefor. Mr. Duval
declares that the changes from the original plans
recommended and approved by the Aqueduct Com-
mission were based solely on the responsibility of
the present chief engineer and against the con-
sensus of other opinion expressed.

The letter inds fault with the slow progress made
on the reservoir and the extensions of time for
the completion of the work given to the contractors
by the Aqueduct Commission. On the subject of de-
jay the letter says: "The contract provides in a
gencral way for satisfactory expedition in the
progress of the work, whereas, on a recent visit
to the in weather favorable to results, a
holiday aspect was presented over its greater ex-
tent, and work in progress was belng conducted in
a perfunctory way.”

In closing the letter says the most important busi-
ness at present engaging the attention of the au-
thori s i1s the provision for a sufficient water
supply, and that the association has le arned from
eminent authority that at the present time two
successive dry seasons would constitue the gravest
menace to the community in this regard, and that
from a daily supply of 270,000,000 gallons, “we might
find ourselves with scarcely §0,000,000 gallons availa-
ble.”

The Mavor has informed Mr. Duval that he has
referred his communication to the president of the
Aqueduct Commission for reply, and, after hearing
from him, will determine what further step should
be taken. The Mayor's letter continues:

FOR PEACE IN COLOMBIA.

“L.as Novedades,” of New-York, the representa-

tive organ of Spanish-American interests, pub-
lished in its issue of July 17 a letter addressed
from Londen to a political friend of theirs in
New-York by two influential Colombians, Felipe
Felipe Zapata and Climaco Vargas, this latter

name being also that of the Colombian revolution-
ary leader. The letter is one more evidence that
the internal political troubles of Colombia wiil
soon be at an end, and that the government and
the people will be able to turn their attention to
the settlement of the Panama Canal question, now
pending with the United States

The letter opens by saying how glad are the
writers to learn of the project to terminate the
war in Colombia proposed to General Vargas-
Zapata and Clima~o Vargas, this latter
ernme of Bogota. *“The fact.” continues the let-
ter, “that such a scheme has been proposed, after
the recent disasters to the revolutionists in the

interior, scems to us to demonstrate the magnitude
of the public sentiment, which has been inecreasing
in Colombia, in favor of a termination of the
war by an act of conclliation. The project is
dated May
a treaty of peace, and transmitted the same day
by cable to Bogota, thus carrying to every home
and in the political prisons of our unfortunate
country, the immense alleviation of an ending
the war. There are In consequence already twe
five days [the date of the letter here trans
was “London, June 18, 1%2,,] that the state of war
has continued In Colombia by the single will of
General Vargas-Santos, who, while accepting the
essential bases of the peace treaty, has made them
dependent upon two conditions, the impos-
sible to obtain and the other without importance
for the Liberal party. We consider as impossible
the conditions that the debt incurred abroad by
the revolution shall be charged the national
treasury, because there is no government which
ever could acecept it. The question at n\n hottom
is not one of money, but of principle. The
expenses and losses effected at home in the course
of a domestic quarrel are one thing: another and
a much different one, {8 the advance of money and
the furnishing of war material in neutral countries
to a revolutionary party warring agalnst Its own
government. The payment of these debts supposes
and requires the triumph of the revolution. If
this succumbs, there s no other means pay
the debts except the voluntary contributions of
the partisans of that revolution. The condition
proposed by General Vargas-Santos would estab-
Iish a bad precadent, and, on account of that, Dr.

Concha observes it would be dangerous to the
existence of any government and a menace to
peace In the future.

““The second condition demanded by General

Vargas-Santos is the appointment of Liberal gov-
ernors In four departments of the republic and of
Liberal prefects in the aistricts of Casa-
nare. and San Martin Inasmuch as the rev-
olution is not in possession of a e=ingle de-
partment, and that it does not seem to us
that there exists an army sufficiently strong
to uphold that pretension, the condition appears
excessive. Moreover, the political importance of
that condition = purely illusory. Of what use
wonuld it be to the Liberals that the political agents
of the government shall be Liberals, if it is the
government which chooses them and ecan remove
them at its pleasure, and If the authority of those
employes depends upon the force which is lent
them by the government itself.”

The letter containg many other considerations
of high intelligence, all confirming the hope that
peace will soon prevail in Colombia.

