CHANCES FOR 1!«4.

Senator Thomas C. Platt and Senator C W.
Fairbanks, of Indiana, had a long talk yesterday

on the veranda of the Oriental Hotel, at Man-
hattan Beach. Each said that it was a talk of

"old times," and to judge from the quiet laugh-
ter with which Senator Platt greeted most of the
Indiana statesman's remarks, it was cle ir that
the subject of conversation was not an uncon-
genial one.
It is an open secret that Senator Fairbanks

is a candidate for the Presidential nomination
on the Republican ticket in IJK*4. but he de-
clined to discuss his candidacy except to say,

that he was out of politics until the next cam-
paign, at which Senator Platt winked and
chuckled good naturedly. After the two Sena-
tors had had their conference it was noised
about the Beach that Senator Fairbanks had
tried to sound the New-York Senator as to the
probability of this State indorsing President
Roosevelt in HM>4, and if not. what were his
own chances. Senator Fairbanks also declined
to discuss this report.

When Senator Platt was asked when he ex-
pected to take dinner at Sagamore Hill, in ac-
cordance with the invitation of President Roose-
velt, he replied: "I intend to take a sail down
the Sound a week from next Wednesday. It is
to be the 3Oth. Ibelieve."

"Then you are not going to walk." said some
one.
"I would Just as soon walk." answered the

Senator, bracing his feet against the legs of a
neighboring chair. "But Ibelieve there are
other arrangements. The President said he was
going to send the yacht Mayflower down here
after me. No, Idon't think that Iwillbe as
unlucky as Mayor Low was reported to have
been; that is, be iate for dinner."

"Is there any new light on the Lieutenant
Governorship?" a reporter asked.

"If there is any new light Ihave not seen
it," was the answer. "No, the Lieutenant Gov-
ernorship is running wild. It has not been
caught yet."

When he was asked In regard to the report
that certain Republicans were endeavoring to
run a straight Republican ticket next fall on
the county nominations. Senator Platt said he
didn't know anything about it. Then looking
up and at the same time ahead another year.
he added:

"And as to whether there will be fusion year
after next, it is too early to say at this time.
Mayor Low has a year and a half more ahead
of him. He can do considerable in that time."

When Senator Fairbanks was asked whether
Indiana would Indorse President Roosevelt for
1!«H, he said: ''Roosevelt Is very strong out
West, but as to whether Indiana will commit
itself to his renomination in lfx>4 Ican't say.
Iam out of politics until the next campaign.
What Interests me most now is business, and I
fnn say that the opportunities for business were
never better In this country than at the present
time. The prosperity of the I'nlted States has
not only won the admiration of other nations
but It has alarmed them as well. Our crops are
good In the West, s».> that both farmer and man-
ufacturer should be content with their lot."

It seemed t<« be the drift of opinion at the
Flench yetterday thnt the friends of Lieutenant
Governor Woodruff have made substantial gains
ii. urging his renommatlon another time. At
any rate, Mr. Woodruff does not show any
anxiety over the political situation Just now,
anil, according r> report yesterday, he intends
to Htay in London until the coronation, on
August !». or even later, if the ceremony Is post-
poned again. It Is apparently settled that the
second man on the Republican State ticket will
be from New-York, and yesterday, as one poli-
tician said, "it looked like Woodruff."

Ihave seen changes at Henley during my

which Ihave observed are in the direction of

they row against Eton at Henley, and are out-
classed in weight and ago. This year they suf-
fered under even greater disadvantages, for
their antagonists were Cambridge men. from
Jesus College, but they were not disheartened,

and kept well abreast of the older men from
start to finish. A group of Radley boys per-
erived a chance of winning even when tfa cam-
bridge men were forging ahead at the final
stage. They shouted with boyish enthusiasm,

and their encouragement inspired their fellows

in the boat with fresh vigor. In an instant
they had gained the lead, and their partisans

on shore fairly flung away then? beads from
excitement. The spectators were with the

schoolboys, and a mighty shout arose from the
banks. The Cambridge men had lost their form.
and there was not time to recover their lead.
Radley passed the line a few feet In advance,

and th^re was not a boy in the eight with
breath to spare when the oars were eased. It
was the best race of the day, and excited genu-

ine enthusiasm. Otherwise there was no evi-

dence of hearty interest in the contests. There
was languid cheering at the finish when a race
was won, and the sport was not taken seriously.
Henley Implies hours of indolence and holiday
spectacle, with a good deal off Incidental racing

which does not cause much excitement. The
restful water IBte Is spoiled according to Eng-
lish ideas if flags are waved on shore and strong
appeals are made to national pride. I.N. F.

These results are BltUsCsil and annoy the easy
going veterans, who sigh for the unconventional
liberty of bygone days, but the cumulative effect
is a refinement of beauty in blends of color
such as were then unknown.

Henley has become as time ha? gone on a
section of clubland rather than a picnic ground

with luncheon served in boats from hampers.
There has been enlarged hotel accommodation
in the somnolent old town, and the banks art
dotted with marquees and tents, where loncheori
can be had more comfortably than on the water.
The regatta is now a combination of club and
pteasme ground promenades, and hotel recep-
tions in place of the oldtimr water picnic, with
luncheon basket inthe bow and champagne cup
on the edge of the .sheltered iiank.

There are compensations, how-
ever, for what oldtlmers regard as a demoraliz-
ing Increase In luxury and extravagance. The
extension of the club inclosures has involved
improvement of the lawns on either side of the
racing course, the production of artistic effects
of landscape gardening where there were for-
merly signs of neglect, and the reform of deco-
ration of club properties. Henley is now more
beautiful nnd restful than It was when Isaw
my first regatta years ago. Whether in the
cool of the morning or in the sultry hours of
the afternoon under a blazing sun, it Is the
loveliest water fete Imaginable.
