
ACRIMONIOUS DEBATE ON ESTIMATES
IX THE COMMONS.

London. July 24.—The debate on the Irish esti-mates, begun yesterday in the House or Commons.
was continued acrimoniously this afternoon. John
Dillon. Irish Nationalist, declaring that the speech
of the Chief Secretary for Ireland. Mr. Wyndham.
yesterday amounted to a declaration of war against
the Irish people. The Chief Secretary, he said.
had enforced the stringent Coercion act without a
shadow of justification. Mr. Dillon reviewed the
case of Sergeant Sheridan, and blamed the govern-
ment for failing to prosecute him.

Timothy Healy, Irish Nationalist, who followed,
demanded Sheridan's extradition from the United
States, though, he added, he did not think the
Crown could convict him with an Irish jury.

F. L. Harris. Conservative, here interposed, say-
ing that the government was heartily tired of hear-
ing about Sheridan. This statement was received
with derisive Irish cheers, and Mr.Healy continued,
describing Ireland as the -sick child of the British
Empire."

H. H. Asq^ith. Liberal, the former Home Secre-
tary, supported the demand for Sheridan's extra-
dition.

William O'Brien. Nationalist, made a fighting
speech, punctuated by loud Nationalist cheers, in
which he declare! that Mr. Wyndham had insinu-
ated that the trustees of the tenants of Lord de
Freyne would turn out to be swindlers. This, said
Mr. O'Brien, was fouler than the offence of Sheri-
dan, for Mr U'yndam had abused the privilege of
the House of Commons by making insinuations that
he would not have dared to mention elsewhere.
Mr. O'Brien asserted that ifPrince Henry of Prus-
sia and a German fWt had landed an army in
Bantry Bay it would not have required many or-
ganizers to bring every young man in Ireland under
Prince Henry's flag. Amid much disturbance, Mr.
O'Brien declared that the Irish land trust was run
by a "paU of perjured Privy Councillors." and for
this expression he was called to order. Mr O'Brien;
improved the occasion by mentioning the Council-
lors by name— Lord Clonbrock and the Right Hon.
Arthur Hugh Smith Barry. "The latter." said Mr.
O'Brien, "was drummed out of this House."

Dealing with Mr. Wyndham's reference to the
expenses of the Irish delegates la the United
Slates. Mr. O'Brien asked how Mr. Wyr.laara
would like the Nationalists to delve into the details
of his wine bill.

John Morley. Liberal, said he could not absolve
the Chief Secretary for Ireland from a grave ad-ministrative Indiscretion in dealing with the Sheri-
dan case. In which he ought to have courted the
fullest inquiry. Mr Morley declared the Irish
question was alive still, and an actual and bumin?
issue; yet. at the beginning of a new reign, with
a new Premier and the Chief Secretary for Ireland
about to take \u25a0 more responsible position, the
policy of the government seemed to be the old.
deplorable policy of coercion.

Mr. Wyndham. replying, said had he prosecuted
Sheridan and failed to get a conviction, every Irish
member would have accused him .\u25a0>:' tryins to re-
habilitate Sheridan in order to get him back into
the police force. Th« government po'.iey. said Mr.
Wyr.dham. was dominated by the- fact that inter-
ested persons wer* plunging Ireland into disorder
and provoking government intervention in order to
Justify the demands for home rule. The revival of
coercion i!» these circumstances was the collective
act of the government, and the fulminatioas
against the Privy Councillors and himself were be-
side the mark.

A sharp passage of arms occurred between Mr.
Wyndharn and William O'Brien. The latter de-
nied that he had advised the tenants of Lord
de Fr*yne not to pay rent, but admitted having
advocated social exeommunlc :ion of the landlords.

Mr. Wyndham retorted that that amounted to a.
threat against the people who desired to render
service to the landlords, and he felt proud of doing
anything toprotect these people from dire calamity.

The motion to reduce the salary of the Chief
Secretary for Ireland. George Wyndham. was de-
feated by a vote of 196 to 133.

CHARGES AQAISST BRITISH OFFICERS.
London. July 2i—Details of a remarkable case

of persecution by brother officers of a young lieu-
tenant of the 2d Life Guards, at Windsor, a regi-

ment of which King Ednrard is colonel-in-chief,
show that Second Lieutenant C. D. Oregson. who
secured a commission on February i~>, iuo2. was
known to be a hard worker, efficient, and popular
with hts men. On Monday night a number of offi-
cers of the regiment chased Lieutenant Gregson
out of his quarters, hunted him through the bar-
racks with whip*, ducked him in a horse trough
and subsequently wrecked his quartern and de-
Btroyed his entire kit. The victim was forced to

spend the remainder of the night on the bare floor
of his room wrapped in an overcoat. The only
explanation for this treatment i« that Lieutenant
Ore««on was socially undemrable. There in no
question, In view of the lieutenants record and the
Kings connection wtlh the regiment, that Mb
majesty will order a strict investigation Into the
occurrence.

