ANOTHER BURST OF HARMONY.
Democratic “harmony” dicners and “har-
" speeches follow one another nowadays
startling succession. One new dream of

itical regeneration breeds another. Each
mnification project evokes its chorus of praise,
ts counterblast of criticism. But like voices
awhich cry “Peace, peace,” when there is no
peace, the harmonizers have succeeded so far
g;:eﬂy in demonstrating the insuperable ob-
mstacles to party concord. The latest effort to
loutline a basis of union—that made at Nan-
Ql.slet Beach on Thursday by Colonel William
. Bryan, Mr. Edward M. Shepard and Sen-
mtor Edward W. Carmack—seems to have
ed as futile and frivolous as any of the
hit-or-miss attempts to compass Democratic
rmony”’ which preceded it.
At the invitation of the New-England Demo-
¢ League these three orators frankly
the field of politics to find some single
paramount issue to which Democrats of all
of opinion might subscribe with com-
eagerness and loyalty. But no common
ground of sentiment or sympathy could be dis-
'-Mered. For while Mr. Carmack, who led the
‘mssault in Congress last winter on the army's
record in the Philippines, could offer no vital
Democratic campaign ecry but the horrors,
felgned or actual, of militarism and imperialism,
the defeated Democratic candidate for Mayor
of New-York was coldly telling the Massachu-
getts voters that “the manner in which we
*shall discharge our duty on the borders of
*Asia” could not truthful'y be called a “dom-
fnant issue.” Mr. Shepard insisted, on the
contrary, that the chief question before the
_ American people was the tariff question—a
question on which both Democratic platforms
and Democratic leadership for six years past
‘have been persistently and gladly mute. Colonel
Bryan aid not himself incline to either Mr.
Carmack’s or Mr. Shepard's theory, preferring
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two unforgiven national defeats.

Colonel Bryan seemed, in fact, less Interested
4n new party issues than In old ones; and his
‘anxlety betrayed itself in lus efforts to give a

fold. Party unity, according to the Lincoln
“plan, has never provided for any reckless
~glaughtering of fatted calves, and the Nebraska
~orator wants to assure himself that no dis-
~ guised “aristocrat” is to be allowed to creep
back to exercise his corrupting allurements
 within the Democratic ranks. “One aristocratie
 party in the country is enough,” he solemnly
: the Massachusetts Democrats. “Demo-
- “eratic success must be won, not by making the
‘s pemocratic party aristocratic, but by convine-
i."' the people that it can be trusted to defend
.]*n—oa-mc ideas and to cultivate Democratic

whom his shafts were aimed, this apt allusion
followed to two conspicuous participants in the
“harmony” celebration of the Tilden Club:

Differences of the mind can be reconciled;
differences of purpose cannot. Between one
who is at heart an aristocrat and one who is
in reality a Democrat there is a great gull
fixed. And, it may be added, among the aristo-
crats there will be found the same division that
exists among the beasts of prey—some have
the courage of the lion and others the cunning
and treachery of the fox, but they can hunt to-
gether if their object is spoil, whether it be
avowed or concealed.

Mr. Cleveland and Mr. Hill will not be the
only Democrats to wonder at Colonel Bryan's
peculiar zeal for party unity, or to ask them-
selves how the great cause of Democratic uni-
fication is to be really gilded and glorified at
these recurrent “harmony” feasts,

MR. CANTOR'S REASONS.

Mr. Cantor has not explained his sudden
change of opinion concerning the Pennsylvania
tunnel franchise, of which, in its present form,
he is now the chief opponent: but sinee the ad-
verse vote on Wednesday he has clearly stated
his objections. So far as frankness goes, there-
fore, he is entitled to eredit, but we cannot say
that the reasons which he assigns for his hos-
tility are impressive. Mr. Cantor is “satisfied
“that this tunnel is simply to be used to carry
“freight through to Montauk Point,”” which
“would seriously endanger our commercial in-
“terests:” but his only acknowledged ground for
that belief is that “if the tunnel were intended
“for passenger traffic the New-York Central
“road would be found vigorously opposing it.”
It seems to us that his hypothesis is an exceed-
ingly small basis for so large a conclusion.

