NO INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE ON
TRUSTS PROBABLE.

ENGLAND, GERMANY AND UNITED STATES
PESTINED TO WORK TOGETHER—-RE-

TURN OF SPECIAL EMBASSIES—

THE DEFERRED CORONATION.

London, July 26.—There is a strong proba-
pility that the Russian proposal for an interna-
tional conference on trusts will be declined by
England snd Germany, whatever action may be
taken by the other powers represented at Brus-
sels. The commercial relations between Eng-
jand and the United States are so intimate and
complex that a movement directed agalnst
American syndicates and combinations cannot
receive government encouragement here. More-
over, while the newspapers have much to say
about the American invasion, trust leverage and
tariff barriers, the ministers are not so-ignorant
as to imagine that the industries here are not
combined on similar lines, albeit less effectively
and with inferior force of organization.

As for Germany, every interest of export and
shipping trade and every productive industry
is organized, and the utility of cartels and com-
binaticrs has been generally recognized in the
fast two vears, when the home markets of the
Fatherland have been demoralized and foreign
trade has been the best resource during the
protracted period of commercial depression. It
is well understood in Germany that manufact-
‘ures of all kinds would have been dumped into
every foreign market at the lowest prices if the
export trade had not been controlled by sys-
tematic organization. That trade has been
steadied ty German combinations and whatever
may be the grievances of agrarian agitators on
eccount of American competition, the mercantile
and industrial classes ar: not in position to
join the Continental movement against the
trusts.

1t is difficult, moreover, to perceive how the
powers which sanctioned the sugar convention
can accept the Russian proposal for the recon-
sideration of obligations and agreements under-
taken at Brussels. The Czar is a persistent
jdealist when he is interested in any policy, but
it is doubtful if he has seriously considered the
subject of industrial trusts. The proposals have
probably been devised by his ministers for the
purpose of masking their retreat from the Brus-
sels sugar conference, and neither England nor
Germrany will be likely to enter any interna-
tional assembly concerned with trusts unless
the United States Government is represented
in it.

That England, Germany and the United States
are destined, in the face of industrial and com-
mereial rivalries, to work together is illustrated
by the abolition of transit dues in China. This
reform is the best possible warrant for opening
the China trade to the world on terms of equal-
ity for progressive and enterprising foreign na-
tiops, The British Government may have taken

- ¢he lead in obtaining the foreigm management
of the collection of inland customs and the
abeolition of transit dues, but Germany and the
United States have a common interest in the
general results of the far reaching reform.

The reconstruction of the Cabinet, which has
been dragging during the week, may be hast-
ened by the Prime Minister’s consultations with
the King, whose interest in public affairs is re-
viving with his convalescence. Speculation on
the subject has wellnigh ceased, since all the
rumors hLave lacked authority and the friends of
nearly ail the prominent members of the Cabinet
have taken advantage of the opportunity for
grooming their favorites and showing off their
paces.

It seems fairly certain that Austen Chamber-
lain will be promoted to the Board of Trade
and trat the minor offices will be rearranged,
two or three younger men of the party, possibly
Winston Churchil! among them, being promoted.
Sir Michael Hicks-Beach having bled the in-
come taxpayers and business Interests with
thoroughness, now promises a remission of bur-
dens next spring and the establishment of a
sinking fund based upon the wealth of the
Transvzal, but it is not likely that he will re-
main in office 10 try a hand at popular budgets.
Mr. Ritchie still seems the most probable suc-
cessor for the Treasury.

The education and Irish debates this week
have presented the usual motives. The adage
that politics makes strange bedfellows is illus-
trated anew by the agreement of Lord Hugh
Cecil and Lord George Wyndham on some minor
points in the question of the management of
schools, and the carnestness of the Nonconform-
ists was surpassed by the vehemence of the
Nationalists when there was convenient op-
portuaity for denouncing Lord George Wynd-
ham.

The oldtime proposal that a member of the
royal family should be Viceroy of Ireland is
revived by sentimentalists, but without author-
ity from the Prime Minister. The Duke of Con-
naught has no political ambitions, but is
marked out as the successor of Lord Roberts
28 the commander in chief. The royal family,
now reasonably popular in Ireland, is not likely
to compete with wealthy peers in the gentle art
of making enemies ai Dublin Castle.

POLICEMAN'S BRAVE DEED.

HE CRAWLS ALONG LEDGH AND RES-
CUES TWO WOMEN AT A FIRE.

