COSCERKTXG HOPATCOSQ WEATHER.

The scales of fishes as an index of a-» hays
lately been the subject of< study by the English
Marine Biological Association. The scales ofmany
fish show a series of parallel eccentric lines, which
indicate, successive increments of growth. Th*
lines of growth are more widely separated in that
part of the scale formed during the warm season
of the year than in the portion formed In the cold
season. The alteration gives rise to the appear-
ance of "annual rings" that indicate the age of
the individual fish in years.

The
cranberry plan) is a small. slender, somewhat
trniMtiKshrub, with the neatest of evergreen leaves,
from amid which ft few threadlike -i.i.ks lift theirnodding flowers. When fully expanded the pink
lobes of each corolla are curled back like a lily's,
and from the heart of them the compressed stamens
protrude in the shape of a spear point or a beak.
Th« Imaginative may see in this long beaked little
bIoHSPm a resemblance to a tiny crane's head.
whence some hard pressed etymologist has thought
to derive the word cranberry- -thai is, eraneberry.
