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ROCK ISLAND PLAN OUT.

TWO NEW COMPANIES REQUIRED TO
EFFECT REORGANIZATION.

AS A FINAL RESULT CONTROL CAN BE

HELD BY A COMPARATIVELY SMALL
AMOUNT OF PREFERRED STOCK.

The Rock Island readjustment plan, whereby it is
proposed to inflate the capitalization of the com-
pany to nearly three times its present amount,
was made public late vesterday afternoon. The
plan, which. according to the official circular to
the stockholders “‘has already been approved by
the holders of a majority of this (the Chicago,
Rock Island and Pacific Railway) company’s capi-
tal stock, including the members of the board of
directors,” and which “recommended to the
stockholders as one which, in the judgment of the
members of the board, it is to the interest of stock-
holders to accept,” is in substance as follows: Two
new corporations have been organized, the Chi-
cago. Rock Island and Pacific Railroad Company
(of Iowa), with authorized securitles consisting of
$155.000,000 stock and $75.800,000 4 per cent gold bonds
maturing in 202; and the Rock Island Company (of
New-Jersey), with an authorized capital stock of
$150,000.000, of which $4.000.000 is non-cumulative
preferred stock and $96.000,000 is common stock.

The Rock Island company is to become the uiti-
mate owner of the present railway company,
through a rather complex interchange of the se-
curities of the three corporations. The circular let-
ter issued vesterday to the shareholders of the
Chicago, Rock Island and Pacific Railway Company
contains the terms on which the new Chicago. Rock
Jsiand and Pacific Railroad Company offers to pur-
chase their stock, the proposition being to give in
exchange for each share (par value £100) of the
present stock $100 in the railroad company’s 4 per
cent gold bonds and $M in preferred stock and $190
in common stock of the Rock Island company. But
in order that the railroad company should be able
to offer to the shareholders of the present company
the stock of tlie Rock Island company in partial ex-
change for their holdings, it has been necessary to
make an agreement whereby the Rock Island com-
pany purchases the $125000,000 capital stock of the
Jowa company (the Chicago, Rock Island and Pa-
cific Railroad Company of JTowa), the consideration
for the purchase being the delivery to the Towa
company of so much ot the $150,000.000 stock of the
Rock Tsland company as will be required for carry-
ing out the terms of the offer—that is, $32.000,000 of
the Rock Island company's 54000000 preferred
stock and $75,000.000 of its common stock. The capi-
tal stock of the Rock Island company not required
for the purposes of the offer is reserved for future
fssue for the acquisition of additional properties
and other corporate purposes. The preferred stock
of the Rock Island company is entitled t» non-
cumulstive yearly dividends at the rate of 4 per
cent for 1903 and for each year thereafter until and
including 1909; at the rate of 5 per cent for 1§10 and
for each year thereafter until and including 1918,
and at the rate of 6 per cent thereafter. The pre-
2erred stock is also preferred as to capital. The
holders of the preferred stock are entitled to ~lect
2 majority of the directors, but such privilege may
be surrendered with the consent of the holders of
two-thirds in amount of the preferred stock. The
amount of the preferred stock cannot be increased
gave with the consent of two-thirds of each class
of stock.

The present company has $75.000,000 capital =‘ock,
all of one class, so that to hold absolute control re-
quires the ownership of more than $37.500,007 par
walue, or the locking up of twice that amount of
capital (as the stock is now selling around 200).
By the device now proposed by the management,
bonds which can probably be disposed of at nearly
par are given, doliar for doilar in par value, in
exchange for the present stock, and there are
given with the bonds an equal amount in common
stock and 70 per cent in preferred stock, the latter
sontrolling the management. To secure that con-
trol the dominant interests will need to own only
2 trifle more than $26.250,000 (par value) of the new
preferred stock. which undoubtedly will for some
time to come rule far below 200.

DEATH 1N MOSQUITO'S BITE

IT CAUSES ERYSIPELAS, TO WHICH

BABY SUCCUMBS—HEALTH BOARD
TO FIGHT THE STINGERS.

According to a report made yesterday to the

Board of Health, the death on Wednesday
night of Alfred Croneberger, the fourteen
months old son of George Croneberger, a

butcher, of No. 142 Willis-ave., was due to the
bite of a mosquito.

The child became ill three or four days ago
with whooping cough. Monday morning it was
bitten on the calf of the left leg by a mosquito.
The leg rapidly became swollen and discolored.
Erysipelas developed, and, in spite of the care
of Dr. W. T. Klein, of No. 182 Willis-ave., the
attending physician, the child died on Wednes-
day night. Yesterday Dr. Kiein filed with the
Board of Health in The Bronx a death certifi-
cate, in which it was set forth that “Death was
caused by erysipelas, due to the bite of a mos-

quito.” .

