CURRENT TALK OF THINGS PRESEXNT™
AND TO COME.

A McDonell has turned attention to the
Aisciples of St. Francis of Assisi in 2 book to be
issued by the Putnams, entitled “The Sons of St.
Francis” The plates illustrating it have been
prepared from originals which rank high in art
works of the period.

John Fiske left two volumes of essays ready
for publication, being his only posthumous
work completed and ready for the press. He
was an energetic worker, and had other ma-
terial in preparation, but at the time of his
death this was the only manuscript which he
had carried to the final stage. The essays will
be published by the Macmillan Company in the
early autumn under the title “Essays: Historical
and Literary.”

“The Makings of
2 New-England Town,” “Reminiscences of Hux-
ley,” “The Fall of French Power in America’
and “Connecticut and the Federal Constitution.”

«“Studies of a Biographer,” as the collection of
Leslie Stephen’s critical essays is called, will be
paiblished in the fall by the Putnams. Among
the titles in the two volumes are “The Brown-
ing Letters,” “John Donne,” *“John Ruskin ™
*wWilliam Godwin's Novels” “Walter Bagehot”
and “Thomas Henry Huxley.”

The Putnams are publishing a new book on
Robert Louis Stevenson. This is an essay, more
of a critical] than a personal estimate, by Leslie
Stephen, and will be published in September in
ghe “Ariel Booklet Series.”

E. P. Dutton & Co. are bringing out a book
.which has had a pleasant reception in London
It is called “Studies in the Lives of the Saints.”
and is written by Edward Hutton. The saints
he has elected to study make an interesting
company—St. Augustine, St Benedict, St. Ber-
nard, St. Dominic, St. Francis of Assisi, the
Blessed Angelo of Foligno, St. Catherine of
$Siena, St. Catherine Adorni, St. Ignatius Loy-
ola, St. Teresa, St. John of the Cross and St
Rose of Lima. The book which is light and
small, is attractively and simply bound and
printed in clear type.

As is well known, the Rev. Dr. Minot J. Sav-
age is deeply interested in the spirit world. Dr.
Savage makes a distinction between “spiritual-
gsm™ and “spiritism” to the benefit of the latter.
In a book to be published by the Putnams,
called “Spiritism or Telepathy?” he discusses
the question with frankness and fearlessly. It
§s a consideration of a number of experiences,
the results, as the sub-title has it, of psychical
research. The instances which are authenti-
cated are held by the author to be of “spiritistic
revelation or communication.”

A short collection of representative songs is a
difficult thing to attempt, but that never deters
the editor of courage nor seems to stem interest
in the result. Love songs are offered now, “fine
knacks for ladies, cheap, choice, brave and
new,” but not new, either, unless the tradition
that the theme never grows oid is as sound as
Jovers pretend. for these are Tudor and Stuart
Jove songs. J. Potter Briscoe has done the edit-
ing and selecting, and James Allan Duncan has
done the decorating and marginal and initial
embellishments. The book is a handsome affair,
with full black type and wide margined deckel
edged paper. and is being put on the market by
E. P. Dutton & Co.

it. If the subject of a book makes it im-
gossible or in bad taste for the author to avow
Dimself, and yet the book iteelf is one that the
public ought to have, the pseudonyme is a nat-
wmral and proper thing. But it may be questioned
thow far it is a good thing to use a false name
simply for the sake of doing so, simply to set
people to wondering who the author may be,
simply to advertise the book. This is done over
and over again, and it is rather a cheap trick.
And yet it has one good point, too often over-
Sooked. It may make people read the book just
&s a voyame of discovery, but it does put them
on their mettle when it comes to a judgment.
¥very reader has to have his criticism ready
ghese days. People are continually asking
wwhether you have read this, that or the other.
3Jf you say no, you are an ohject of stupefied
pity, and you are open to the annoyance of be-
sng instructed as to the book’s good points. If
you say you have read it, you must have your
opinion ready, churned and patted. You cannot
take refuge, even in this busy age, in the school-
gir's ‘just lovely” nor in the contemptuous
schoolboy’s ‘rotten!” nor yet in the typical Eng-
jishman’s ‘not half bad’ You must be prompt
with a digested discrimination. It may be idi-
otic, as a serious criticism, but it must be terse,
clear and rather Interesting. Now if the book is
by an author with an established reputation,
wyou may talk about his method, his mental atti-
tude, his this and that. But if your author is
unknown, you are bound to have an opinion of
the book in itself, and that makes for honesty
4n readers’ opinions. The pseudonyme puts a
Dook on its own merits. It would be interesting
%o see a popular author break away from his
mame in some book and watch the effect on
sales. The book would lose all the sales that
come from people who simply wish any book
from the particular author. But if people read
for merit, if success means pleasing the public,
the pseudonyme ought not to keep such a book
below its nmormal standing after a time. It
would be an intcresting experiment. In mere
speculative hazard and historical interest it is
& pity that people in earlier days have not tried
Mark Twain’s plan of writing a book to be puh-
lished@ a hundred years hence. The idea is that
all present restraint is removed, and that it will
afford a true glimpse of the time as nothing else
could. Imagine the delight of having manu-
script ‘released” now that was written at the
time of the Louisiana Purchase. It would bear
on present political conditions, would it not?
‘But this raises an ethical question as to the
m for keeping intervening time in
dgnorance. Something might be locked up for
an arbitrary number of years that would have
changed the general opinion. You may not see
~ the connection at first flush, but there is some-
thing that appeals to me, something similar in
the sealed manuscript released after a cen-

tury and the pseudonymes uncloaked as soon as
its book is booming.”

