BISHOP FARLEY'S CAREER.

Bi Farley was born in Ireland about |
afty years ago. He came to this country |
at an early age. He was a student at Trov

Seminary 1866. There he attracted the at- |
tention of Cardinal McCloskey, and was select- |
ed from among a large number to be sent to the |
American College in Rome. After fully justify-
ing the hopes of hie friends, he returned to this
country with a reputation for scholarly attain-
ments equalled by few priests 80 young. When |
aémitted to holy orders in 1870, Cardinal Mc- |
Closkey sent him to St. Peter’s, in New-Bright- |
en. Two years later he became the private
secretary of the cardinal at whose request the '

Pope appointed him private chamberlain in
1884 In the same year he was unanimousiy

elected rector of the American Coilege in Rome.
but Cardinal McCloskey so valued his services
that he would not permit him to accept the
office.

Ir 1881 Archbishop Corrigan appointed him
his own successor as rector of St. Gabriel's
Churck, in East Thirty-seventh-st., one of the
Jargest and most important churches the
clty. In the same year he was made Monsignor,
and In 1896 he was appointed diocesan com- |
sultor. In 1881 he became Vicar General, and
in 1894 Prothonotary Apostolic. In 1886 he
was made Auxiliary Bishop. His long identifi- |
cation with this city and the intimate acquaint-
ance his positions have necessarily given him
with the affairs of the diocese, make him pe-
culiarly fitted for the high office to which he ‘
has been chosen.

THE AMERICAN PROPOSITION.

The American proposition is to make very lit-
tle increase in the customs tariff, limiting it
to the rate of 7 or 8 per cent ad valorem,
using Mr. Sharretts's specific schedules, based

on those rates, which wouald meet the greater
part of the imperial necessities. For the bal-

ance the American plan provides for unifying
and regulating throughout the empire the
present spasmodic, desuitory and anoma

likin methods, making them 30 per cent of the
customs rate for each article, and payable only
once. Under this plan the imperial govern-
ment would collect its customs as now at tiae
treaty ports. and subsequently such articles
entered for consumption in the interior of
China would pay haif as much again to the first
province they entered. the uniform likin to
distributed to the province affected by the i
ports up to their final destination. This pro
has appealed to China and to all the o
powers :ncluding England, and with possibly
some minor modifications it is likely to be
adopted and find a plac: in all the treaties
now under negotiation. Shanghai is not
prised over it. unless through ignorance of the
facts. Mr. Sharretts's usefulness has not been
impaired by anything he has said. Through the
energetic insistence of the United States on a
plan that will let China live and her trade
thrive, a rational internal revenue system for
the svpport of the provincial authorities as well
as a commerce encouraging customs tariff, will
come out of the negotiations.

ILLUSTRATOR OF “THE LIFE OF CHRIST”
EXPIRES IN FRANCE.

the artist, illustrator of “The Life of Christ,”
dead. He was born in 1838. -

James Joseph Jaeques Tissot, whose illustra-
tions of “The Life of Christ” are the best known
of his weorks here, they being in the Museum of
the Breoklyn Institute of Arts and Sciences, was
a genre painter, being born at Nantes, France,
on October 135, 1836. He was a pupil of Teandrin

COLONEL JOHN W. TAYLOR.

The death of Colonel John W. Taylor occurred cn
Friday at the home of his son, James H. Taylor.
at Montclair, N. J. Colonel Tayior was in his
eighty-sixth year, and had been in feeble heaith
recently, owing to his advanced age. His father,
also John W. Taylor, was a comnspicuous figure in
the politics of the nation :n the middle of the last
century. A resident of Saratoga County, he served
his district in Congress [or nine successive terms,
beginning with 1313. In 182, c¢wing to the absence
oi Henry Clay, Mr. Tayv.ior was elected Speaker.
being the presiding officer when the Missouri Com-
promise was passed. From 1825 to 1827 he was again
Speaker.

Colonel Taylor was bern in Saratoga County
February 22, 1§i7. Promptiy at the beginning of the
Civil War he enlisted. and his commission was one
of the first issued by President Lincecin in the
quartermaster's department.
