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MR. DOBSON BRUTALLY ATTACKED-
TAXATION OF TITLES—THE NEW
PILGRIM'S PROGRESS.

London, August 2.

Mr. Labouchere is a watchdog who barks and
snaps at everybudy. A few years ago he de-
scribed in “Truth™” a grant of £200 frcm the
civil list to a literary pensioner as probably
the first instance on record of the Treasury
having been taken in by the bogging letter
writer. The pensioner retailated by suing
“Truth” for libel, but was laughed out of
court after it had been proved that he had
been importuning dukes, bank directors and
distinguished peopie for assistance and writing
political letters for both parties. Mr. Labou-
chere rendered a public service by revealing the
facility with which an amiable and credulous
statesman had been imposed upon by a cadzirg
letter writer and duped intc bestowing a sub-
stantial literary pension upon an undeserving
claimant.

Mr. Baifour profited by the warning, and not
only revised the civil li-t grant but also scught
to impart dignity and significance to it by judi-
cious selections. When M-, Austin Dobson retired
from the Board of Trade afiler a protracted and
honorable career in the civil service. he re-
ceiv. d without his own srlicitatirn or sugzestioa
a pension of {250 for distinguis.ed terary ser-
vice. Mr. Labouchere cught to have regarded
this selection as a tribute to his own efficiency
as a watchdog of the civil list grant: but,
strangely ernough, he is barking at Mr. Dobhson
as fiercely and savagely as he growled and tore
the trousers of the hegcing le‘ter write-.

The objections raiscd by this i1l ratured critic
are. first, that Mr. Dobson alrfady had a pen-
sion as a retired civil servant: and, s=-ond,
that he is a “small beer” poei, whose literary
work has not earned the distinction of a Treas-
ury annuity. Lord Crewe has answered these
criticisms with dignity and good sense. He con-
giders the first point irrelevant, as the retiring
pension from the civil service was regulated by
law and practice, and had nothing whatever to
do with the special grant for literary service.
He has also described Mr. Dobson both accu-
rately and sympathetically as among the first
six or eight living masters of English as poet
and critic, and, consequently, as entitled to
recognition in the apportionment of the modest
civil list grant. He regards this Treasury pay-
ment as an attempt on behalf of the public to
correct the balance when the merit of an au-
thor's work is distinctly greater than the money
reward earned by him.
be shared by all who, as he says,
from bad in literature.

Popular novelists may make large fortunes by
their industry and doggerel may command
special rates in “Truth,” but the returns for ar-
tistic work, like Mr. Dobscn’s verse and studies
of French and English literature of the
eighteenth century, cannot have been large, and
Mr. Labouchere’s protests against a reckless
waste of public money are alike ungenerous and
unjust. Mr. Dobson has been an arduous worker
in the civil service, and for a lifetime has de-
voted his daylight hours to public business. His
literary work has been done at night in his
suburban library. One of the most modest, un-
pretentious and sensitive of men, he has lived
quietly and with moderate means, and has never
made an enemy. Mr. Labouchere’s criticism of
this industricus ecivil servant and literary re-
cluse, who by virtue of a lifetime of study has
become an acknowledged master of French and
English literature, is brutal and malignant.
Equally unjust are his strictures upon Mr. Bal-
four for making an excellent use of the literary
pension fund.

This is not only delightful pleasantry worthy
of Thackeray. but aso wholesome, sa ted sat.re.
“Trath,” with all its asperities and vagaries,
helps Vanity Fair to lzugh at its own foibles,
affectations and idolatrous love of station, rank
and smartness. If it be sometimes heartless
and brutal in condemnation of men, it is gen-
erally clear sighted In probing the vanities of
luxurious society.

Thera is no urgent need for international
sgencies for promoting good feeling between
Engiand and America. The two countries un-
derstand each other, and while they may not be
svmpathetic on zll pcints can be trusted to be
just and generous in great «mergencies. Leagues
znd societies for keeping the peace between
th-m are superfluous; and the professicnal ser-
vices of organizers and agitators are not re-
quired. There is, however, an excellent oppor-
tunity for useful ministrations and graceful
hospitality on the part of so unpretentious a
club as the Pilgrime, in whici: General Wheeler
and other Americans in Londu~ have taken a-
marked personal interest. It res a joint mem-
bership of Americans and Englishmen, and is
designed to promote an exchznge of hospitality
and good fellowship whenever prominent men
from the United States v'sit London. A similar
crganization of Pilgrims is anticira‘ed in New-
York, and the two clubs will be homog:neous in
plan and motive. The Pilgrims wili not inter-
fere in the slightest degree with the syst-ma-
tized work of the American society, and neither
jealousy nor strife should be excited by the
new social enterprise. Fince the Anglo-Ameri-
can League ard the Atlantic Unicn have falled
to accomplish any practical results owing to
their exclusively English management, it wll
be Interesting to observe the new Pilgrim’s
Progress. LN F

CROWD WATCHES HORSE IN HOLE.

POLICE HAD TO CALL OUT RESERVES—
ANIMAL ONLY SLIGHTLY INJURED.

Baby, a big gray saddle horse owned by John
Keyser, a liveryman, at Twenty-fourth-st. and
Lexington-ave., fell into an excavation last
evening at Twenty-fifth-st. and First-ave. The
animal was in the hole two hours before the
Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Ani-
mals could get a derrick and rescue him. In
the mean time such a large crowd gathered that
the police were forced to turn out the reserves
of the East Twenty-second-st. station.

Baby had been kept in the stable for more
than twenty-four hours, and was feeling pretty
guvod when John McDonald, a boy living near
the stable, tok him out for exercise. He had
gone only haif a block when the horse threw
him and started through Twenty-fourth-st. on
a run. At First-ave. Baby turned north. At
Twenty-fifth-st. there is an excavation about
eight feet deep dug beside the curb by the
Consolidated Gas Company for laying pipes.
Into this hole the horse piunged, failing on his
side and being wedged between pipes at the
bottom.

A great erowd gathered in the two hours the
horse was in the heole. There were penty of
suggestions as to how to remove the animai, but
the nearest approach to rescue was when two
stablen.en got a rope about the horse’s body,
but then they had no way to life him, and the
attempt to rescue jailed. After the crowd got
so great that two or three small boys were
pusned into the hole and rescued with ditficuity,
Policeman Eaton sent in a cali tor the reserves.

When the horse was taken out at last it was
found that he was slightly cut, but not seriously
injured.
