DEVERY DAY SCENES

AT ROCKAWAY.

ALL TURN OUT FOR DEVERY.

“BIG BILL” ENTERTAINED BY ENTER-
PRISING CITIZENS OF ROCKAWAY—

GREAT THINGS HE PROMISES.

Yesterday was Devery Day at Rockaway Beach
and Arverne. The *testimonial” to the ex-Chief
was got up by some of the enterprising business
men at the beach, and was not, as expected, an
excursion of “Big BllI's” IXth District adherents,
although it was said several trains on the Long
Island Railroad had been chartered. “The whole
thing,” as one of Devery's intimate friends ex-
plained, “was intended as a surprise party for the
Chief, but through the volubility of some of the
enthusiasts it ‘leaked out to the Chief's ears'"”
The publication of a list of features of the function
enlarged the “leak,”” until Mr. Devery and his fam-
1ly got enthusiastic and elaborately decorated their
house, and that took all the surprise out of the
affair.

The “triumvir”’ arch which the people behind the
show had planned was not in evidence. “You see,’”
said *Joe™ Cooney, son of the police captain of the
same name, “we found we didn't have time to
build the arch taat we had intended, and we wasu't
going to put up no bum arch for the Chief, so we
put the money into decorating the buildings.”” The
Devery portrait posters used in the IXth District,
with the words, *“Our cholce for leader, Willlam 8.
Devery,” were a conspicuous feature of the decora-
tions. In one hotel 211 the literary matter was
cut from the posters, a long row of which hung
on posts on the veranda beneath permanent signs
relating to the bill of fare. One pended directly
under the large gilt words, “Live Lobster,” and
another blotted out the word ‘“‘chowder” of the
most generally displayed sign in all the Rocka-
WaYE.

The theatros were free. Maggie Cline sang a spe-
ctal Devery song, and “Devery at the Pump” was
the oft repeated performance at the biggest mov-
ing picture show on the beach. Gypsy fortune tell-
ers displayed Devery portraits, and the proprietors
of merry-go-rounds, roller coaster railways and
toboggans solicited custom by using the poiiticlan’s
name.

The expectation at the Devery home, at Atlantic-
ave. and the Boulevard, Arverne, that the surprisa
would be sprung about 1 o'clock, was disappointed.
The committee left Fello's after 3 o'clock, and the
real exercises did not begin unti! “Big Bill" ar-
rived at Seaside-ave., about 4:3) o'clock. The com-
mittee had been walting for the crowd, which at
that hour was as large as usual on a cool Sat-
urday afternoon in August.

“Dave” Felio's hotel was headquarters, and Its
balcony was the reviewing stand. The parade con-
sisted of the committee and Devery’s Intimate
friends in about thirty carriages, gayly decorated.
After a jaunt taking in all the passable streets
at the beach, the procession stopped at Felio's. Mr.
Devery rode at its head with Witliam Walnwright,
the “Father of Rockaway Beach™ and the president
of the day.

In Introducing Mr. Devery to the crowd Mr. Wain-
right said he had done a great deal for the place
himself during his residence of twenty-five years,
but he was going to introduce a man who had
“done more in a week than I have done in all my

He is the man,” continued Mr. Waln-
“who kept Rockaway Beach from being
called Garbage Beach. He done what all of us to-
gether couldn’'t do. He stopped the garbage dump-
ing where the refuse of New-York all floated in on

Mr. Wainright's remarks were interrupted by
whistles from the Rockaway boats, the rlanmng
of engine bells and merry-go-round gOngs an
other summer day sounds.

“Big Bill" was loudly cheered as Mr. Wainwright
led him forward. He sald everybody had come
there for fun, and not for politics, and therefore he
would not talk politics. “I’ve helped do some-
thing to build up Rockaway Beach,” he declared.
“] stopped Waring from dumping hir bottomless
scows down there by Sandy Hook, where we got all
the garbage, and I done mmethlng~ eise. too. When
that fire happened down here, Rockaway hadn't
one foot of hose to compete with the flames. I
took a hand in it, and now we've got $40,000 worth
of apparatus to compets with fires, and we're go-
ing to have more. Al Rockaway needs is the peo-
ple, and they're going to come here. They don't
want to go to Jersey, where it takes them three or
four hours tc get there, and they have to stay all
night. We are going to have a boardwalk from
Edgemere to the Point, s0o we can walk along the
beach either way five miles. That's what we
want, and, take my word for it, we'll get it In two
years. Now, I hope you'll beat out the firemen in
the greased plg race, and the three legged race and
the sack Tace. They are going to parade this
afternoon, and they're good runners, but you can
beat them. Now go and turn head over heels in
the ocean, and have your fun. That's what you're
here for, so I'll say good day.”

‘The prime movers in the celebration were Will-
jam Wainwright, John Remsen, David Fello, S8an-
ford Murray., Henry Buckley, Joseph Coocney and
Charles Brek'ey. The neglect to provide a brass
band for the parade was attributed to the size of
the committee of arrangements, consisting of about
twenty members, each of whom naturally expected
that one of the others would attend to it.

