TRADE AXD FIXAXCE ABROAD.

SURROGATE SILKMAN WOULD HOLD TELE-
GRAPH AND TELEPHONE COMPANIES

RESPONSIBLE IN POOLROOM CASES.

Surrogate Silk-nan, of Tonkerg. in a talk yes-
terday with a Tribune reporter, declared that
there wa-<= nothing political in his charges that
a gambling trust existed In that city. that
pratecticn money is being paid '"by the violators
of the law in consideration of thf>rr freedom
from molestation," In running poolrouma and
gambling houses.

"In a matter of this kind." said Surrogate
Silkman. "there should te no politics. The cap-
tain of police is a Republican and a clit-nt of
mine, and 1 addressed my letter to those who
Ithought were responsible for the conditions. Ir-
respective of their political or any other affilia-
tions. It is evident that poolseliers have been
driven out of the city of New-York, an Iur,?

settling In the suburban towns. Th'
cently started up in .Mount Vernon and .V w-
Rochelle. They have been more flagrant In their
violation of the law In the city of Yonlu ra than
elsewhere, and Iattribute that fact to a rertain

of security which they may fee! in that
city. Somebody had to take up this work, and
as nobody etoe has done eg, Ihave und< rtaken
It, much as Idislike the notoriety which It
brings.

"I want to say. further, that it Is time the
legislature passed some law which would hold
telegraph and telephone companies strictly re-

tor aiding and abetting violations of
the law. Without the aid of the telegraph and
telephone companies, poolrooms couli not exist.
Then, again, the Raines law. so-called, should
be amended so as to make the liquor license
forf'Mtable where it was proved that poolselling
or gambling was pe:mitted within the p

1 by the license. Amendments of this
character might affect to some extent the divi-
dends of the stockholders of the telegraph and
telephone companies, and affect the value of a
liquor license; nevertheless, it would save a
gr^at deal of misery. There Is no evil that
reaches so far and causes more misery than
the poolrooms.

"In regard to the means which Ipropose to
edopt. Iam unwilling to speak, for to do somight defeat the ends of justice. In my letter
to Mayor Walsh, President Lowen of the Police
Board and Captain Woodruff, Isaid that if
there were any poolrooms running within furty-
eight hours after its receipt Iwould take such
means to pee that the law was enforced as I
might be advised. The reason Ifixed a limit
was to be perfectly fair to the city authorities,
that they might have the opportunity to per-
form the duty which they owe to the public, and
which they should not compel a private citizen
to be put to the expejise of doing.

"Anybody who has had any municipal experi-
ence knows that poolselling is not tolerated in
any municipality unless the poolseliers con-
tribute to somebody for protection. Iwas presi-
dent of the Police Board of the city of Vonkcrs
for some years, and a member of the board for
six years, and Iknow that crimes of that char-
acter do not go unchecked and unpunished un-
less somebody in authority winks at It. A!! that
it is necessary to do is to point to the result of
the advent of an honest police captain of Brook-
lyn. Miles O'Reilly, at the Oak-st. station. He
has cleaned things up in that precinct as clean
as a whistle." "

Surrogate Pilkman added that, now that he
was at it. there would be no let up on his part
until Westchester County was cleaned up. On
Saturday, after the receipt of his letter, his re-
ports showed that nobody could get Into a pool-
room in Mount Vernon. except by card, and it
would henceforth be more difficult each day
until business became unprofitable.

THEIR ORIGIN AND MEANING SET

FORTH IN"GEOLOGICAL SUR-

VEY BULLETIN.

Washington. Aug. 19 (Special)-- Tn« orifnn of

some ten thousand place names of the Dnited
State? !s given in a bulletin of the Geological Sur-
vey, now In prfss. which promises to be a work

of considerable interest, as embodying much local

and general history. During the compilation of

the work a large correspondence has been carried

on with State and local historical societies, county

ar.d township officers and Individuals In all parts

of the country, resulting in the collection of vast

Quantities of valuable material, which otherwise
would have been unavailable. Henry Gannett, the

geographer of the survey. In his letter of trans-

mittal says he has compiled the names from

various source*, printed and manuscript, and the

In the Republic of Uruguay the National Council
of Hygiene at Montevideo has issued a decrea
which wili cause much tioubie to the shipping in-
terests until it is revolted, for it is unconsiitutional
and was launched without consulting any legis»a-
tive or Judicial authority. Itprovides that all cap-
tains of steamers arriving t'rom beyond seas must
piesent certificates from the sanitary authorities
of the port of embarkation, stating which of the
tijird cU*s passengers have been vaccinated beforo
embarkation, or otnerwise a certiti .aie of the oper-
ation having been performed on board. Ail third
ciass pciKSeiigers lor Montevideo must produce
this certificate, or else hubmit to the operation
there; and. jailing this. none, not even through
passengers, wiilbe allowed to land. The authority
of the Council does not extend, constitutionally, to
deciding what passengers may or may net land In
the country. Moreover, It has assumed an author-
ity greater than that of the Chambers, for, at the
latest date by mail, these had not yet declared
vaccination compulsory in t£* republic. _.•
