At any rate, there
is always Mr. Shaw, who -a rote a play that must
have been better than Shakespeare, for he said
so. Chicago will see it In October, and in Decem-
ber so will New-York. Mr. Mansfield is to bring
"Julius Casar" to this city about the mi<idle of
December, and his run will thus occur about tho
same time with that of Mr. Boihern's "Hamlet."

His Portia will be Miss Dorothy Hammond, an
English actress; or. at least, she willstart out
with him. Arthur Forrest will play Antony.

Mr. Mansfield expressed opinions of the English
stage not much more flattering than those he
entertains about our own. He said:

"What the English want now is less production
and more acting-. They Keep on producing spec-
tacular pieces, but no one La writingplays. By the
way." he added, in qualification. "I ran across a
tunny Incident. Ihappened to be in a certain town
where Andrew Carnegie was giving the people a
library and clufcroom. He mace a speech In turn-
Ing over the institution to them, and in the course
of it said that he wanted them to have a theatre
as one of the adjuncts to the club: and ifhe was
correctly reported in the local papers he mad* this
rcmarkab'.e statement: "Iwant you to study the
French stage, for on the French stage every actor
who clays the part of a ,-*entl«>man Is a gentleman,
and every actress who plays the part of a lady Is
a lady."

"This struck me as a very funny remark. The In-
ference to he drawn would be that the actors and
actresses of the English and American stages are
not ladies and gentlemen. They are that, if not
always actors. What we co need la a national
theatre to teach them the English language."

Mr. Mansfield said he would like to say that he

saw the coronation, but in truth had to confess
he was In Scotland grouse shooting. He says a
postponed coronation Is like a widely advertised
and then postponed theatrical production— does
not draw wnen it comes off. The actor said he had
it from a "very exalted person" close to the King

that Edward VIIwas very desirous of establishing

the most cordial relations possible with America.
He continued:

This same person told me that the King was
ser.ously considering; the project of sending to this
country as a permanent representative of the Brit-
lab government a very exalted personage, who
would establish the most extensive embassy, with
the largest diplomatic rorrs ever s.-nt by England
to ai y country. The man mentioned was ve:y near
the throne, ar.d by far the highest titled
e-.f-r spoken <•! in connection with an embassy.
Should this plan be carried out Washington would
rei • Ive the most brilliant addition to its diplomatic
corps ever dreamed of.

Mr. Mansfield will po tor a few weeks' rest to a
new cottage he ha9bought near New-London and

fitted up with the gilt furniture of "Beaucalre."
There he will rehearse, being his own dearest
enemy-

The architecture of Crossways is
Colonial, and this, of course, added materially to

the general effect. The decorations were begun at
tjie road, for over the gateposts at the entrance

to the driveway an arch of electric lights was
built and In the centre of the arch was a shield
composed of two hundred electric lights, and form-

ing the figures ITS3. The four Corinthian columns

fit the entrance were illuminated also. The grounds

were a Blase of electric lights, concealed La the

Bhrubs and trees.

Or. entering the main hall, the guests first saw the
old fashioned portraits of George and Martha
Washington, the home of Washington and other
Colonial views. To procure these pictures Mrs.

Mrs. Fish received her quests in the main draw-

i^g room. Siie wore a Colonial gown of royal blue
brocade, trimmed with lace. Mrs. Fish also wore
a powdered wig, with lons curls falling from one
side, and a tiara of diamonds. Miss Marion Fish
assisted her mother in receiving. Her gown was
cf rose sstin. with a white satin petticoat and a
rocne of pirJt roses. Her bair was dressed in Colo-
lia. style, and ornamented with pink rosebuds.

After paying their respects to their hostess, the
guests passed out of the drawing room to the
ballroom and piazza beyond.
