FRENCH RAILWAY CUSTOMS.

A SEAT MAY BE HELD BY LEAVING A COAT
IN IT.

From London Travel

It is to be feared that many English and Amerl-
can travellers in France expect
laws and regulatjons obtaining on French railways
as they are accustomed to at home, and when they
find that they are very different they are too apt
to resent it—an attitude which occasionally results
in collisions with the officials. The following hints
on points of railway customs and etiguette in con-
nection with which trouble often ensues may not,
perhaps, be superfiuous r

Claims to a Seat.—The right to a seat, which
has becn engaged by placing upon it & coat or some
other article. has actually been legalized by a re-
cent test case in the French law courts, while
this right in England depends, of course, solely
upon custom, and cannot be enforced. Not only
this, but in France each passenger 18 legally en-
titled to the use of that portlon of the rack and
floor immeciately above ad below his seat.

Control of Windows.—English travellers often
complain of the tendency ot French travellers to
keep the windows closed unnecessarily. It {s the
best policy to put up with this annoyance, as an
appeal to the guard will not, as a rule, be success-
ful. His sympathies are likely to be with his
compatriots, who regard the love of English people
for opern windows as a foolish fad, and one, too,
which is dangerous to health.

Smoking Carriages.—1he rule for smoking on
French railways is the reverse of that which ob-

tains in England. Thouzh carriages for fumeurs
are provided. smoking is permitted In any car-
riage with the consent of the occupant, and in

practice almost every compartment except those
labelled dames seules is a siroKing one,

Tips to Porters.—English travellers are apt to
inveixh against the greed and rapacity of French
porters, especially at Paris stations. This is prob-
ably due to ignorance of the fact that at Paris ter-
mini the facteur who fetches a cab from outslde
the station—and this is usually necessary—is en-
titled to a gratulty. and in Parie one franc {e cus-
tomary. This being the case, the traveller who

81,000 AND COS

AFTER FOUR VERDICTS GRAHAM'S NEGLIGENCE

CASE ENDS IN A COMPROMISE.

A sult brought by Abraham L. Graham, of Jersey
City, to recover $5,000 for the death of his four-
year-old son, Melville, was yesterday compromised,
the company agreeing to pay Graham $1.000 and all
costs. These costs amount te aboui $3,000. Young
Melville was killed six years ago. His father at
once brought suit, and the jury gave him $5.000.
This verdict was set aside as excessive. A second
trial resulted in the same way. It was on this trial
that Justice Gummere gave his decision that 3l
would cover all the financial loss to which a parent
was subjected by the death of a child four years
old. In all the case has been tried and the verdict
set aside five times. In four cases the jury gave
Graham $5.000. In one case he was awarded $2,000.
That was set aside as insufficient.

GERMAN ANGLOPHOBIA. |

A NOTEWORTHY STATEMENT BY AN
EMINENT GERMAN JURIST.

Corresp of The : a Post.

Germans afflicted with Boeritis in an vated
form, who almost foam at the mouth when the
word “Chamberlain” is mentioned, have frequently
told me that they do not “‘hate” Great Britain or
the British. -

The same view has been put forward by many
recent writers on the subject of the war. They
would attribute the origin and continuance of the
present excitement solely to German indignation at
the ‘‘corrupt motives” on which British South
African policy is based, and at the “inhumanity”
of the British methods of warfare. The Germans,
they protest, are far from “hating” the British.

Among others the veteran writer Herr Friedrich
Dernburg has written on this point ‘While ad-
monishing the self-appointed ‘‘dilettante states-
of Germany to refrain from inciting two
great nations into hostiity, he denied the prev-
a.ence in Germany of actual hatred against Great
Britain.

The admonitory essay of Herr Dernburg has now
elicited from the ceiebrated jurist Dr. Kekule von
Stradonitz a deeply interesting and instructive
“‘open letter’ to tlL.t writer. The letter is entitled
“Against the Stream.” Dr. von Stradonitz writes:

“In your essay on the ‘cult of hatred’ you ex-
pressed admirable sentiments on the subject of
Anglo-German relations. It is true that, despite
isolated voices which remain without effect, despite
soothing and explanatory semi-official articles in
the ‘Cologne Gazette' which are known to have
been written or inspired by the Foreign Office in
Berlin, we have set ourselves to ‘jeer’ at Great
Britain. Beyond a doubt, our press and our public
opinion have contributed largely toward Instilling
the Boers with the insane belief that a Continen
power would take some steps in their favor. Those
who nourish these and similar hallucinations among
the Boers are also to blame for the misery they
have suffered and still suffer. Undeniably. the ma-
jority of Germans have lost all sense of impar-
tiality and human feeling as regards the actions
and the sufferings, the profound and painful suf-
foringe, of Great Britain, and as regards the man-
lv composure with which Great Britain bears her
sufferings. It is most true that ‘our amateur
statesmen are uselassly estranging and inciting two
great and kindred civilized nations.” But in regard
to one point you are decidedly wrong. Hatred
against Great Pritain, or, more correctly expressed,
against the PBritish people, Is undoubtedly preva-
lent in the widest circles in Germany—not among
the intellectual aristocracy. not in the select ranks

of the really and scientifically educated, not among
those who, as they cav. occupy an admittedly lead-
ing position in the nation, but most certainly among

the great masses of the ponulation.™

“It is true that there has been, as Professor
Mommeen recently said. ‘a period. now dead. when
the German looked up to the Englishman as to an
older and more advanced brother.” But all memory
~f this appears ta be lost to us: and since my
cchool days the disl'ke of Great Britain has become
decidedly worse. Since the Boer war began it has
developed into genuine batred: or is it no sign of
hatred that in recent years German comic papers
chorld have defamed the vererable Oueen of Fng-
1and in the vilest manner, in a manner which really
dnes not differ much from the notorious numbers
of the ‘Rie: V')A les Enrl'sh’ and ‘Gnillanme TE
and that these Germaw comic papers should enjoy
universal applause and Immerse sa‘es? Is it no s'gn
of hatrcd agairst Great Rritaln that = reputable
raper sho-ld dare to puhlish representations con-
cerning whom the German Emperor should and
chould not receive. and this hecause his majesty
had aeccorded the honor of a reception to Houston
Stewart Cramberiain, a serlous ard notable savar,
who. by the way, is a lecturer at Vienna University
and has had a comnletelv German eduration? Is
It no sign of hatred against Great Britain that in
the matter of the Roer war everything—ves, abso-
lutely everything—annourced bv the Rritish in the
wav of surcesses or advanced by the British in
answer tn reproaches shonld he described as ‘lHes.*
whereag evervthinz, without excention hroneht
forward from the Roer side slould be stamped as a
cncocess and all the accusations levelled by the
Poeve agalnst the RBritish should be assumed to be
true? Can there be any otner _exp'anation of the
fart that we have canverted Panl Krilger into a
German national hero—a man who In the hour of
ctress’ when danger threatened him, cleared out of
his fatherland. had himself and his milltons con-
veyed to a place of safety. and left not on'v the
~anee of his peaple hut alsa his wife and his fam'ly
tn the lureh? We mirght become enthusiastic for De
et and Potha and Delarey and all the rest of
them. for thoee heroic fighters to the last breath
for a lest cause. for those men from whom even
‘helr Rritieh onponerts do not withha'd resnact.
Nut for a Kriljger! Why it Is an established fact
that his rirhes have not been acquired in an alto-
gether reputable fashion ™

THE LONDON SEWER HUNTER.
