DENIAL OF WORK AGAINST ROMAN CATH-

OLICS MADE BY DEPARTMENT.

Washington. Aug. -The Bureau of Insular

Affairs of the War Department has made public

the report of Frank H. Bowen, Acting General
Superintendent of Public Instruction for the
Philippine Ilands. upon charges made in the
United States against the schcol system of the

Islands, alleging that it was used as an agency

against Catholics, and generally to the prejudice

of Roman Catholicism. These charges were for-

warded to Manila, and the reply as made to

Acting Governor Wright. The report of Super-

intendent Bowen is dated July T. and makes
specific denials of the charges. He says that of

twenty persons who have been division superin-

tendents, only one has ever been a clergyman.

Three division superintendents were appointed

from a Hat submitted by leader? of the Roman

Catholic Church in the united States". In this
connection the report says:

The question of the religious belief of appli-

cants and appointees was never considered until

late in 1901. At that time a special lot of appli-
cations, gathered by the authorities of the Ro-

man Catholic Church in the nited States was

sent to the civil governor of these Wand* and

transmitted to the general superintendent.

NO INVESTIGATION AT PRESENT BEING

MADE BY WAR DEPARTMENT.

Washington. Aug.23.-In regard to the rather

sensational newspaper reports hinting at gross

irregularities And fraud In the unloading of

United States transports at ports in the Philip-

pine Islands, and declaring that a searching

investigation is about to be made to discover
the guilty persons. Frederick F. Rittman. au-

ditor for the War Department, stated positive-

ly to-day that no special investigation is being

conducted by him in that matter.
The charges were to the effect that the ton-

nage of the .-mall Philippine caacoa. which
heretofore have been used to take transport

stores ashore, was In a number of cases falsely

set .down at. a higher figure. Payment for the

service of the caacoa was ma.le In proportion

to their tonnage, and the reports allege.) that

the government had suffered considerable loss
by the false statements".

Mr Kittman states that in the ordinary course
of routine business the War Department has
supplied to him \u25a0 schedule showing the regis-
tered tonnage of all of the little Filipino-rraft.
This will be used In the examination of quar-
termasters' account?, and any delinquencies

thus can be brought to light. The auditor makes
the point however, that the matter is not. to be
mad* the subject of a special investigation, but
is simply to b* .leal' with hs n routine affair.

the Anglican Church. The new village occupies

a site on the seaside, four miles west of King-

ston, and is considered to be at a safe distance
from La Souffrlere. Clergymen, choristers, an
orchestra, and numerous spectators from King-

ston and elsewhere wer«» present nt the cere-
mony. An Important feature of inters t to tour-
ists was found in the Carib settlement in the
new. village; this consists of a lot apart from

the other houses, upon which have been erected
thirty-four dwellings for thirty-four Carib fam-

ilies. These Caribs. who escaped death by flee-
ing from the western const of the Island Imme-
diately before the eruption, arc to-day the only

known survivors of the Carlb tribe, and every

effort is being made to retain and care for this
historic and aboriginal people of St. \ incent.

Th« negroes of the island are th« recipients

of ample succor from the relief funds, but the
government is endeavoring to avoid pauperizing
them. It Is difficult to get the negroes to work

while they are receiving food and other relief

and the government contemplates stopping their
rations.

The
police are active and watchful.
