The latter, steered by Edward MacLellan,

got the best of the start, and held a good lead all

around the course.
The course for the 30- foot class of sloops wan

from the starting line off the east end of Whortle-
berry Island to the black buoy, at the westerly

entrance to Hempstead Harbor, known as 'Old Hen
Buoy," thence to the black buoy off Delancey

Point, thence to the mark boat at the starting

line.
