Now. a dozen years have passed. Canada has
accomplished nothing in the direction of reci-
procity with the United States. On the con-
trary, on her own initiative, she has placed her-
self much further away from such a relation-
ship than she was before. Inother words, she
has failed to justify the action which was taken
solely for her sake in ISOO. Tt is scarcely to be
imagined that Great Britain will be thus con-
trolled by her desires again. Surely she will
not be to the extent of continuing to sacrifice
Newfoundland to Canada's futile ambition. For
Newfoundland. Great Britain's oldest colony. Is
being ground between the upper and nether
millstones, between France on the one band
asd Ouuuia on the other. The British Govern.

Itwas a dozen years ago that Canada liepan
playing the pan of the dog in the manper. At
that time the Republican government at Wash-
ington nepotiated a reciprocity treaty with New-
foundland, providing that Americans niipht buy
bait in Newfoundland without taxation, and
that Newfoundland fishermen iniplit sell their
li*h in the United States duty free. Such an
arrangement would have benefited both, and
would have injured neither. It should have
been made. It would Lave been made but for
Canada. The governments of the United States
and Newfoundland agrrofl upon it. The British
Government was inclined to approve it. But
Canada viporously objected, and prevailed upon
the British Government to veto it. It was
vetoed, however, not ui>on general principles,
but explicitly in order to give Canada a chance
to do something. Canada set forth that she
wanted to get reciprocity with the United States
herself, that the fisheries question was her
most powerful lever to that end. and that she

would be helpless Ifthe United States reciproc-
ity treaty with Newfoundland were ratified. So
the British Government reluctantly vetoed tbe
treaty.

She seeks to establish reci-
procity with the United States, thus drawing
nearer to us and further from Canada, aud
putting a barrier in th<- way of one of Canada's
dearest ambitions

We doubt, however, if thn possibility of In-
ducing Chief Judpe Parker to run has been
much increased by tbe Governor's generous
offer. Tho fudge Is known to be steadfast in
declining a nomination.

It was well understood that under
former eondfttons bis party was doomed to a
refusal, and whether tbe promise of a reap-
pointment hs an Inducement to the judge or
not, it certainly cannot make his declination
more positive than it has boon, and it may
make Itle«s so.

It may not scorn in tbe chief judge that this
promise goes quite far enough to make en-
trance for a time into active political life en-
tirely attractive. The Governor's commission
is good for only one year, and in 1903 a new
chief judge would have to be elected by the
people Perhaps all parties would join to keep

Governor Odell's appointee on the bench for
another full term of fourteen years, but that is

by no means certain. Borne people might be
less generous than Governor Odell. and say

that the judge, having once put aside the
ermine for political armor, could not expect

support for a new term by appeals to the non-
partisan programme of keeping good judges in
office. Still the Governor can do but his best,

and the chief judge, once back in the Court of
Appeals, may fairly be said to have received
safe conduct from the enemy through the field
of political hostilities. At any rate, the He-
publicans cannot be reproached for putting ob-
stacles in the way of the Democrats securing

a respectable candidate. It would be some-

thing of a novelty in New-York politics for Re-
publican? to meet foemen worthy of their steel,

and the Governor's course in trying to help the
Democratic harmonizers raise the tone of their
paity and create a respectable opposition will
be generally commended.

It. is In this division of the market that the
shrewd investor is now most interested. He
sees littlereturn in an expensive stock that neta

3% per cent or less, and prefers to secure
future benefits for himself and his children by
accumulating a larger number of shares that
will enhance in value and return good dividends
hereafter. To the man of small means who de-
sires the largest possible immediate result from
his investment the market offers little attrac-
tion. Many industrial shares are now paying
well,but the uncertainty as to actual conditions,
owing to the failure to issue full reports, causes

•discrimination among cautious investors. In
other cases overcapitalization or fear of adverse
legislation prevents ready absorption by inves-
tors. Government and first class municipal
bonds find a ready market. among institutions,
despite the poor return, and the plethora of
capital seeking permanent investment often
turns to foreign properties.

Slight setbacks thus far experienced In the
farming districts will not prevent large crops,
but scarcity of old grain and cotton assures
firm prices, especially as it now seems prob-
able that foreign purchases will be heavy. This
means much profitable business for the rail-
ways. Unusually large sums have been ex-
pended in increasing facilities, promising bet-
ter service and larger net earnings than are now
reported. Nevertheless, Itis by no means cer-
tain that the present time is auspicious for
speculative purchases of stocks, although they
have been enormous during the last week. The

INVESTMENT A\n SPECULATION.
New record prices for railway securities are

causing much perplexity among those having
funds to invest It Is natural that a conserv-
ative man should be puzzled when he realizes
that the sixty most active railway shares, which
averaged $-10 71 at th" low point six years ago,
have now attained an average of $11.4 58, and
the highest price on record up to the close of last
year was $10:'. 98. The statement Is frequently
made that current quotations more than dis-
count the nation's prosperity, and that a whole-
some readjustment cannot long be delayed.
This attitude is especially noticeable among
foreign critic?, but It would be uncharitable to
puggest that such expressions were prompted
by envy. Moreover, the same ultra-conserva-
tive warnings were uttered when the average
rose to $67 In 189S, and again when $7t» was
reached in1890, and still more frequently when
$84 was surpassed In 1900. Meanwhile numer-
ous gilt edged securities were withdrawn from
the market;, and attention was gradually direct-
ed to the cheaper issues, many of which have
steadily advanced without the aid of a single
dividend.

abandoned, although the pleasures of delicate
feasting would be grievously curtailed. The
oyster Is not as indispensable to Manhattan as
anthracite.

UNREST AMOXG OYftTERVEy.

The opening of the oyster season Is almost at
hand, and just at the most Inconvenient and
embarrassing time which they could select to

make trouble some of the Long Island wielders
of the tongs, who have been working ten hours
a day in past seasons, insist that nine hours
shall be the rule In th*» future. Thp peaceful
denizens of the tranquil beds below th' brine
might not object to a strike as lons as that in
the coal mines; their longevity rates would
thereby be much enhanced. But there i* little
danger that New-York willbe an oysterlcss city

when September comes in with its signifi-
cant "r."
