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A NEW MOTOR BICYCLE RECORD.
A A HANSEN, OF MINNEAPOLIS, RIDES 834%
MILES IN TWENTY-FOUR HOURS.

Chicago, Aug. 30.—A. A. Hansen, of Minneapolis,
to-day completed a ride on a motor bicycle which
resulted in the creation of a world's record for
mechanically propelled bicycles. The ride was
made on the Garfield Park track and was finished
at 2:04 p. m., when the checkers' reports showed
that the cvclist had ridden 63i% miles in the jour-
ney twice around the clock.

Starting at 2:6¢4 o'clock vesterday afternoon,
Hansen kept at his task, stopping only at the end
of each hundred miles to replenish the gasolene
tank and to eat a bit. He came through without
sccident, though during the night he had an ad-
venturcus ride. At 11 p. m. the electric lights
which encircied the edge of the track were turned
off, end from that time until daylight Hansen was
forced to ride in the dark. Travelling at thirty
miles an hour under such circumstances made it a
rick Hansen did not care to take, and he was
forced to slacken his pace, thus losing, it is figured,
about 2 hundred miles.

This record ride of Hansen's is the first of its
kind in the world. Already he holds the 1,000-mile
motor cycle road record. His machine was of
two horsepower. The world's record for a bicycle
propelied by human power is 624 miles In twenty-
*our hours @nd is held by A. E. Walters, of Eng-

land.
