RECIPROCITY IN THE WEST.— The Western
people, are looking forward with keen interest to
tnc- visit of President Roosevelt the latter part of
the month, as. aside from his great popularity in
that section, it Is understood that he Is to speak
with particular emphasis on th» reciprocity ques-
tion. In fact, as the trusts have formed his main
theme of discussion In the East, reciprocity will be

thf- principal topic of his speeches In the West.
Cuban reciprocity, of course, will receive the larger
share, of attention, although It is confidently ex-
pected thai the President will no! confine his ad-
vocacy of the principle wholly to thai phase of it.
