AND MUST GO.

(BY TELEGBAVn To THE TRIBrNE.I
Kingston. N. V., Sept. 7.—The Rev. Bennet Grad,

the rabbi of Temple Emanu-El, the leading Jew-
ish synagogue of this city, was ordered from the
temple yesterday by the officials of the congrega-

tion..In spite of his protest. For some weeks
trouble has been brewing in the synagogue. The
rabbi having refused to remain another year at
an increase of $200 in his salary, a call was ex-
tended to the Rev. J. L'eser, who accepted and
was to take charge on September 1. when, it is
.-aid. the Rev. Mr. Grad's term expired.

On Friday night Mr. Grad started to conduct
the service as usual, but was asked to desist by
Jacob Forst, president of the congregation. Re-
fusing to comply, he was ordered out of the syna-
gogue, but would not go until threatened with ar-
rest. Rabbi Grad insists that his term does not
expire until September of next year, and that he
is therefore legally in charge. While papular
among his people, they say he refused to remain
another year and compelled them to secure anotherman, and he must go.

Mr. Cable, SO it is reported on trustworthy author-
ity,gave to Mr. Grigs' what is known in the West
as "a straight talk."' He told the chairman that
there had been entirely too much palaver amor.?
leading Democrats to the effect that it would be
best for the Democrats not to carry the Congress
election this fall, even if they were able to do so
Mr. Griggs agreed with him on this point, but for
some reason not explained it appears that Mr
Cable dwelt on this topic ,-, long and with such
emphasis that the chairman of the committee, who
is Jealous of his authority, gave the Illinois man to

understand that enough had been said on that
topic, unless Mr. Cable meant to intimate that Mr.
Griegs was one of those Democrats who believed
that it would te a bad thing for the party to control
the next House Ifthat was his meaning, then, of
course. Mr. Griggs would discuss the subject with
him to his heart's content, but in a way that the
