GAVE HIMSELF UP TO SAVE REWARD.

LUTHER W. SHEAR, CHARGED WITH FORGERY,
SAYS HE IS TIRED OF BEING A FUGI-
TIVE FROM JUSTICE.
Detrolt, Sept. 12.—A “Journai’” dispatch from
Muskegon, Mich., says that Luther W. Shear, the

district agent of the Northwestern Mutual Life In- |

surance Company, a prominent church man and
society leader, who disappeared on June 11, leaving
behind him alleged forgeries and debts to the ex-

tent of 350,000, quietly walked into the presence of |
Sheriff Payne at the county jail this morning and !

gave himself up, *“I came by myself to save you
the $20 reward,” he remarked. “I am tired of
wandering about the land, a fugitive from justice.”

Shear will say but little of his wanderings. The
most of his time was spent in New-York City. He
was arraigned before Judge Sullivan In the pollce
court at 10 o'clock. He waived examination, and
was bound over to the Circuit Court in the sum of
$10,000.

Shear says he will plead guilty. He shows the
strain and suffering through which he has passed
during the last three months. The jail is being be-
sieged with victims of his alleged forgeries, and the
entire city is greatly excited over the sensation.
