HARNESS RACING.

INTERESTING NOVELTY RACES AT
VAILSBURG-HURLEY WINS

AND LOSES.
Over six thousand people saw in the bicycle races

at the Vailsburg track yesterday some or" th« best
sprinting; contests of the year. Although the wind
was keen, excellent time was made In most of the
races. Two of the contests were particularly inter-
esting—the five-mile lap race for professionals and
the unknown distance race for amateurs.

The latter contest was an innovation, nothing like
it having been tried before on cither .side of the
Atlantic When the riders mounted their wheels
none of them knew whether the distance would be
a half mile or ten mile*. The referee had several
slips !n his hat. and after the race started he drew
one out It. was marked "four miles." The rulers
had been Instructed that a pistol would be fired ;it
the beginning of the last lap. and this kept them
close together until the signal. When the pistol was
fired Glasson was riding in third position and Hur-
ley fourth. Glasson Immediately sprinted, and led
down the backstretcfa by over a length. In the
homestretch Hurley drew up to even terms, and at
the tape won by about half a length. Glass>on was
second and Undley third.

The five-mile lap race for professionals furnished
a stirring struggle, as it was practically a series of.
races combined. Besides lap prizes there was a
prize of S2v. for tlio leader at each mile. $10 for the
second man and *3 for the third. At the finish there
was a $50 prize for the winner. $25 for the second
man and $lv for the third. There were thirty-seven
starters. Almost every lap whs hard fought, and
the iisht at the end o. each mile was like the finish
of a r.icc. Fenn won the first mile. Krebs th sec-
ond. Bedell the third and Martin the fourth In the
linai lap T. Hutler had a pood lead but Itttie Fenn
was In riding humor . nd went after the leader,
towing MacFarland.
