"1 want to see my wife once more before I

die!" yelled Hernia, as he jumped by Constable

K. I.Baring and tore s»«1 two pas Jets from the

Mai which he purposed to use as weapons. The

murderer stashed along the narrow walk, lumped
over the railing, and landed on thai top of '''-'
women's lavatory- The frenzied man pulled a
two-foot section of lead pipe from the water box

over the closet, and backed up against the wall.
Two priests who had been with him. and the

constables, called Sheriff Poley and Deputy Sher-

iff Blauvelt. The news soon spread throughout

the building:, and a crowd flocked to the prison

door to see Hernia's last battle for life.
"Get out the hose and drown him out of his

place." ordered the Sheriff, and soon \u25a0 stream of

water was pouring inthe wind* i Hernia moved

into the corner, and the water never touched
him. The line of hose was then dragged into

the prison proper, and the stream turned directly

on the murderer's face. A« he put up hte hands
to shield his face Deputy Dupuy reached over
arid grabbed the piece of lead pipe, while Con-

stables Cook and Davis seized the man from
