Mr. Oliver was bom In Scotland seventy-..*

years ago, and was brought to this country when

achild by his parents. He was graduated from the

Normal School at Albany, and later, in Msf*. be-

came the principal of Bet-chwood Seminary, at

Rcxfcury. M V . when Jay GouM—or Jason. Gould
as he was then called— was » pupil there.

While a student at the B«-<cli»oo4 Seminary Mr.

Gould, who was only thirteen years, old at the.

t-me. wrote a eonpositlon entitled "Honesty is the

Best Policy." and the original manuscript is now
in the possession of Mr Oliver's heirs The essay

Is written on blue legal cap paper, and is well pre-

served. The chi'ography is effeminate in its char-
acter, but distinct. On the title of the composition

appear these words: "No. 10—Composition. Jason

Gould. Beechwood .Seminary. April 9. 1*50"
The composition, as handed in to Mr. Oliver and

approved by him. is as follows:

Mr. Oliver, in his lifetime, used to relate a

characteristic anecdote. One of Jason Gould's
classmates at the Roxbury Academy was John
Burroughs, the eminent naturalist. As all teach-

ers know to the;: sorrow, compulsory measures

are sometimes necessary to secure the dreaded
composition, and it came about that the limit of

time was nearly elapsed and the now great Bur-
roughs, then a diffident country lad of thirteen,

had been unable to indite anything that he was

BOIS UnUTKW.
Another step in the famous "Pu Bois v= The

Cities" case was taken yesterday, when William
Bed—, attorney in fact for John E. Pu Bois, filerl
a hill In the Tnitod States Circuit Court excepting

to the findings of Master Arthur H. Masten relative
to the amounts due Henry Clark Johnson. Seymour

& Harmon and Judson Harmon, attorneys.

The action has drapged itself along for nearly a
score of years, but has never been tried. The suit

was begun early in the eichties by John Dv

Bois. an uncle of the present complainant. Pu

Bois. senior, was an inventor, and had a patent on
a caisson to be used in the construction of bridge

piers. The device was us^d by Engineer Roebltng

in the construction of the Brooklyn Bridge piers in

IS7L After the patent expired Dv Bois began

an action against the cities 'of New- York and
Brooklyn to recover damages for the use of his
caissons. The matter was first turned over to a
referee to ascertain whit damages, if any, were
due the inventor. The referee found for Mr. Pm
Bois. awarding him about $75^,000. This did not
please either party, and the inventor agreed to the
enactment of a MB by the legislature at Albany

appointing three referees, w^io were to go into the
matter. The referees were- some six or seven years
taking testimony, and finally found against Dv
Bois.

This threw the costs in the Inventor, and he was
sued in the federal courts of Pennsylvania by the

referees to recover their fees. The federal judges
there, after a long hearing, threw the case hack

ahout fev>n years by deciding that the New-iork

legislature had not the constitutional right to ap-

point the referees.
For a coupl«- of years the case rested, in in»

mean timo Mr. Eccles. who represented Dv Bols.
made a contract with Henry Clark Johnson to

be the, ttorney of record. At the same time Juri-

s.in Harmon, who had just completed a term in

prePIdent Cleveland's first cabinet, was retained,

as was the firm of Seymour & Harmon Ex-
actly who retained the last named firm and the

ex-Cabinet official is a question that the courts

alone can solve.
