In view of the unwillingness of the Vatican

to erter into a contract for the definite re-
moval of the Spanish friars, the Secretary of

War was unwilling to enter into a contract
obligating the Philippine Government and the
American Government to nay such 'ndj-linlte
sums without further investigation and pre-
ferred to recur to the original method of nego-

tiation proposed by the Vatican through an
apostolic delegate, who is to visit the islands
with authority to sell the lands, to settle the

rentals due. and to agree upon the question of
charitable and educational trusts. This basis
wa;» -agreed to. and negotiations are to be con-
tinued here after all the c"ata necessary have
been submitted by the representative of the
Church to the government.
It will thus be se?n that the negotiations

upon many of the issues are only begun, though

th»: sale of the lands has been approved, and

that upon the question of the return of the
friars to the parishes the matter is completely

in the hands of the people of each parish for a
settlement by a quiet, peaceable and lawful ex-
pression of their desire to receive or not to re-
ceive any priest.

The correspondence between Cardinal Ram-
polla and myself upon these questions will
doubtless be published, and can then be read.
The Secretary of War holds the opinion, in
whichIconcur, that the basis of agreement and
friendly co-operation reached in Rome Is a
long step toward a solution of the difficult
questions presented which will in the end be
entirely satisfactory to the people of the Philip-
pine Islands, and in whose Interests solely the
mission to Rome was undertaken.

SUCCESS OF HIS NEGOTIATIONS AN-

NOUNCED BY GOVERNOR TAFT

AT MANILA.
fBT TELECnArn TO THE TRIBUNE.1

Washington, Sept. \l\.—The first authoritative
and comprehensive statement regarding the

gratifying success of Governor Taft's negotia-

tions with the Vatican to be made public ap-

pears inan address made by Governor Taft on
August 22. after his arrival at Manila, copies of
which reached the War Department to-day. The

two most vexing questions regarding the friars
seem to have been settled satisfactorily. Their
vast land holdings are to be sold, and the friars
themselves are at least not to return to the

fields of activity where their presence is ob-
jectionable. In his address Governor Taft said:

The many questions requiring settlement be-

tween the Philippine government and the
Church led the President and Secretary of War
to direct me to visit Rome for a conference with
the Pope, to .-• \u25a0 if a basis of settlement might
not be reached. The questions calling for a
settlement were set out in a letter of instruc-
tions given me by the :retary. After an audi-
ence with the Pope, the instructions were re-
ferred to a committee of Cardinals, and an an-
swer was given me agreeing generally with all
the purposes stated In the Instructions, which
Included, among other things, the purchase of
the friars' lands by the government.

This answer proposed that the further negotia-
tion be had between an Apostolic Delegate and
myself In Manila. With the hope of having less
to' do in Manila, and by authority of the Se re-
t.iry. Ireplied by suggesting to the Pope the
form of a contract to be signed in Rome sub-
mitting the questions at Issue to a tribunal of

arbitration to consist of two members appointed
by rh» Hope, two by this government, and the
fifth to be appointed by the Viceroy of India.
The questions were: . .

First—The price to he paid for the friars
lands.

Second— The price to he paid for the occupa-
tion of parish churches and convents by Ameri-
can troops. .

Third—The disposition of educational and
charitable trusts, including the San Jose Col-
lego case

The contract Included a covenant that the
members of the four great religious orders who
were all Spaniards, should leave the Island* in

two years after the first payment was made for
th lands, and that only secular priests or non-
Spanish members of the regular clergy should
act as parish priests.

The Vatican agreed to sign such a contract

excepting the last covenant, which it declined
to sign first because it related to the adminis-
tration of religious matters not the proper sub-
ject of a commercial contract; second, because
by signing such a covenant it would give just

offence to Spain, whose subjects these friars

were, and as such were entitledl to remain in
the islands under the Treaty of Paris, and be-

cause the Vatican did not wish to give counte-
nance to what were regarded as the exaggerated
charges against them.

THE JOURNEY FROM INDIANAPOLIS.

TO THE TEMPORARY WHITE HOUSE

-WOUND EXPECTED TO

HEAL RAPIDLY.

arrived at the Pennsylvania station In this city

fromIndianapolis a' 6:30 o'clock this afternoon.
exactly on schedule time. Mrs. Roosevelt
boarded the train immediately, and -was the first

one to greet her husband. Secretaries Moody

and Hitchcock also drove to the station to -wel-
come the President and express their sympathy.
Surgeon General Rlxey and Dr. John F. Uric of
the navy, were there to assist Drs. Lung and

Richardson in carrying the President from his

car to an invalid chair on the platform near the
train. He vas removed with great care by the
physicians. The President put his left arm
around Dr. Lung, and the other physicians sup-

ported the weight of his body. He vas wheeled
.1.0 one of the White House carriages at the east

exit of the station, ar.d. with Mrs. Roosevelt,

\u25a0was taken immediately to the temporary White
House, in Lafayette Square. As his carriage

rolled away the people at the station cheered in

manifestation of their joyover the return of the

President to gste capital with no more serious
injury than a healing wound on his leg. Ar-
riving at the temporary White House, he was
removed to his rooms on the second floor, where
iujjconvenience has been supplied for his
cozsfort and medical treatment. Nearly every

jreminent official left his card there to-night.

aad the President received many fine bunches
pf flowers. Unless some unforeseen complica-
tion develops the President hopes to leave his
bed within a week. ItIs not believed that the
wound will have to be opened again. His tem-
perature was only a trifle above normal all day.

