SUCCESS OF THE STATE TICKET" PRE-

DICTED-REPUBLICANS PREPAR-
ING FOR HARD WORK.

The Republican leaders who journeyed to
Saratoga to attend the Republic. State Con-
vention which nominated a State ticket with
Governor Odell at the head of it. and drafteda platform to go before the people this fall, re-
turned to New- York yesterday tired, but Jubi-
lant. They were satisfied with the work of the
convention, and. after a day of rest, they In-
tend to turn in and work hard for the success
of the ticket at the coming election. There
were no recriminations from those who honestly
differed in opinion at the convention. Once the
ticket was nominated and the platform adopted.
every Republican started in to work for a party
victory at the polls.

Senator Thomas C. Platt got back to town at
3 o'clock yesterday afternoon, enthusiastic and
ready to plunge into the campaign with zest and
energy. He said gravely last night, although
there was a twinkle in his eye:
"Iam deeply pained to have to disappoint my

wellwishers who have put me out of politics,
but they have not quite grasped the situation.
Iam still here, and they can find me doing
business at the old stand. The proceedings of
the State convention, so far as differences of
opinion among- The leaders is concerned, were
greatly magnified. It is a condition of politics
that frequently an honest difference arises be-
tween those who are managing affairs. Some-
times one gives away, sometimes another."

"How about the Governor coming to Sara-
toga?" was asked.

"The Governor did perfectly right," declared
the Senator. "He was running- on the ticket,
and at the head of it. He was to be consulted
and allowed the widest latitude. He did nothing
wrong in coming to the convention. He came
direct to me. and we discussed the situation
earnestly and in \u25a0 friendly manner. Iadvised
him to see others, and he did so. After he
talked it over with Republicans from all parts
of the State, he came back to see me. Mr. Shel-
don was present. The situation was gone over,
and Mr. Sheldon acted In a most admirable and
manly fashion. Ifelt that he had been com-
mitted as a candidate and that we should stand
by him. He withdrew as a good Republican,
and he is entitled to all honor and respect for
such a sacrifice. Senator Higgins was my first
choice, and Ihad a hard time to get him to take
the nomination. IfIhad insisted upon Sheldon
he would .have been nominated, but he with-
drew, and we came to an agreement. As he had
been put forward Iwas for standing for him.
and would have been as long as he was a
candidate. 1 think the action of the Kings
County organization is to be criticised Ithink
they were actuated by a desire to bring about
the nomination of a candidate of their ownnaming- more than to hurt Mr. Sheldon, but the
attack on Sheldon was the route toward the
consummation of their desire. It was illad-
vised."

Senator Platt then said, as an indication of
the good"feeling prevailing, that be would head
the committee on notification -which win so to
Albany on October 7 and tell the Governor of
his nomination. "We have a splendid ticket."
added the Senator, "and we should win. The
Republicans have a splendid record in the State.
They have splendid candidates and they are
united. Success should be assured."

Asked if the coal strike would have any ef-
fect on the election, the Senator said: "Little,

ifany. Isuppose certain people willalways lay
any industrial disturbance at the door of the
party in power, but it will be of little effect."

George R. Sheldon, the candidate for Lieu-
tenant Governor who withdrew, after taking
luncheon with Governor Odell at Albany, came
to the city last night. He had nothing to say
further than was indicated by his letter of with-
drawal. Mr. Sheldon willcontinue his work as
treasurer of the County Committee, and will be

an earnest worker for Republican success this

fall.

THE RESOLUTIONS ADOPTED.
William Hepburn Russell, who was the next

speaker, sounded the first note of a fusion cam-
paign in 1903, and urged the need of such a
campaign, pointing out that the independent
Democrats had been able to elect a ticket which,
with the exception of the Mayor and County
Clerk, was composed of Democrats. Mr. Rus-
sell then proposed the following resolution,
which was carried with the sole dissenting vote
of Alexander C. MacNulty, who declared that
he believed that the organization had bound
itself, by its participation in the recent prima-
ries, to support the whole ticket, from Governor
to Assemblyman:

The luncheon was informal yesterday I?.the
course of the meal speeches were made by

various leaders, including Wheeler H. Peckham,

William Hepburn Russell, John De Witt War-

ner. Walter S. Logan and N. Taylor Phillips.

The general tenor of the remarks favored the
continuance of the fight against Tammany

Hall. In his remarks Commissioner Russell
pointed out that the organization had polled
between twenty thousand and thirty thousand
votes at the recent primary election, and said
the result showed that the organization had
gained rather than lost strength since the last
municipal election. Elation rather than de-
jection. Mr.Russell declared, should be the feel-
ing of the organization, in spite of the fact that
it had not triumphed in a single district.

ADVICE BY JOHN C. SHEEHAN.
The action of yesterday was taken as a re-

sult of the suggestion contained in a letter from
John C. Sheehan, who was unable, owing to an
injury sustained some time ago, to be present.
The letter said in part:

Ibelieve that we are in a better position thanever before. There is a better opening- for anIndependent organization than at any time prior to
the late primary election. Ifthere Is time enough
left to circulate petitions and make nominations for
State officers under the name of the Greater New-
York Democracy, it would put us In a great posi-
tion for the next Mayoralty election.

ARRAIGNMENT OF TAMMANY.
Wheeler H. Peckham. who was the first speak-

er, began his speech by declaring that the pur-
pose of the Democratic party in the State and
nation was to break down the tariff barrier, to
which he attributed the existence and strength
of the modern trusts. Concerning the future of.
the Greater New-York Democracy he said in
part:

GREATER NEW-YORK DEMOCRACY WILL

CONTINUE TO FIGHT TAMMANY.

