A report that the United States Steel Corporation
had made an important change in its policy, hav-
ing decided to stop selling to independent compa-
nies its surplus raw materials, such as iron ore
and coke, was denied yesterday on authority. The
report probably originated in the fact that for
some time there has been a scarcity of rig iron.
and that owing to the strike of both anthracite
and bituminous miners there has been a considera-
ble scarcity of, coke for several months.

Inthe last year the United States Steel Corpora-
tion has often been in the market as a buyer of
IS iron.

STEEL FRCBT \OT TO CHANGE POLICY.

Our currency is sound beyond question, good be-
yond peradveriture. The only flexibility it possesses
is supplied by the product of our mines and the ebb
and flow of gold as it goes and comes in settle-
ment of international balances. The law forbids
the retirement of more than $3,000.< XX) per month
of circulation, ostensibly to prevent a too sudden
contraction of the currency. The real motive of the

law at the time of its enactment was to prevent
government bonds, held to secure circulation, from
coming upon the marker

These laws may have been justified when the

nation was struggling for its life and compelled to

strain every resource to market its securities ana
raise necessary funds. Now. with Its bond? eagerly
Bought, commanding the highest premiums ana
netting the lowest rate of interest of an.-- govern-
ment bonds ever issued by any nation, there is cer-
tainly no reason for the retention of these two
provisions of law which serve only to a.l1 "glairs

to our currency system. You will note that In Ger-

many the notes of other specie paying, banks are
counted as reserve: not bo with us. and yet a na-
tional bank note «s a higher order of obligation

than a greenback or a United States bond It has.

first, the obligation of the bank to pay; second, is

secured by a government bond. and. third. tn»
government is pledged by law to redeem it upon
presentation, having in turn a prior lien upon the
assets of the bank for reimbursement

Mysuggestion is that we profit by the experience
and copy tbe example of Germany, and authorise
the Controller of the Currency, with the approval
of the Secretary of the Treasury, to issue to banKs
