The soldier was passing the
barber shop at the fort, almost perishing from
thirst, when he saw that the barber was out.
A few minutes later, when the barber returned,

he found that Cullen had drunk a pint, bottle of
bay rum. and was -in the act of draining a sec-
ond one. The barber tried to overpower the sol-
dier, but the latter was too strong for him. and
he not only finished a second bottle, but drank
a pint of witch hazel which was in a fancy

decanter on the shelf with the bay rum. With
this mixture of drinks in him. the soldier dr.shed
out of the shop, while the barber ran in nother
direction to tell th- officers at the fort.

CuJlen, after making several rounds rf the
island, was rounded op and taken 10 the hos-
pital by a detail of infantrymen. He lived about
four hours. His suffering was terrible, nnd it
required the efforts of six of his comrades to
hold him in the bed.

Cars on
the Saratoga division were to-day managed without
military protection, and the result was that under

the cover of darkness early this evening the coaches
were stoned as they were entering this town. Win-

dows were wrecked, but no one was Injured. Itis

understood that arrests are to be made. National
Guardsmen will undoubtedly be restored to this

division to-morrow.
The cars operating between Waterford and Still-

water to-day carried troops. The full schedule of

trains was managed on the company's line in Sara-
toga. Warren aid Washington counties, and, with

the exception of the riotous incident here, the day,

as a whole, was devoid of violent demonstrations.
The strikers, encouraged by addresses yesterday

and to-day by Chairman Dilworth of the interna-
tional body of the Amalgamated Association of
Street Railway Employes of America, who promised
support have resolved to continue the strike In-
definitely, with the hope of forcing the company to
recognize the motormen's union and reinstate them.
The company says that it is securing all of the
skilled non-union men it ne»-ds, and holds that the
strike will end inside of a few days.

AXOTHER CARGO OF WELZH COAL.

A DEALER SAYS ITS CHEAP AS ANTHRACITE
—COAL MAN PREDICTS ITS USE.

The demand for wood ha? not been affected by

the coal stringency. One. of the prominent dealers
In kindling wood paid yesterday that his business
had not been increased.

"People." ?aid he. "are so accustomed to coal
that they think there Is nothing else to bum. Oak
and pine wood cost $13 a cord and hickory $18. A
cord of wood is about equivalent to a ton of coal.
BO that wood Is no more expensive now than an-
thracite. ItIs not likely that the cold weather will
Increase the demand for wood, though a sudden
cold snap might bring a few orders from people

with grate fireplaces."
The price of coal is still as far out of sight as

ever, but no new developments have taken place in
the local market One of the coal dealers in this
city asserted yesterday that it was only a matter
of a few days before the majority of city furnaces
vould be compelled to us»lwood for fuel.
