And The Tribune was equally within the mark
when. in the editorial before cited. it assured its
readers that “an epidemic of typhold is practically
f.npossible (although it admits that.it always ex-
ists at this time of the year, in all large cities), and
explained that it only needs the enforcement of
“the great law enumerated by Pasteur, by phy-
sicians and boards of health to extirpate” its seeds
—bacteria.

I ut it might have added a still stronger assur-
ance. even, of protection to users of this fertile
source of discase—which is yet a necessity -than is
extended by the municipalities. This bétter guar-
< ianship Is exercised by those repuiable concerns—
like the woll known Borden Condensed Milk (Com-
pany, for example- who for their own proteetion,
begi ez at the very initial point of danger, regu-
late the feeding of cows on wholesome, pure foods,
and insist on cleanly cattle and cleanly surround-
ings for them, cleanly dairies and utensils, operat-
ed by cleanly help, and on milk which tests a high
standard of cream value and a minimum of bac-

teria.
Of course ome has to exercise care and fore-

thought in the selection of a dealer, for not all of
them adopt the above policy—not many, in fact, for
