A botanical experiment contacted by Spillman
consisted of the crossing of a bearded wheat,
having hairy rr "velvet" half, with a beardless
wheat, having smooth or ••glabrous" chaff. The
second generation consisted of four varieties,
two resembling the originals, ono bearded with
glabrous chaff, the oth*r be.irdless. with velvet
chaff, and each variety was produred in the
proportion of one-fourth. Further experiments

demonstrated that each variety "bred true" in
suh^p^uent generations

A further demonstration of this principle. Is
found In the fact that where two self-sterile va-
rieties are crossed all subsequent generations
are rrototyp*»s of the first cross. In the case of
the apples of commerce it has heretofore- been
Impossible to foretell what the seed from any
variety would produce, hut by the hybridization
of two self-sterile varieties the variety produced
may be perpetuated continuously by the seed
produced. The rediscovery of Mendall's law
premises to revolutionize the hybridization of
plants and the breeding of animals Ithas oblit-
erated the now obsolete theories of atavism and
transformed cross breeding from anarchy to or-
der. Frcm the point of view of pure science it is
a trtumnh of the first magnitude. From the
point of view of appliei science ir i;«of Incalcu-
lable value.

The story of Mendall's lan as evolved at the
conference referred to ia as follows: Itwas first
discovered by a German monk, named Mendall.
in lSt'>s He expounded his theory in what is
now paid to be one of the finest scientific theses
ln existence, and printed It in an obscure pub-
lication la a little German village, where Itat-
tracted practically no attention, and was sub-
sequently lost to th* rM Within the last
two years the principle was rediscovered, prac-
tically simultaneously, by four biological In-
vestigators—Hugo de Vries. of Holland; Profes-
sor Correns. of Germany; W. Bateson. ->f St.
Andrew's University, of Scotland, and \V J.Bpfflman, of the United States Department of
Agriculture. The first announcement in thiscountry was made in Washington, where Pro-
fessor Spillman expounded the then but par-
tially proved theory before th» Association of
American Agricultural Colleges last November.
At that time the theory was received with lim-
ited credence, but Its confirmation In New-York
by three foreign Investigators, togetner with the
statement that Professor Correns's discovery
had served to bring to lightMendall's long for-gotten theses, leaves no room for further doubt.
