Is not unusual for itJapanese man to lie married to
a elrl whom he has never Been before. The mar-riage between the well acquainted man and woman
Is an event of comparative rareness. How pitiful
must the Japanese custom appear to the Americaneye!

'The man now becomes the husband and the mas-ter of a house. The American home must almost
without exception, be a happy one. for It consistsof loving and loved people. The Japanese homethough the way it Is formed is so different can-not be considered otherwise than happy, since the
union of husband and wife has been brought aboutby experienced and well-wishingparr or friends
But at the same time, cold, sorrowful homes areno less frequent. Th» husband and the wife arethe mutual helpers and comforters, just as In thiscountry, but in one sense the husband Is more ofthe ruler, and the wife Is more the one to obey. Andthe thins which strikes every American la the out-ward coidneas of the husband toward the wife inspite of his ofttlmes deep love for her- e«Deolallvbefore others, he assumes dimity and restricts ten-Si words.

"As a father he is generally loving, which Is noremarkable contrast to the American father. Th«Japanese father is not so Indulgent as th« softer-hearted mother: he commands certain disrnlrv
which call, forth both re«pect andf love from hischildren'"
