paris theatres are approaching a crisis. The
public have at last discovered that in all that
pertains 1o salubrity, comfort and convenience
theatres are far behind those of
almost any other city of Europe or of the United
gtates. The extortion of the ticket brokers,
which has been remedied elsewhere, still exists
in Paris, and the annoyance caused by female
ushers and dispensers of programmes is worse
than ever. The comfort and cleanliness of the
qheatre Francals and of the Theatre Sarah
pernhardt have opened the eyes of Parisians to
the disgraceful condition of the popular theatres,
such as the Varittés, the Palais Royal, the Porte
gaint Martin and the Renalssance. The Pari-
gian theatrical season does not really begin un-
til November, aithough mest of the theatres are
open with revivals of last scason's plays as early
gs September 1 for the benefit of tourists and
transient spectators. The public have, never-
theless, begun to express indignation at the
present condition of the theatres, and it may in-
terest Americans visiting Paris to have an idea
of what is in store for them whenever they pro-
pose to0 Pass an evening at an average Parisian

The first abuse is in regard to tickets. Take
the case of an American and his wife who want
to see one of the successful plays, such as “Les
peux Ecoles,” at the Variétés; “Loute,” at the
Nouveautes; “Billet de Logement,” at the Folies
pramatiques, or “Mme.

The American goes to the box office of the the-
atre, which is open from 11 a. m. to 6 p. m.

The
American takes this advice, and applies to a
ticket broker, who has probably been watching
his intended victim a few yards’ distant. The
American finally secures, after hard bargaining,

good orchestra stalls for “to-morrow even-
ing,” but instead of paving the regular price for
them—$2 apiece—he has been compelled to pay
8 or 84, The next evening he notices quite a
pumber of vacant seats near him, and if he in-
westigates matters finds that by a preconcerted
amangement between the woman in charge of

the box office and the ticket brokers all the good |

seats have been ceded te the latter, and the
profits of this scheme of organized robbery have
been divided. In this way several of these
matronly women, or “buralistes,” intrusted with
the sale of tickets at the “location,” or box
affice, have made from §3,000 to §5,000 during a
single season.

Another abuse tolerated by mo other theatre
going pubilic but that of Paris is the “ouvreuse,”
or female usher. These are broken down, jab-
bering women, reeking with the aroma of garlic
or of onlong, who tear off corners of your flimsy
paper tickets and show you where your seats
are situated. Thes: ouvreuses are necessary
evils, because the stalls in the French theatres
are numbered with such microscopic figures that
it is impossible to read them without bending
forward and groping one's way in impossible
attitudes. The ouvreyses at nearly all the the-
&tres except the Thélitre Frangais and the The-
atre Sarah Bernhardt zre obliged to deposit with
the management sums varying from $500 to
$800 at the ocutset of their engagement. They
Teceive mo remuneration from the management
of the theatre, and, like their colleagues, the
women who give you wooden checks with num-
bers in exchange for your overcoat or wraps, are
Griven to regard the public as their natural
Prey. These harpies dun you at inopportune
moments for their tips—10 cents for the ward-
fobe keeper and another 10 cent piece for the
usher. These abuses are supplemented by the

THE ACCIDENT TO PRESIDENT.

SEPECIAL JUSTICE FINDS NEGLIGENCE ON
PART OF MOTORMAN AND CONDUCTOR.

| Pittsfield, Mass., Oct. 15.—The finding In the
! inquest following the accident in which Presi-
dent Roosevelt's bodyguard, Willlam Craig, was
killed here last September, filed to-day, says
that the “unlawful acts of James T. Kelley, con-
ductor, and Euclid Madden, motorman,” of the
{ electric car which ran into the President's car-
| rlage “contributed” to the death of Mr. Craig.
| The finding was by Charles L. Hibbard,
| special justice.
| The report is an exhaustive review of the
| circumstances atteading the collision between
| the car and the carriage in which President
| Roosevelt, Governor Crane and George B. Cor-
i telyou, secretary to the President, were riding
| which resulted in the instant death of Mr.
Craig and serious injuries to the President and
Mr. Cortelyou. It contains about three thou-
sand words. The inquest began September 9

and was concluded September 18, The
accident occurred in South-st. on Septem-
iber 3. Justice Hibbard finds that the

| horses attached to the President's carriage
I were going at the rate of six miles an hour,
and the car at from fifteen to twenty-five miles
an hour. He also finds that there was a mis-
understanding on the part of the streetcar
companies of the city as to what thoroughfares
were to be closed to traffic during the Presi-
dent’s visit. No evidence, the report says, was
found to show that the car was not running at
regular schedule or that the otficials of the road
had given any orders for it to be run otherwise
than under normal conditions. The report
adds:

“As neither the conductor por the motorman
testified at the inquest, the special justice was
unable to find what, If any, influence the wishes
of the passengers that the car be run faster
than it ordinarily did had upon their conduct.

“The evidence of the majority of the people
standing by the side of the road was that it
was running much faster than usual, but pas-
sengers on the car thought it was not, as the
cars always run fast at the point where the
accident occurred. The motorman rang the
gong continually until the collision.

““The justice was unable to find whether or
‘not the power was on when the car struck the
carriage. When the car was one hundred and
fifty feet behind the carriage, Governor Crane
arose and motioned to stop. Two of the mounted
guards did the same thing at the same time.
As the Governor motioned the driver turned
the horses on the track. The speed of the car
slackened in a slight degree as the brakes were
applied.

“There is no evidence that the current was
reversed. The car was brought to a standstill
forty-five feet beyond the point of eollision.
It was geared to a £peed of fourteen and three-
quarter miles an hour on a level with full
load.”