EAST SIDE TAILORS OUT.

OVER TWENTY-FIVE THOUSAND MEN
AFFECTED BY GARMENT WORK-
ERS' STRIKE.

The first summe: strike on a large scale which
has taken place among the East Side garment
workers for four or flve years went into effect
vesterday morning. The strike fever began late
last week by a strike of the knee breeches mak-
ers for an advance of D per cent in wages. Then
the waistcoat makers began to grow uneasy.
Late on Saturday night hurry calls from all the
houses in the other branches of the tailoring
trade were issued for meetings. The result
was that after midnight strikes were declared
by the coat tailors, walstcoat makers, trousers
makers, children's jacket makers, sailor's jacket
makers and buttonhole makers.

The East Side was swarming with strikers
hurrying to the headquarters of the unions
of their respective trades, at all of which meet-
ings were held. The largest of the unions is the
Brotherhood of Talilors, composed of coat tall-
ors. Up to yesterday five thousand or six thou-
sand coat tallors were on strike, and more are
expected to quit work to-day. The strikers
in the other trades aggregate about twenty
thousand, and it is expected that the Lithu-
anlan taflors, who form a branch by them-
selves, and the rest of the twelve thousand coat
tailors in greater New-York, will strike.

The different unions involved In the strikes
established headquarters, where mass meetings
held all The largest of the mass
meetings was that of the coat tatlors, which
was held in New Irving Hall, Broome-st. The
coat tailors demand a fifty-six hour working
week and union conditions. Some of the other
unions have not yet prepared their demands,
but will do so to-day.

The unions on strike are all in a central body
known as the Garment Workers' Trades Coun-
cil.

THEY ERR
WEAK

G. CAMPBELL MORGAN BAYS

IN REPRESENTING HIM AS

The Rev. Dr. G. Campbell Morgan preached yes-
terday morning at the Fifth Avenue Presbyterian
Church the third in a series of flve germons on “The
Greater Christ.” He said in part:

In speaking of the Book of Proverhs, I would say
this to young men: Read a chapter in that book
every day for a year. You will have gone through
it twelve times, and yvou will have got more wisdom
than you ever had before. And now as to Eccle-
sjastes. That book is the direst wall of pessimism
in all the Word of God. Vanity, vanity, all is vanity
—18 not that pessimism? Jesus never sald that. He
made no such remarks about vanity and vexation
of spirit as Solomon did. Do 1 then admit that
Ecclesiastes s Inspired? Certainly. But it is the
walil of 2 man who has tried to get on without God

Solomon was mastered by his surroundings. At
the end he was a picture of an enervated dilettante,
a splendid ruin. 1 am now talking, not of the man,
but of the king. I have not talked about Solomon
for years without having people write to me and
ask if 1 thought that Solomon was lost, after all
But T am not talking of what happened after all,
I talk of him as a king. When Solomon dled he
left behind him the elements of disintegration. The
decay of the kingdom began at once. Jesus left His
kingdom entire, unbroken. Its outward representa-
tion is divided, 1T admit, but it is not really divided.

In the afternoon Dr. Morgan spoke of ‘“‘the per-
fectness of Christ,” saying, among other things:

There is a great deal of controversy about the
authenticity of the Bible. Wheén men have fought
their way through the Old and New Testaments,
the last symbol is Christ. There is much false
thinking about Jesus. He was a perfect man, un-
fallen. As a man He was perfect, of unclouded in-
telligence, perfect in emotion, perfect in will. His
profound intellectual power, the action of the
scholar, surprised Jerusalem. The people cried,
“He is an untrained man. Whence these letters?"”
There seems to he an idea that Jesus was a half
{gnorant peasant. Dismiss it! He was king in the
realm of intellect. He understood creation, which
to us is a closed book, though the human race is
gradually fitting the right keys Into every ward of
the lock

Put you may agk, “What of His deity?' That is
proved by His wisdom and teaching-—-either He was
the God man or the greatest impostor who ever
lived. He saw God perfectly, and “to know Him is
to love Him.” He was the perfection of physical
force, and in the divine economy the body is the
“outward and visible sign’ of the spirit. As is the
carbon to electricity, o is the body to the spirit of