The circulars of the North Atlantic and Do-
minion companies appear to have been unfairly

quoted ln some quarters, since, jn addition to
saying that the completion of the purchases had
been unexpectedly delayed, they add: "We have
reason to believe that they will now be shortly
completed."

If people would only take pains to read the
terms of the agreement, which was published
on both sides of the Atlantic, they would not
be misled by such reports.

MR MORGAN. JR.. DENIES REPORTS.
London, July 24 —Asked to-day about the situ-

Depew and Captain Hedworth Lambton for
vice-presidents. It Is proposed to arrange a
great Anglo-Ajnerlcan dinner in London to cele-

brate the King's recovery on or abnut corona-
tion day.

London. July 25. la. m—The rumors of a col-
lapse of Mr. Morgan's negotiations for the con-

trol of transatlantic shipping were not credited
by well informed men In Parliament or busi-
ness circles, and what is described at Liverpool

as a serious hitch which may prevent the es-

tablishment of a centralized management is re-
garded as a cautious move for delay while the
Imperial Conference is in session and the colo-
nial Premiers are in touch with the Board of
Trade and the Admiralty. This is the view of

the colonial ministers themselves, who persist

ln declaring that the adoption of a subsidy sys-

tem on a large scale is the only method for pro-

tecting British maritime Interests. The leading

shipbuilders suppoYt this opinion, but not from

disinterested motives, as they hope to obtain

contracts for fast steamships for a service be-

tween Liverpool and Halifax and between Van-

couver and Sydney. The silence with which
Mr. Morgan's plans and operations are conduct-
ed contrasts strongly with the loquacity and the

lack of reserve displayed by the projectors of

the British shipping combination.
In shipping circles here it is rumored that

the Wilson-Furness firmis taking Bteps to fight

the American combination. A Hamburg tele-

gram states that the authorities of the Ham-

burg-American Line absolutely deny a report

of any hitch in the negotiations with the Mor-
gan trust. It is equally untrue that Mr. Mor-

gan has entered into negotiations with the

Austrian authorities.

POPE RECEIVER AMERICAXS.

NAVALEXPERIMENTS WITH HEAVY GUNS
OFF PORTSMOUTH.

Portsmouth, July 24.-The old target ship Belle
Isle was once more knocked almost to bits to-day by the modern suns of British warships
The Lords of the Admiralty and many high
naval officials witnessed the experiments, which
consisted of several hours' firingwith 9-inch and0-inch guns loaded with lyddite. The Belle Isle'sbridge was blown up, and her deck was swept
clear of its superstructure. The shells which
burst inboard raised clouds of fragments andsplinters. The Belle Isle was moored in a favor-
able position, and had been carefully armoredwith modern plates Every precaution had beentaken to prevent the results from becoming
known, and in a few days the Belle Isle will betorpedoed.

COLONEL CLEMENT FAIIS TO GET INDORSE-
MENT.

PECORATrm ASSAULTED BY RUFFIANS
HELP. AS WTXUL AS MEN HE ACCUSES.

William Wallace, a decorator, of No. 446
Cast One-hundred-and-slxteenth-st., had two
men locked up In the Alexander-aye. station last
night on a charge of assaulting him. He had a
gash four inchf s long across his chin and a cut
And bruised face, but to his astonishment he,
too. was locked up. accused of fighting in the
Street.

The men "Wallace had arrested were William
J. Glynn. of No. 667 East One-hundred-and-
thirty-slxth-st, and Stephen Laulor, of No. 619
Robblns-ave. Wallace says the men are mem-
bers of a gang which infests the neighborhood
of One-hundred-and-forty-ninth-st. and Brook-
ave. The police have received complaints from
a number of persons about being "held up" at
this point. Wallace fears harm for having the
men arrested.

He was at One-hundred-and-forty-ninth-st.
and Third-aye. when Glynn and Lawlor, the
decorator says, attacked him without provoca-
tion, struck and kicked him. knocked him down
and were going at him again when Policeman
Lee r rrived.