There has been a great deal of irresponsible
talk for many years about a vast port at Mon-
tauk Point, but the economic feasibility of such
a scheme has naver been demonstrated, nor do
we believe that since the days of Austin Cor-
bin it has made a particle of progress toward
realization. But even if it were the desire of
the Pennsylvania company, as Mr. Cantor im-
agines it to he, to carry nothing but freight
through the tunnel, the means of frustrating |
that desire would seem to have heen securely |
reserved. It is distinetly provided in the agree-
ment between the company and the Rapid
Transit Commission that “the railroad is to be
“diligently and skilfully operated with due re-
“gard to the convenience of the travelling pub-
“lic.” Would the convenience of the travelling
public be duly served if the travelling publie
were wholly excluded from the tunnel, as Mr.
Cantor is sure it would be? Doubtless his re-
ply to that question would be in the negative,
but he might say that there would be no means
of redress; in which case we should invite his
attention to the provision that “the rights of the
“city are to be enforceable by action for specific
“performance or mandamus or otherwise"—a
remedy which we think would not be Invoked
in vain.

That is one way in which the city would re-
tain a hold over the company after the fran-
chise had been granted. and it is not the only
way. Mr. Cantor objects to a grant which, be-
ing in perpetuity, would, in his opinion, put
the city forever at the mercy of the railroad.
The respects in which this bestowal of perma-
nent privileges differs from others unwisely
made heretofore have been clearly pointed out
so many times that further repetition seems
hardly worth while; but there is one feature
of the arrangement which perhaps has not heen
sufficiently emphasized in answer to the con-
tention that the Pennsylvania people would be
free to do as they pleased. 'The franchise is
permanent, but the rental is readjustable every
twenty-five years. Is the company likely to
adopt the policy of betraying the publie wel-
fare and exciting the just Indignation of the
people, in full knowledge of the fact that after
a comparatively short interval it must come to
terms with the city, or, if they cannot agree,
with the Supreme Court? It appears to us that
a franchise which is permanent in one sense |
but renewable in another preserves to the mu-
nicipal authorities a large measure of power to
defend the city's interests.

We are glad that Mr. Cantor, representing
the opposition to which he so unexpectedly
gave his support, does not disdain argument,
since a fair consideration of the case should
cause him to change hizx mind, and we do not
blame him for resenting the threat that the leg-
islature will be asked to deprive the aldermen
of their control over the franchise. That was a
foolish outbreak which probably has not led the
sagacious officers of the Pennsylvania com-
pany to put a higher value on the services of
their special New-York counsel.

CHINA'S FISCAL REVOLUTION.

We shall got be guilty of exaggeration in ap-
plying the term revolution to China’s reported
abolition of the likin tax. It is, if the report be
true, the most important fiscal reform wrought
in that country for half a century. It is some-
thing which foreign traders have long but
vainly sought to bring about. It is, indeed,
something which the most enlightened Chinese
statesmen have earnestly desired, but which
they have scarcely ventured to hope for.
“Likin wan pu-te-i” they have called it, the
“tax for which there is positively no help.” 1In-
vented nearly half a century ago to supply the
“sinews of war” during the Tai-Ping rebellion,
it has endured to the present time, the ways
and means and source and end of more corrup-
tion, peculation and oppression, probably, than
any and all other features of Chinese adminis-
tration.

Theoretleally the likin was a tax of one-tenth
of 1 per cent ad valorem on ail goods trans-
ported from one province into another. 1In
practice it was often imposed upon goods going
from one district to another of the same prov-
ince, and even from one village to another, ac-
cording to the taste and fancy of the local tax
gatherer. Moreover, the stipulated rate of one-
tenth of 1 per cent was often—we might say,
usnally—much exceeded. Thus a merchant at
a certain point was called upon to pay $730
likin. He did so, but received a receipt for only
$4. Demanding an explanation, he was told
that the legal tax was only $4, and he was en-
titled to a receipt for that and no more, but
there were various “rake-offs” which made it

remained in strong opposition to the likin tax,
and will now hail its abolition with great joy.
Hereafter, we are told, free transit of both
foreign and domestic merchandise throughont
the empire will be assured, save for certain in-
land customs of anclent date and comparatively
unobjectionable character. These latter, more-
over, will now, with the whole inland tax sys-
tem, including the custom houses on the inland
borders, be put under the charge of the Im-
perial Maritime Customs Department, which,
under the honest and enlightened direction of
Sir Robert Hart, has long been the one redeem-
ing feature of Chinese administration. The
abolition of the likin will, it is said, necessitate
the raising of the tariff rate on imports. To
that there can be no serious objection, seeing
that the rate will remain uniform to all nations,
and will still be one of the lowest in the world.
We may confidently anticipate, therefore, that

| this new and revolutionary step of China’s will

result in the promotion of her trade relations
with other countries, with much benefit to her
and profit to them. In effecting so vast a re-
formn, by means of her new commercial treaty
with China, Great Britain is no doubt greatly
promoting her own Interests. She is in similar
measure promoting the commercial interests of
the United States and of all nations which
tfrade with the Chinese Empire.