At a fire at No. 27 East One-hundred-and-
twenty-fifth-st. last night, Bicycle Policeman W,
J. Hanley, attached to the East One-hundred-
and-twenty-sixth-st. station, distinguished him-
self by rescuing two women whose means of
exit from the burning house had been cut off
by smoke and flame. He was cheered by a
large crowd which had gathered, and was forced
to shake may hands. He rode off on his wheel,
remarking that “he had done nothing.”

Policemen Hanley and Brennan were coming
through One-hundred-and-twenty-fifth-st. about
7 p. m., when they saw smoke coming from the
establishment of Max Daster, on the ground
floor of No. 27. They found the door locked
and the rear part of the store burning. Bren-
nan ran to the nearest alarm box, while Hanley
ran upstairs. On the third floor lives Rounds-
man Milton E. Woodbridge, of the Madison-st.
station, and his family. By the time Hanley
80t to the second floor the hallways were so
filled with smoke that he was forced to retreat.
Twice he tried to get up the stairs, and twice
he was driven back. Running down the street,
he found that a crowd had gathered, and was
shouting and pointing up to a window on the
third floor. A woman was at one of the Avin-
dows, so dazed that she apparently did not
know what to do. She was shouting “Fire!”
and “‘Police!”

Hanley saw that a broad ledge of stone ran
along the building just about a foct below the
window ledge. Then he dashed upstairs in the
next house, No. 25, and soon appeared at a
third floor window. He climbed out on the ledge
and worked his way to the roundsman's apart-
ments.

In the street by this time the crowd had
grown until streetcar passage was blocked.
The crowd was shouting suggestions to
the policeman, but when he arrived opposite
the window of No. 27 and climbed in a shout
went up.

In the room the policeman found Mrs. Nellie
E. Woodbridge, the roundsman’s wife, and Mrs.
Ellen Stuilts, of No. 2,423 Second-ave. The for-
mer is in poor health, and the latter was her
companion and nursa. Taking Mrs. Stults in hig
arms Hanley opened the door of the room. The
smoke drove him back. Then he tied his hand-
kerchief over his mouth and made another dash
out into the hallway. Stumbling, half falling
and almost overcome, he managed to get down

den. A cheer went up from the crowd, but the
policeman, hardly taking breath, started again
to the room. There was five minutes of sus-
pense, in which the crowd remained still, and
then Hanley appeared at the window, bearing
the form of Mrs. Woodbridge in his arms. The
room was filling with smoke, and Hanley was
standing uncertain at the window when Battal-
ion Chief Short and Truck No. 14 arrived. Short
called to Hanley to walit, and immediately the
firemen got their 50-foot ladder ready. Mrs.
Woodbridge was unconscious. She had been
found by her rescuer lying on the floor with
money and papers tied up in a bundle beside
her.

When the ladder was run up Hanley, assisted
by a fireman, carried Mrs. Woodbridge down.
The woman was attended by Dr. Daniel J.
Donovan, of No. 46 East One-hundred-and-
twenty-sixth-st.,, a police surgeon, who was
present.

SUICIDF.

BELLEVUE ORDERLY WHO MARRIED
WOMAN FROM THERE CUT DOWN
FROM CELL DOOR IN TIME.

Alfred Londo, who until last Tuesday was an
orderly in the insane pavilion at Bellevue Hos-
pital, and who eloped with and married Winnie
Brennan, an attendant in the women's depart-
ment of the insane pavilion, last night at-
tempted suicide in a cell in the East Twenty-
second-st. police station. Previously he had de-
clared in the street that he was tired of mar-
ried life and wanted to die, and had assaulted
a policeman in an attempt to get the latter’s re-
volver. After it was all over Londo was lodged
in the prison ward at Bellevlde, charged with
attempting suicide.

Cook called assistance and Londo was cut down.
It was found that the prisoner had torn his
coat into strips and so improvised a rope, which
he had first tied around his neck and then to
one of the top crossbars.

Dr. McGovern responded to a hurry call for
an ambulance sent to Bellevue Hospital, and
Londo was taken to the hospital in a strait-
jacket and placed In the prison ward. It was
the intention of the doctors to keep him under
observation all night, and this morning he will
be examined by insanity experts.

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AN AGREEMENT EXPECTED.

ARRANGEMENT REGARDING P. R. R. TUN-
NEL LIKELY NEXT THURSDAY—-CON-
FERENCE ON MAYOR'S YACHT.

Largely in order to smcoth down the rough

MARCONI’S REVELATION.