The Board of Health officials refused to ac-
cept the certificate, and reported to the Coro-
ner's office in The Bronx. Coroner Berry turned
the case over to Dr. Riegelman, his dopl{t}'.
to investigate. Dr. Riegelman said last evening
he had no doubt the mosquito bite brought on
the erysipelas.

Growing out of this case came the news ves-
terday that The Bronx Health Department has
begun a crusade against mosquitoes in The
Bronx, and that the first steps toward ridding
some of the pest ridden localities will be taken
the first of next week. There is a particularly
bad place in the neighborhood of Two-hundred-
and-thirty-seventh-st.,, Yonkers Lane, and Cro-
tona and Arthur aves. There the streets have
been graded away above the ievel of the lots,
and there is no means by which the surface
water can drain. Crude petroleum will be used
to spray the stagnant water and the surface of
the ground. Dr. Hurd, of the Health Depart-
ment, says he thinks one application of the
petroleum will be sufficient.

Westchester-ave. and Classon's Road is an-
other spot the Health Board has turned its at-
tention to. Owners of the property have been
told to fill and drain the property at once, and
it is said that if they do not comply at an early
date the case will be placed in the hands of
Borough President Haffen.

CAPTAIN J. K. PRICE RETIRED.

APPLICATION PROMPTLY GRANTED-—

DISTRICT ATTORNEY GETTING EVI-
HIS RECENT

DENCE IN
PRECINCT.

Police Captain James K. Price, who was trans-
ferred recently from Tremont to the “redlight
district,” east of the Bowery, vesterday asked
for retirement on a pension. Commissioner
Partridge granted the application promptly and
assigned Sergeant McDermott as acting captain
in Eldridge-st. As Price leaving Police
Headquarters he said:

“I have retired because 1 am fifty-six years
old, and I don't feel physically able to go down
and take the hard knocks you have got to stand
in that redlight district. I would be liable to go
out and hurt some of those people down there,
and then I'd have to stand trial, I suppose. I
am now going home and am glad of it. I'm go-
ing to cultivate an acquaintance with my own

was

family."”
Price has been a picturesque figure in the
polica force for twenty-eight years. Before he

was a policeman he was a boilermaker and a
soldier in the United States Army. His army
service was partly In Alaska, where he helped
to raise the American flag after the purchase
of Alaska from Russia. As a young policeman
in the Tenderloin he found favor with Captain
Williams and was one of Williams's wardmen
for years. He was regarded by many as the
ugliest looking man on the force. His brusque,
aggressive manners helped to make him un-
popular with many people. After Williams be-
came an inspector, he helped Price to promotion.
Price was made a captain in 1892. In the late
Tammany administration Price had command
of the police in the Tendérloin for a time, but
Devery suddenly transferred him to the Grand
Central Station and later sent him from one pre-
cinct to another in a manner denoting dis-
pleasure. Nobody ever was able to find out the
cause of Devery's hostility to Price.

For several vears Price has lived at No. 1,
Monroe-ave., in the Mount Hope district of The
Bronx. He has purchased considerable real
estate in that part of the city in recent years.

The
Commissioner said that if the bonds were issued
before October the new station can be completed
by April 1.

BILAST SMASHES WINDOWS,

ROCK WEIGHING 2% POUNDS HURLED FROM

SUBWAY INTO FORTY-SECOND-ST

Forty-second-st. was again shaken and startled
yesterday by a heavy blast in the rapid transit
tunnel when, at 1:30 o'clock, there was a loud re-
port, a shower of stones and a crashing of glass.
This time the trouble was a few feet. cast of
Madison-ave. It was at a time when the street
was well filled with people, but no one was hurt,
as for three minutes before the explosion flagmen
kept all persons back.

Two large plate glass windows in the florist es-
tablishment of John S. Nicholas, at No. 3T East
Forty-second-st.. were smashed, as was another
window of plate glass in the store of McCoy &
Stilwell, opticians, at No. 33. Smaller windows in
the upper floors were ailso broken. A rock weigh-
ing 250 pounds was blown from the tunnel excava-
tion to the sidewalk.

Thomas Sullivan, the foreman. who had charge
of the blast, declared that the blast was properly
covered, and that no more than the usual amount
of dynamite was used. He said a big rock in the
tunnel had proved most obstinate. Two attempts
had been made prior to yesterday to move it, but

unsuccessfully.