The typefounder car-
ried the attenuated heauty of his concepticn to
2 mechanical extreme. The result was remark-
able cutting, but difficult reading. Asa whole,
the world reads a great deal, and any impedi-
ment to the eyes, such as an illegible letter, can-
not long be popular. The heavy type may be a
response to the needs of a busy, nervous peo-
ple, who read when tired out and often under
the unfavorable conditions of moving trains,
ote. It is to be hoped that this tendency to a
saner type will be extended, and will not be
ruined by exaggeration. What is needed is not
4 handsome type that may happen to be ancient
and quaint. OIld tricks of type are only good
for to-day if they make clear letters and easy
reading. The Elzevir was an attractive fashion
of type, and has been revived with pleasant
results for the printed page—pleasant to look
at, clear, clean cut and just a bit quaint—but
not good to read. The type is so brilliant and
sharp that after one or two hundred pages the
eves feel the strain. It is to be hoped, aiso,
that a better paper will come to be demanded.
Wood pulp is a ‘base fabric’—it does not ex-
actly dissolve as the fabric of the vision, but
it will not last. And it is a deterrent to print-
ing a valuable book to know that in order to
sell it paper must be used of such a quality
that it will be worthless in a comparatively
short space of time. We need to get back to the
old rag paper.”

QUESTIONS ABOUT THE LIBRARY.

CATALOGUE AND OTHER WORK OUTLINED
FOR LIBRARIANS—AS TO THEOLOGI-
CAL, LEGAL AND MEDICAL
COLLECTIONS.

To the Editor of The Tribune

Sir: Is 1t true that the New-York Public Library,
Astor, Lenox and Tilden Foundations. has de-
termined not to make a printed catalogue of its
million books? Why? It has now merely a card
index. Because, it alleges, a printed catalogue
would cost much money. Surely, that is not the
rezason. Money is not it. Mountains of money are
to be spent alone for ornamentation of the walls
of the library’s main and branch buildings. Why,
then? Because a catalogue would cost much labor
Now, librarians and their assistants are not look-
ing for labor. Indeed, they have associations with
the view of saving them from it. They prefer to
doze between 10 and 6 o'clock. They would hate to
serve, in eight hour platoon relays, between £ in
the morning and 12 o'clock at night, becs in the
evening. when the average citizen, then away from
his business, can travel to and use a distant public
library, they would be driven like lamppost light-
ers. They would detest the bold citizen who would
suggest that they give a few of their idle hours
each day to some needful public compilations and
translations.

In my humble opinion, cancurred in by every im-
portant man I have spoken to about it, librarians
and their assistants in each and every publiec
library which receives any public money should
for all time have imposed upon them by statute,
under the direction and supervision of the Uni-
versity of the State of New-York, the task of
making, in monthly instalments, exhaustive and
unabridged (1) indexes, (2) digests, (@) dictionaries,
(4) grammars, () encyclopzdias of all learning, (5)
museum, library, ‘park and other catalogues, (7)
English translations of all foreign classies, with
copious notes as to questionable words and phrases,
and. after translated chapters, with explanations,
first, historical, then philosophical and finally
psychological, (8) and analogous helps.

To coerce and interest them in this regard, pay-
ment of their monthly wages should be dependent
upon their filing with the University of the State
of New-York, and upon its approval, proof by
affidavit that the afiant had made some substan-
tial compliance with the law during the month.
They have all the means at their hands and
abundance of time on their hands. Who could
compile these helps better? Really, the learning
buried in libraries and foreign languages must ever
lie confined and idle unless some such ready helps
be produced. When, within a few vears after such
a law, these prepared things would be printed by
the university they would be deposited in many ac-
cessible places throughout this city and State, so
that the hurried literary digger, in seeking for his
hidden authority, would not have to travel long
distances during inconvenient specified hours to a
card index, which would give him then nothing but
the book covers’ mysterious titles. With this re-
form in view, the State Civil Service Commission
should be given jurisdiction over all literary as-
gistants in all libraries which recelve any public
money.

And, as to another thing, is it true that all the
trash will be put in the circulation department for
the branches, and that all the valuable books will
be kept in the reference department of the main
building? 1f so, is the purpose of the sixty-five
branch buildings to be erected to save travelling
and trouble or not? No bill giving an additional
appropriation of public money to this public yet
private library should ever again be passed unless
on any day. at any hour before midnizht, at the
branch building nearest to his home, any citizen
shall be permitted by it, upon his giving reasonable
notice, to consult any book in its possession. If
the desired book should happen at the time to be in
the most remote branch building. it should, on tele-
phonic request. be delive red to him forthwith. This
would force the pneumatic tube service to be in-
stalled between each branch building and the main

building.

have to go and stay hungry!

In these times
the present members of monopolistic tendencies
would llke to revive it.