When Mr. Devery's genial press agent discovered
the omission, the six-plece band in one of the shows
was impressed into service for the games later In
the day. The elusiveness of the greased pig pro-
voked from one of the friends of Mr. Devery the
remark, I >ope ‘Big Bill' won't find the leadership
as slippery as that.”

DEVERY CHARGES COLONIZING.
SAYS SHEEHAN MEN ARE BRINGING IL-
LEGAL VOTERS INTO THE DISTRICT.

Charges of primary frauds are flving thick and
¢ast between the Democratic Assembly district
jeaders and their opponents. Peter Garvey, one
of Willlam S. Devery's chief lieutenants, declared
last night that a number of John C. Sheehan's
“handy men’ were colonizing primary voters in
various places in the IXth District, and that within
a few days “the Big Chief” would make some
startling revelations. Mr. Garvey has a list of
the houses where/voters are alleged to be colonized.
The Devery people have been keepink a close watch
on a house in West Twenty-sixth-st.

Several days ago they saw a van drive up to the
door and unioad a large number of small cots. An
invesiigation was instituted, and it was found that
the upper floor and the store in the building were
vacant. On the second floor lived a Mrs. Anderson,
and on the third floor a Mrs. Glassman. A few
days later Mrs. Anderson called upon Devery and
in‘ormed him that she had been threatened with
dispossession. She said that she had lived in the
house for ten years, and that she was a trifle in
arrears in rent. Devery gave to Mrs. Anderson a
month's rent and told her to offer it to the agent.
This she did, but the money was declined. Mrs.
Anderson told Devery that the upper floor, which
had been vacant for some time, had been fitted up
with smrall cots, and that thirty-one men had taken
up their quarters on that floor and in the small
rooms in the rear of the store. Devery at once set
his men at work on the case, and learned that the
thirty-one men had been transferred into the dis-
:’rlct and intended to vote at the primaries. Devery

SCOTT FEARS LOSS OF CONGRESSMEN.

SENATOR THINKS COAL STRIKE WILL HURT RE-
PUBLICANS SOMEWHAT.

Secretary Leslie M. Shaw of the Treasury Do-
partment is confident that the Republicans will
control the next House of Representatives. Mr.
Shaw, who was at the Fifth Avenue Hotel yester-

day afternoon, said to a Tribune reporter:

“‘From what I hear in going around I am satis-
fied that the Republicans will elect a majority of
the next House. I do not believe that, witn the
country enjoyving its great prosperity, the people
will repudiate the administration.”

In the close districts we
are likely to lose a Congreseman here and there, in
spite of our best efforts. It looks as if we would
gain a member here and there, and our net loss
ought not to be enough to deprive us of a working
majority.”

OF SCIENTIFIC

DEATH

ASSOCIATE EDITOR “THE
AMERICAN" AT POINT OF
IN CHESHIRE, MASS.

Adams, Mass, Aug. 16.—George M. Hopkins
Associate Editor of “The Scientific American,” is
at the point of death at his summer home, The
Cedars, Cheshire, as a result of a sudden illness
brought on by ur@mic poisoning.

' DETAILS OF CUBAN LOAN

MINISTER SQUIERS'S MESSAGE TO THE
STATE DEPARTMENT.

Washington, Aug. 16.—Minister Squiers has
sent to the State Department an extended mall
dlspatch from Cuba, giving in detail the text of
the Cuban Loan bill as it recently passed the
Senate, and of the House bill. He says concern-

ing it:

The Senate bill is now before the House, and
seems to be the one most favorably talked of.
However, I understand there is some consid-
erable objection in the House to certain pro-
visions of the Senate bill, particularly Article
10, which I will report as soon as 1 am better
informed.

The text of the bill shows that in Section 10
the Executive is directed to negotiate a loan of
£35,000,000), the proceeds of which are to be used
in part for the payment of the indebtedness and
obligations “legglly contracted in behalf of the
revolution by the four commanders of the liber-
ating army after February 25, 1805, and prior
to September 19 of the same year, and to the
payment of the indebtedness and obligations
which the revolutionary government itself, or
through its legal representatives, may have con-
tracted previously in foreign countries, in com-
pliance with the first transitory provision of the

constitution.”

Another section provides for the “payment of
the wages of the liberating army of Cuba after
the rolls of said army have been revised and the
compensation due to each member thereof has

been decided.”

Mr. Squiers also gives in detail a comparison
of the tariff rates at present and the proposed
The changes follow:

Any house which has not already provided
itself with a good back log of time momey, has
little time in which to do so now, for the bank
reserves are running very close to the 25 per
cent legal line. By yesterday’'s statement the
surplus is reduced to about $7,000,000 only.
Probably the majority of the banks have now
loaned all the money they care to lend on time,
and the balance of loanable funds they expect
to make high rates on later, when call money is
very likely to command high figures—not for
any length of time, but long enough to be in-
convenient to borrowers.