He ate freely and was jolly. For the next few
days, however, he arm be kept closely under the
doctors' care Wh«-n on his feet again he will
probably go for a quiet vacation in the moun-
tains, It will be impossible for him to accept
pay more invitations this fall.

London, Sept. 25, 1 a. American stocks
\u25a0were weak and unsupported yesterday, declin-
ing In consequence of the conditions of mone-
tary uncertainty at New-York and Chicago.

There were signs of bewilderment rather than

nervousness among the operators, who were in-
tently watching the quotations at noon without
being able to explain what was going on. Re-
ports that the Morgan shipping combination
had been arranged In detail were regarded as
reassuring, owing to the magnitude of the oper-

ations carried out by the American and British
capitalists.

The completion of the Atlantic shipping trust

is followed quickly by the revival of rumors
that a counter combination will be formed be-
tween the Cunard and the various lines inter-
ested in Canadian commerce. This has been a
favorite theory in Liverpool, but there has been
no confirmation from any Canadian source.
The bulk of the subsidies required for a fast
Canadian service will come from Ottawa, but

no portion willbe available for Cunarders run-
ning to American ports. The Canard Line will
receive, without doubt, a largely increased mall
subsidy !f it agrees to build ships which can
compete with the fastest German liners. The
Cunard and Canadian services are not likely to
be combined for any purpose, but each will be
sustained by liberal aid from the government

when the plans are fu»'ly worked out during the
winter.

Canon Scott Holland, one of the most Influen-
tial High Churchmen, has snatched eagerly at
the chance of comprom the Education bill
by a new form of conscience clause. He la will-
Ing to accept Sir William Walrond's suggestion

that the Church of England clergy shall be
licensed to teach their catechism 111 the board
school*, and the Nonconformist ministers theirs
in the voluntary schools. Logically, it would
be impossible to deny to the Jews or to Roman
Catholic priests or to Unitarians an equal right

to carry on religious instruction in either class
of schools supported by rate payers' money.

The appeal of the Boer generals for aid In
mitigating the sufferings of the homeless bur-
ghers excites unsympathetic comments here. it
is Intimated by several writers that the British
grant should be supplemented by the remainder
of the Transvaal funds, which Mr. Kriiger and
Dr. Leyds have controlled, and that English
charity should be reserved exclusively for the
loyalists in South Africa.
Itis not expected here that Henry Phipp?. of

Pittsburg. who has given $100,000 to the Boer
generals' fund, willhave many imitators.

SIR CLINTON E. DAWKINS SAYS STEAM-
SHIP COMBINATION DETAILS WILL

SOON BE ARRANGED.

That a. conference of the various steamship
men and financiers interested in the steamship
combination is to be held here in a few days to
arrange the details for the organization of the
holding company and the transfer of the con-
stituent companies was learned from Sir Clinton
E. Dawkins, a partner in Mr. Morgan's London
house, who arrived here last night on the
steamer Majestic. He was not certain of the
date when the conference would begin, but
thought that, in view of the fact that Henry
Wilding, chairman of the Leyland Line and
English representative of the American Line,
was to arrive here on the St. Louis on Saturday,
it would not be held prior to his arrival. Sir
Clinton expects that the arrangements will all
he completed bo that he can return to England

inside of a month.
"Yes, it is mainly my purpose to attend such

a meeting, which will complete the negotiations
already under way." he said. "The prelim-
inaries have already been settled, and the ar-
rival of Henry Wilding will make the confer-
ence complete

"

When asked if he thought the Cunard Line
would become a member of the combination, he.
said:

"No,Ido not think there is any possibility of
the Canard Line entering Into the combination
\u25a0

—
at least not just now. The report that Eng-

land and Canada would combine against us is
ridiculous The St. Lawrence River not being
navigable in the winter time makes such a*
combination almost Impossible, and we do not
fear anything in that direction."

He was then asked concerning Mr. Morgan's
plans for building electric und* sr«>und rood* In
!London.

"Our franchises have not yet been granted by
iParliament," he said, "and nothing will be done
:until November. Mr Yerkes's statement which
Isaw In a newspaper! to the effect that Par-

liament had held back our franchises in favor of
his, is really humorous. The fact is that Par-
liament held us both back, and up to now Mr.
Yerkes has built no new roads.

"Iknow Mr. Terkea is very bitter against Mr
Morgan, and 11 is because he realizes that our
roads will do him a iot of harm. Mr. Yerkes's
franchises call for roads to be built under his
present steam district railway, which runs
around the business centres of London. Our
franchises call for the right of way underneath