By a unanimous vote of the district leaders
of the Greater New-York Democracy, that or-
ganization decided yesterday to place its em-
blem on the State ticket, indorsing the regular

Democratic candidates for State offices, but
withholding its Indorsement from the county
candidates, and possibly nominating its own
candidates for Assembly and Senate in New-

York. This action was taken at a luncheon
given at the Mills Building by John P. Kelly,

chairman of the general committee, to the dis-
trict leaders. As a result of this decision it is
probable that independent candidates will be

nominated and the anti-Tammany fight con-

tinued. Another important result will be that,

if Greater New -York Democracy receives
ten thousand votes under its emblem this year,

It will be able to nominate its candidates for

thA next municipal election by convention and

not by petition, as It had to last year, in com-
mon with the Citizens Union.

Still another significant move made yester-

day was the decision made by the leaders to

go to the convention at Saratoga in a body.

While not delegates, with one or two exceptions,

the organization leaders Intend by their com-
bined influence to defeat any effort that tht?
Tammany delegation may make to secure rep-
resentation on the ticket, and by the presence
of .so compact and imposing a delegation as tl\ey

will lead to show the up-State Democrats the
strength of the independent and anti-Tammany

forces in this city.

TO VOTEUNDER ITSEMBLEM

Marconi arrived !n London last evening on
his return from Italy and the South of Europe,
where he had been conducting a series of im-
portant experiments in wireless telegraphy. He
declined to speak of any transactions which
may have taken place between his company and
the German Government. Considerations of
high policy, he said, prevented him from saying
what Germany had secured or had aimed at.

He added:
"The principal truth that Ihave demonstrated

this time is that wireless telegraphy is not
stopped or even obstructed by great mountains.
Ihave been able to send wireless messages
across the Alps without any hindrance. My
wireless messages have gone from England to

Africa by way of British ships, and Ihave no
doubt whatever as to sending wireless messages
direct from England to America very soon.
Means are being perfected and messages will
soon be sent."

Alfred Mosely's industrial commission will,It
is expected, leave here for New-York about the
end of next month, to inquire into the condi-
tions and methods of labor in America.

EXSEXATOR ALLEN LOSES HOPE.

HE SAYS THE REPUBLICANS CANNOT BE
DEFEATED IN 1304.

Allen says in to-day's issue of his paper. "The
Madison Mail":

The outlook for the National Democratic
party was never more hopeless than it is at thepresent time. The action of the conventions ofa number of the Middle Western States andsome of the Eastern States in utterly repudiat-
ing the Kansas City platform, its repudiation
by the lowa Democracy a few days ago andfinally, the refusal of the Democrats of Colorado
to fuse with the Populists of the State preclude
the possibility of defeating the Republican party
in ]•"r4.

A strange political blindness seems to have
fallen on many Democratic leaders just at the
time when, by the exercise of-ordinary commonsense, it was possible to bring about a complete
coalition of all the elements that oppose theRepublican success. Democratic leaders who
shape the policies of the party are guilty ofunparalleled blunders that destroy any rational
hope of national success. If these men were
members of the Republican party In high favor
they could not accomplish as much, injury to
the Democratic party as they are now doing in
the places they occupy.

The repudiation of the Kansas City platform
makes it impossible for the Bryan wing to re-
main longer in the party. As a matter of self-
respect Mr. Bryan and his branch of the De-
mocracy must either herd by themselves or
form an alliance with the Populist party.

Up to this time Senator Allen has been one
of the most ardent advocates of fusion in this
State.

Bishop Potter brought the question of his hav-
ing a coadjutor formally to the attention of the
diocesan convention sitting in the Holy Trinity
Chapel, in the parish of St. James, in East
Eighty-eighth-st.. yesterday morning. He
pointed out in the course of his address that he
had discharged the full duties of the office of
Bishop for practically twenty years, as his
uncle, to whom he was made assistant in ISB3,
transferred to him almost immediately upon hra
consecration the "episcopal duties and powers.
Bishop Potter referred with regret to the failure
of the House of Bishops at the last General Con-
vention in San Francisco to pass a proposition \to allow for the retirement of bishops at a fixed!
age, as in the case of officers of the army.and I
navy. He affirmed the right of a diocese to !
choose its coadjutor bishop, and pledged the sur-
render of one-fourth, .third or one-half of

'

his own compensation for the support of the '
coadjutor

George Macculloch Miller presented a resolu-
tion that all that part of the Bishop's address
which referred to the possible election of a co- •

adjutor be referred to a committee of eight,
which, with th« advice and consent of the
Bishop and the standing committee, should
have power to call ,i special diocesan convention
for the election of a coadjutor bishop. In re-
sponse to an inquiry by th» Rev] Dr. Hunting-

ton, Mr. Millerexplained that the resolution did
not commit the convention to the opinion that
there ought to he a coadjutor, and did not re-
quire that the special convention should make
puch an election unless itsaw fit. The addition
of the phrase, "any other business that may
seem expedient." was accepted as a further
definition of the purpose of the special conven-
tion. The resolution, with the .nifmbors of tlie>
committee named, was then passed without op-
position. The committee consists of the Rev.

Drs. J. Lewis Parks, PhilipA. H. Brown and E.
Walpole Warren. W. R. Thomas and the follow- ,
ing laymen: J. Pierpont Morgan. Henry Lewis
Morris. Theodore K. Cibt>s and John D. Wing.