Craig’'s body was found eight or ten feet in
the rear of the car when it came to a stop.
Pratt, the driver, lay unconscious fifteen feet
from the car. Craig never knew what hap-
pened.

In conclusion the special justice finds that the
car was allowed to attain a dangerous speed,

the fender was not properly locked in position,
but that if it had been it would not in all
probability have prevented the death of Craig,
and that the unlawful act of the motorman,
| Madden, and the conductor, Kelley, contributed
! to the death of Cralg.

; Kelley and Madden were arrested on the day
| of the accident on the charge of manslaughter
and they are now under bail for trial on No-
vember 1.

OBITUARY.
JOHN A. DILLON.
Bar Harbor, Me., Oct. 13 —John A. Dillon, leading
editorial writer of *“The New-York Evening

\\'orl.d." died this afternoon at Chatwold, Mr. Pule
itzer's cottage, where he had been visiting. Mr.
Dillon fell from his horse, fracturing a rib, while

' riding on Sunday, September 14. Though receiving

the promptest and most skilful attention, pleurisy
and double pneumonia developed, and his case, al-
ready critical, was further complicated by organic
weaknesses. Drs. 8. Weir Mitchell, of Philadelphia;
Robert Abbé, of New-York, and Professor W. S.
Thayer, of Johns Hopkins, were called in consulta-
tion by the local physiclans, but In spite of medical
a'k)ln and careful nursing Mr. Dillon was unable to
rally. His wife, his son Arthur and daughter
Ethel were with him nearly the whole period of his
iliness, and were at his bedside to-day.

John A. Dillon was born in St. Louis fifty-nine

years ago. He was the son of Alfred Dillon, a
large land owner before the war. His mother, Mrs.
E. J. Dillon, survives him at the age of eighty-four.
Mr. Dillon was brought under the guardianship of
his brother-in-law, Captain Joan B. Eads, the
famous engineer. He was educated at the Christian
Brothers' College in St. Louis and at Harvard
University, where he was graduated in 1864, and
was very popular with his classmates. He was

connected with the diplomatic service in Mexico,
and lived some vears on the Continent, becoming an
accomplished Hnguist.

Returning to the United States, Mr. Dillon, in
founded *“The St. Louls Post,” which two

years later Mr. Pulitzer Lought and consolidated
with “The Dispatch.” Mr. Dillon has since that
time becen associated with Mr, Pulitzer in many
positions on his newspapers. He was managin,
editor of “The St. Louis Post-Dispatch” from 1

1878

to 1891, when he was called to New-York to be
business manager of “The World.”" He has heen
with “The World" and “Evening World" since,

filling important desks, except for the year 1900,
when he was business manager of “The Chicago
Tribune."

Mr. Dillon was a member of the Century Associa-
tion, the University Club and the Harvard Club.
He had made his home in Orange, N. J., for sev-
eral years,

Mr. Dillon leaves a widow, who was Miss Blanche
Valle, of St. Louls; two sons, John A., jr., of Chi-
cago, and Arthur B., a New-York archltect, and
five daughters, the eldest of whom is married. He

BISHOP M’CABE’S TOUR.

IN SOUTH AMERICA, HE SAYS, DESIRE FOR
EDUCATION GIVES MISSIONARIES
GREAT OPPORTUNITIES.

Bishop McCabe, of the Methodist Church, has
Just returned to this country after being absent
from the United States for eleven months, during
which ha has visited the missions of his church
In South America, Germany, Switzerland and Den-
mark. His trip to Europe was largely to enable
Bishop Vincent, who has charge of the missions
on that contlnent, to return to the United States
on pressing business connected with the church.

While in South America Bishop McCabe made
some interesting discoveries. At Concepcion, Chill, a
city of fifty-one thousand inhabitants, he found two
large boarding and day schoels, one for boys and the
other for girls, with several hundred students and
a large corps of teachers The schools are so pros-
perous financlally that all expenses are pald from
tuitions and there i{s a snug profit, which is used
for the support of native preachers. In Ecuador
the government has called upon the Methodists to
furnish teachers for a whole system of new na-
tional normal schools to revolutionize and gener-
alize education. Teachers for this purpose havae
been transferred from Chill, and others imported
from the United States to fill the vacancies in the
latter country. The government has paid all the

transportation expensecs of all the teachers. The
bishop found that the desire for education in the
South American countries, which is steadily in-
creasing, gives the missionaries unprecedented op-
portunities for reaching and Influencing the masses
of the people,

TO GET AT DELINQUENTS,

SUPPLEMENTARY PROCEEDINGS FOR
" THOSE IN ARREARS WITH
PERSONAL TAXES.

Taxpayers in this city delinquent with refer-
ence to their per 1t will h fter be

brought to book in supplementary proceedings.
This means that the city will not take the
trouble to sue. The delinquent will be sum-
moned to court and cross-questioned. He will
be asked about his property, and if he has any
it will not be an easy matter to conceal the
fact. The order for the suppl ry p
ing will carry an injunction prohibiting the de-
fendant from transferring any of his property
while the proceeding is pending. Justice Green-
baum has handed down a decision which holds
that the Bureau for the Collection of Arrears
of Personal Taxes may bring supplementary
proceedings, and Martin Saxe, the Assistant
Corporation Counsel in charge of the bureau,
told a Tribune reporter yesterday that that
was what he was going to do.

The method of collecting taxes by supple-
mentary proceedings prevails in Rochester, and
has been sustained by the highest courts of the
State. It antedates the New-York City char-
ter, as it became a State law in 1867. OQwing to
special legislation for the county of New-York
no effort has ever been made until now by
the local tax authorities to enforce the collec-