At the station Wallace said he did not want
to make a complaint, as he feared the gang
would injure him. He asked that the charge be
withdrawn. The sergeant refused to grant the
request, and. teeming to fear that Wallace would
not be in court this morning, had him locked up.

Itwas not hard to establish
the Identity of the dead body and of Catania,

not only from the fact that the grocer was a
man of unusual size, but also because he had
a portion of two fingers gone.

The first thing the detectives next looked for
was a motive. Mrs. Catania at once said she
did not know of any one with whom her hus-

band had had trouble except a person named
Troyia. This was corroborated by the other

members of the family. According to the story,

Troyia, who worked as a fruit packer for Lulgi

Nosdeo. at No. 620 Hicks-st.. had owed $14 to

Catania for some time. Last Sunday the grocer

visited Troyia to collect the money. There was

a quarrel, and the grocer was thrown down-

stairs.
On Monday, however. Troyia went to Catania's

store, pretended to be sorry for what he had
done, and promised to pay the money on Tues-

day. Mrs. Catania is sure that her husband had
agreed to meet Troyia somewhere on that day

for the purpose of getting the money. On Tues-
day morning Catania told his wife that he was

going to Manhattan to attend to paying the
duty on some Italian delicacies which he had
imported. The matter was being cared for
through a friend of the Italian, a Custom House

broker. The grocer had only $3. however, when

he left his house, and. although he did not
say bo. it seemed probable that he was count-
ing on the $14 from Troyia to assist him in
paying the duty.

It has been discovered that Catania did not
visit his friend, the broker, and there is no-
body who saw him in Manhattan on that day

bo far an can be learned. As a matter of fact.
Detective Vachris. In his attempts to trace
Catania's movements on the day he disappeared
experienced the greatest difficulty.

After the detectives had learned of Troyia

from the grocer's wife, they at once started for
his house, being guided by one of the dead
man's little sons. Troyia I* a Sicilian, from
Palermo, and has been in this country only

about a year. He is twenty-six years old and

unmarried. When this man was awakened De-
tective Vachris began to question him closely.

H»- said he knew Catania and owed money to
him. There had been a quarrel, he said, but it

had been fixed up on Monday, which was the

lant time he had teen the grocer.
Troyia was closely searched and his clothing

scrutinised. Nothing of an incriminating nature
or any blood was found on his person. After
being taken Into custody and started off for the

Fort Hamilton station, the other detectives
made a close examination of the room. No-
where were there any slgr«s of blood or any

other indication that a murder had been com-
mitted th«»re.

The room was dirty, and In one corner, near
the window, it appeared as though the floor
hat been mopped up hastily, but even then the
suspicious looking place was small and there
was no blood.

Catania was a large person, and Ifone man
killed him there certainly must have been a
struggle, and blood was probably scattered
around freely. One man may have caused the
death of the Italian, but beyond question he had
assistance in packing the body into the sacks
and conveying it to a lonely spot, where It was
found, on the Shore Road. The transfer from
Red Hook, where the crime was probably com-
mitted, to the Shore Road, was made either in
a boat or wagon. Both possibilities were ac-
cepted, and a .--arch made for a wagon and a
boat stained with blood. This search had not
been successful last night.

In Troyla's room were found several torn
pieces of newspaper, the same paper and the
name date as the pieces found in the bag with
the mutilated body. When Troyia was arraigned

in the Coney Island court he denied any knowl-
edge of Catania, although previously he had
admitted that they had had business transac-
tions.
It was learned that Troyia had worked all

day roasting fruit on Wednesday, and he was
seen in a barber shop that night. The police,
however, have come to believe that Catania was
murdered on Tuesday night, and his body de-
posited where it was found before daybreak.

Four Sicilians, who live in the rear of Ca-
tania's store, and who are friends of Troyla"s.
are being closely watched.

SICILIAN AKKFD TO EXPLAIN WBAI HI
KNOWS OF CRIME-BODY

IDENTIFIED.

Vincenzo Troyia, a fruit packer, of No. 604
Hicka-st.. Brooklyn, is in the Raymond Street

Jail on a technical charge of vagrancy, while

several detectives are engaged in trying to con-

nect him with the murder of Giuseppe Catania,

whose body was found in a sack at the Shore

Road and Seventy-third-st. on Wednesday night.

Quick work was made of the identification of

the mutilated corpse and of the arrest of Troyia.

who. so far as known, is the only man with
whom Catania, the grocer, was on bad terms.

The search for evidence to connect Troyia with
the crime came more slowly,however. Detective

Vachris said last night that he had made some
progress, but said the case was in such shape

that he did not feel it to be wise to reveal

what he had learned.