THE PACIFIO CABLE.

Our special Washington ecorrespondence yes-
terday gave by far the most clear and com-
plete account of the status of the Paclfic cable
enterprise that has yet been publishd. On the
whole, it is a status which Americans will re-
gard with satisfaction; excepting two or three
detalls, we mizght say with hearty and entire
satisfaction. A cable is to be lald. That is the
dominant fact. It is to be laid speedily, it is to
touch nowhere save on American possessions,
and it Is to be primarily at the service of the
United States Government. Moreover, it may
be acquired in fee slmple by this government
at any time on equitable terms. These feat-
ures of the case are all just as they shounld be
and are 1o be unequivocally commended. In
view of them, we may perkaps waive the sentl-
mental regret that has been felt at the foreign
construction and laying of the cable. When
we consider the number of rallroads, bridges
and what not that Americans have bullt in for-
eign lands, the balance of the account is largely
in our favor.

The one serious objectlon to the present en-
terprise, to which we have hitherto given frank
expression, is that it seems to countenance and
support the altogether undesirable monopoly
of cable service in the Philippines which is
claimed by a foreign company under a Spanish
ante-bellum grant. According to all that is
known, the Commercial Pacific Cable Company
must pay tribute to or in some way be subject
to the Eastern Extension Company. For with-
out the latter's permission no ecable can be
landed in the Philippines. Such a monopoly is,
we belleve, contrary to good morals. The United
States Government ought to be able to lay its
own cable lines, if it wishes, between any two
points of its own domain, without asking per-
mission of an alien corporation, and any
American telegraph and cable company ought
to have the same privilege. If some other com-
pany wants to lay a competing cable to the
Philippines, it ought not to be barred from so
doing by an alien monopoly. It is to be hoped
that the execution of the present enterprise
is not conditioned upon the maintenance of
such a monopoly, but that in some honorable
way the United States will soon be able
to cancel that monopolistic concession and to
establish an “open door” in the Philippines for
communication as well as for commerce.

Another matter which has evoked unfavor-
able and apprehensive comment is the fact
that another European company assumes to
have for a long term of years a monopoly of
cable service on the coasts of China. We be-
lieve it has recelved from the Chinese Govern-
ment such a concession. We are equally sure
that such a concession is a direct violation of
China’s treaty with the United States, a viola-
tlon which should not be condoned. Any
American company ought to be free to land a
cable upon the Chinese coast, as free as is the
company which now claims a monopoiy of that

“Lord Salisbury’'s retirement has once more
raised the Interesting question whether he did
actually dig for gold when ne ‘was In Australia
in 1832, says "The London Chronicle.” *“His latest
blographer, F. D. How, gives the most complete
account of Lord Salisbury’'s Australian experiences
that has so far appeared in print. According to
Mr. How, who apparently gathered his informa-
tion at Hatfield, young Lord Robert Cecll was a
member of a party that pegged out a clalm on the
Mount Alexander gold fleld, which was twenty-
three miles on the Melbourne side of Bendigo, and
is now the town of Castlemalne. Mr. How cites
the statement of a still living miner, who remem-
bers seeing Lord Robert Cecll working the claim,
and the kindness of the future Prime Minister to n
sick digger in a neighboring tent is also mentioned.
But Lord Robert was not among the lucky ones
at Mount Alexander, where fabulous fortunes were
made by a few, and he afterward proceeded to
Bendigo, where his Interest in auriferous opera-
tions was more scientific than personal. There is a
speech of Lord Sallsbury, in which he made In-
cidental and humorous reference to a time when
circumstances constrained him to become his own
cook and laundress."

Some time ago H. E. Jung, the Governor of this
province (Tn?’m-n) made a sacrifice to the “god of
dragons” and the dragons of the ‘“five lakes and
four seas’ and prayed them for rain.