NO SURPRISE TO ARMY AND NAVY
EXPERTS IN WIRELESS TE-
LEGRAPHY

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Washington, July 26.—Army and navy ex-
perts on wireless telegranhy were not surprised
by the revelation made by Marconi himself, ac-
cording to cable dispatches from London yester-
day, that he is not the real inventor of the sys-
tem which bears his name. While it was not
known here that the Marquis Luigl Solari had
devised the plan on which Marconi has been
working under the limelight for a yvear or more,
still it was reported to Washington through
scientific sources in Europe several months ago
that an officer of the Italian navy was entitled
to the credit that was being given to the sup-
posed originator of the system of communica-
tion between ships 't sea and the ma‘nland.
For obvious reasons, the experts of both the
army and navy of the United States refuse to
discuss the subject at present for publication,
aithough some of them do not hesitate in private
conversation not only to doubt the practicability
of the Marconi system for long distance uses,
but they also make bold to say that Signor
Marconi has not shown that scientific knowledge
of the general subject of electricity which en-
titles him to serious consideration as an in-
ventor of a scheme that will elther revolution-
ize or advance electrical communication. Sev-
eral of the officers of the army and navy charged
with experiments and investigation in wireless
telegraphy who have met Signor Marconi say
that in conversation he has not satisfied them
either of the practical value of his system or of
an intimate acquaintance on his part with the
known means for ~olving the problem of creat-
ing and utllizing air currents for carrying mes-
sages any considerable distance. It is to be ex-
pected that instinctively they would view him
and his invention with more or less misgivings.
At the same time, they have subjected it to
thorough tests—at least thorough from their
point of view—and say they have found it want-
ing In some of the essential requisites of com-

PROFESSOR THOMPSON TO MARCONL

An interesting light was thrown on the dis-
cussion of the subject to-day “y the production
in this city of a communication in “The Satur-
day Review,” of London, by Professor Sylvanus
P. Thompson, which appears to have precipi-
tated Signor Marconi's most recent move. Fol-
lowing is the full text of Professor Thompson’s
communication to the Editor of “The Saturday
Review,” under date of July 9, 1902:

Sir: On May 10 I pointed out in
that a telephonic system of reception had been
used by Signor Marcon! in February, in his
h(:wloundland experiments, in place of the tele-
graphic system of automatic tappers and telegraphic
relays described in his fundamental patent. My
words were: “The great transatlantic success was
attained, not by any use whatever of the basic

June 13, Signor Marconi, lecturing at
the Royal Institution, stated that this new system
of telephonic reception without automatic tappers
or telegraphic relays was used in Newfoundland
when the first signals were received from across
the Atlantic. And on July 3, 192, Lieutenant Solari,
of the Royal Italian Navy, announced in “The
Times” that he himself was the inventor of this
appliance, that it had not been patented either by
himself or by Signor Marconi, and nat he per-
sonally gave Signor Marconi the apparatus used in
Newfoundland. I therefore call upon Signor Mar-
coni to admit:

First—That this system of telephonic reception
was In fact used in Newfoundland when the first
signals were received from across the Atlantie, and
is different from the telegraphic system described
in his patent of June 2, 1896

Second—That the name of the inventor had not
in fact been made public prior to May 19, 1902; and
at the same time that he makes this admission I
shall expect from him, as a gentleman, that he
will withdraw the charge of atsolute and gratui-
tous untruth which on May 24 he made in your
columns.

CHARLES M. SCHWAB FAINTS.

SUFFERING FROM NERVOUS PROSTRA-
TION AT ATLANTIC CITY-MUST
REST SEVERAL DAYS.

Atlantic City, N. J., July 26.—Charles M.
Schwab, president of the United States Steel
Corporation, arrived here from New-York this
afternoon in his private car to spend Sunday
with his family at his cottage. After dinner
this evening he went driving with his mother
and sister, who arrived here on Friday from
Loretto, Penn., to Chelsea, and on his return
home was taken with a fainting spell, which
greatly alarmed his friends. Dr. Philip Marvel
and Dr. W. P. Conaway were hastily sum-
moned, and attended him. After working over
Mr. Schwab for some time he was revived. The
physicians pronounced the patient to be suffer-
ing from nervous prestration superinduced by
overwork. At midnight Mr. Schwab was rest-
ing easily, and the doctors said he would recover
after a few days of rest and quiet, and be able
te attend to his business as usual.