LIEUTENANT HICKMAN'S TRIAL ENDED.

THOUGHT TO HAVE BEEN ACQUITTED-

MAJOR GARDENER RESPONSIBLE
FOR CHARGES.

Manila, July 24.—The court martial of Lieu-
tenant Edwin A. Hickman. of the Ist Cavalry,

on the charge of having ducked two natives of
Tayabas in a pond because they refused to
guide him to the stronghold of the insurgent

leader Caballes. and with having ducked a third
native, who died from the maltreatment, has
ended after two brief sittings, and Lieutenant
Hickman is believed to have been acquitted. The
defence admitted all the specifications in the

first charge, taking exception only to the word

•unlawful." and pleaded justification under
General Order No. 100 and the conditions pre-

vailing in Tayabas Province. The defence also
produced a telegraphic order from General Chaf-
fee urging the location of Caballes, regardless

of the measures necessary to do so. The de-
fence disavowed any desire to shift the respon-
sibility, and said the telegram produced showed
the urgent necessity for locating Caballes.

Lieutenant Hickman testified regarding the
charge that he had caused the death of a third
native, and said that witnesses at the Gardener
inquiry testified that this man died from in-
juries, that h* was not ducked, and was not
molested. The prosecution disregarded the lat-
ter charge as being unworthy of credence.

Colonel Smith, a witness for the defence, testi-
fied that Major Gardener was responsible for the
charges against Lieutenant Hickman, and said
that Major Gardener had sought for testimony
to be brought against the lieutenant.

TlEf.n AS HOSTAGE FOR DELIVERY OF

MURDERERS TO AMERICANS.
Manila, July 24.-Captain John J. Pershing. of

the 15th Cavalry, who is in command of the
Lanao (Mindanao) expedition, has arrested the
Sultan of Binadayan as a hostage for the de-
livery to him of the Moros who attacked two

Amerfcans on June 22. The Sultan offered to
produce the body of a relative of the Moro
leader of the party which attacked the Ameri-
cans and to surrender ten slaves, but Captain
Pershing refused to entertain the suggestion.
The Sultan then ordered his followers to pro-
duce the guilty Moros. On Tuesday one of the
guilty men was brought into the camp of the
Americans. He -.vas horribly mutilated. Before
dying he confessed having taken part in the
ambush of the Americans. Tongul. the leader
of the attack, has fortified his house, and defies
the Sultan of Binadayans followers to capture
him.

A MORO SULTAN ARRESTED
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At an executive session which followed Mayor

Whereas, Itis the intention and desire of the
board that the amount of money for municipal
rapid transit construction which has been saved
to the city by the bid of the Rapid Transit Sub-
way Construction Company for $2,000,000, in-
atead of for the estimated actual cost of such
construction, being the sum of $8,000,000, shall.
ff practicable, upon reasonable terms be applied
to some rapid transit connection between the
boroughs of Brooklyn and Manhattan which
shall secure to the majority of the citizens of
Brooklyn who do business in Manhattan, and
are not adequately served by the other rapid
transit facilities, rapid transit service between
their homes in Brooklyn and the business sec-
tion of Manhattan for the single fare per en-
tire trip not exceeding five cents; now, therefore,
It is

Resolved, That the chief engineer be directed
to prepare and submit to this board routes and
a general plan for a rapid transit railroad which
shall as directly as practicable connect the gen-
eral region of the City Hall Park, in the Bor-
ough of Manhattan, with the general region of
Borough Hall Park, or some other equally con-
venient passenger transportation centre in the
Borough of Brooklyn.

B. R. T. WOULD HAVE WON IF LOWER.

After the contract had been awarded Presi-

dent Orr said that if the Brooklyn bid had been

aa low as that of the Belmont people he was
\u25a0jure the board would have approved giving the

preference to the former, because of the ad-
vantageous system of connections which it pro-

posed. He then presented the resolution for

another tunnel to Brooklyn, to be much shorter

and less expensive than the one contracted for.

The resolution follows:

COMPANY WILLING TO USE ITS MONEY.

"Nobody would go into this enterprise at the

outset." continued Mr.Belmont. "and now every-

body believes it is going to be a success. For

this reason our company was willingto use its

own money to build this tunnel extension. In

February we offered to use our own capital, but

at that time there was no provision, of the

Rapid Transit law to permit it. Therefore, the

only way private capital has to build this tun-

nel is to make a small bid and do the rest for

nothing."