DROPS DEAD ON THIRD BASE.

A SAD ENDING OF A BASEBALL GAME
AT KATONAH.

Hiram Haviland, a young lawyer, of Paterson,
Putnam County, N. Y., dropped dead yesterday
at Katonah in a baseball game, in which the
contesting teams were the Paterson Stars, of
which Mr. Haviland was captain, and the Ka-
tonah Crescent team, captained by Thaddeus
Green.

The game was very exciting, and at the end
of the seventh inning the Katonah nine led by
a score of D to 3. Haviland, with one man on a
base, hit a three-bagger. When he got to third
base it was observed that he dropped on the
base limp and lifeless. No one paid much at-
tention to Haviland, as the crowd supposed he
dropped from exhaustion. Alfred Collins, the
third baseman, finally saw the captain lying
over the base as though asleep, and rushed up
to where Haviland lay. The baseball captain
was dead. Excitement prevailed, and the twelve
hundred spectators rushed to the spot.

The game closed at once. Several doctors in
attendance at the game pronounced heart dis-
ease the cause of death. Carrying their dead
comrade in their arms, the ball players of each
team marched in silence to a village hotel, to
await the coroner's action.

PRAISE GIVEN TO ODELL BY
DEPUTY ATTORNEY
GENERAL.

GOVERNOR HAS HEARTY RECEPTION AT
PICNIC OF HOP GROWERS AT SYL-
VAN BEACH, ONEIDA LAKE. ]

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.)

Sylvan Beach, N. Y., July 26.—About fifieen
thousand persons were in attendance to-day
from the counties of Oneida, Madison and Os-
wego at the twenty-fifth annual picnic of the
F Hop Growers' Association of Central New-York.
A large proportion of this multitude was drawn
here by the announcement that Governor Odell
would be present and would make an address.
The Hop Growers’ Association is composed chief-
ly of farmers living in the counties of Madl-
son and Oneida, and Syivan Beach is on the
shore of Oneida Lake, in Oneida County, close
to the border of Madison County. Trains came
to-day from every railroad centre in the coun~
ties mentioned. :

Governor Odell started from Albany at 8
o'clock this morning on the pony engine Hud-
son, in company with Henry B. Coman, of Mor-
risville, Madison County, and W. A. Humphrey,
of the New-York Central Rallroad. The line of
the New-York Central was traversed in the en-
gine as far as Oneida and the Ontario and West-
ern to this.place.

When the Governor arrived here a Governor's
salute was fired by the Oueida battery. The
Governor and those with him found Sylvan
Beach to be what might well be considered an
inland Coney Island. Onecida Lake is the largest
lake wholly within the State, and has the ap-
pearance almost of a sea from the sandy beach,
along which for half a mile are strung cottages,
bathing houses and hotels of summer residents.

SOME OF THOSE PRESENT.

The Governor was escorted to the Forest
Home, where he was welcomed by the officers
of the Hop Growers’ Association—namely, C. W.
Dexter, of Munnsville, the president; Darwin E.
Leland, of Hamilton, the secretary, and F. W.
Marshall, the first vice-president. The Gow-
ernor subsequently had as visitors ex-Senator
John E. Smith, of Morrisville; Senator Garry A.
Willard, of Boonville, Onecida County; Assem-
blyman Avery M. Hoadley, of Madison County;
ex-Assemblyman Robert J. Fish, of Madison
County; ex-Assemblyman R. S. Johnsen, eof
Camden, chairman of the Republican County
Committee of Oneida County; ex-Senator Henry
J. Coggeshall, of Waterville, Oneida County;
County Judge Watson T. Dunmore, of Oneida
County; ex-Senator Charles Kellogg, of Chitte-
nango; John D. McMahon, of Rome; ex-Mayor
Julius M. Goldstein of Rome and Austin B.
Carpenter, of Cazenovia, chairman of the Re-
publican County Committee of Madison County.

A meeting, whicn was addressed by Governor
Odell, was held in a pretty park, the Governor
making his speech from a platform at one side
of the park, which was surrounded by hun-
dreds of persons. Ex-Assemblyman R. J. Fish,
of Madison County, acted as the chairman.
“We are assembled here,” said Mr. Fish in i
troducing Governor Odell, “to greet the meost
distinguished official of this State; he is a man
of the people, the architect of his own fortune,
and a pretty good architect. He is a junior yet,
and the honored son of an honored father, who
can watch that son’s record with satisfaction. I
have the honor of presenting to you Benjamin
