NON-UNION MEN BRUTALLY BEATEN AND

CARPENTERS STONED.

IBTirtrwirnTO the niBCKE.]
Wilkesbarre, Perm., Oct. 20.—The occurrence

of a number of outbreaks In the district north
of this citycaused General Golln to-day to order
a. battalion <jf the Mh Regiment to make a per-
manent camp at Parsons, where the soldiers
will be In touch with Plains, Miners' Mills and
Mill Creek. They will also guard several of
the Delaware and Hudson collieries.

Ludwlg Meyer, a non-unionist, and Arthur
Donahue, mine foreman, both of Onedla, were
brutally beaten by a mob of strikers last night
while on t»ie way to Sheppton. The mob then
marched to the house of Meyers son-in-law, alsoa non-unionist, and threatened to blow it up.
Company 1". Ist Regiment, was called out anddispersed the mob, arresting two ringleaders
after a hard chase. The men captured areStanley Yeager and Max Wendel. Teaser hitDonahue with a club, and the latter is In a criti-
cal condition. Yeager wns placed under $1 <«i0and Wendel $.100 bail.

A number of carpenters, who were returning

from the Franklin mine, which they had beenputting In order la anticipation of an early re-sumption of work, were stoned by a mob lastnight. When they reached their homes they
informed the Lchigh Valley Coal Company ofthe occurrence, and this morning they wereescorted to the mine by a detachment from th*iuh Regiment.

STRIKERS STILL \ IOLEXT.

ANTHRACITE SELLS AS LOW AS |U A
TON—SOFT COAL AT MSB.

The coal prices fixed last week by the retail
dealers at their exchange were not maintained
yesterday. Some authracite of domestic size«

was sold at the schedule rate of (13 a ton. but
many dealers made prices to suit customers,

selling as low as $12 a ton Inmany cases and
advising them to get along with as little as p. s
flble until the price could be reduced again.

Most of the dealers paid they believed that an-
thracite of all domestic elzes would be selling

at ?S a ton and possibly at ?7 a ton within a
week.

Soft coal was selling far below the schedule
price of Si","in \u25a0 ton. Inmany cases the dealers
were selling it at $4 r»0 a ton and were not mak-
ing large sales even at that price. The dealers
who were obliged to order their supplies of soft
coal In advance are suffering from the fall in
prices. Customers decline to take the soft coal
when there is hope for an adequate supply of
hard coal before the end of the week. One deal-
er said yesterday that he had S.OJO tons of soft
coal ordered ahead when the break In prices
came. He has Flnce received 1.000 tons of It
which h*> pom nt a loss of $15,000. and he must
dispose of the remaining 2,000 tons as b"st he
can.

Th» coal roads ar making preparations to

rush anthracite to the New-York market aa soon
as the miners go back to work. Th» Reading
Company already has nearly 10,000 cars sldo-
tracked at St. dalr. Maaanoy City, Cressona
and other places. Several hundred engines have
ben overhauled and in this respect the com-
pany's motive power is Inbetter condition than
for years. The strike settlement willmean the
-^employment of 4.000 men. who had previous-
lybeen employed in the coal train amice. The
Belt Line around Reading City, which has never
l'f-en used, will be placed In service and all coal
and freight trains will paaa that way, instead
ot through the centre of the city.

"The Laekawaana has no supply coal to re-lease," said a representative of that road yes-
terday. •W«- have u?td Itall up to supply bos-
pitals and school*, and other institutions. As
a result, we have not no much as a week's ruj>-
ply of prepared coal for the uses of the road.
We shall nave barely enough to keep us going
until the. mines are renpenr-d, if the men vote
to go to work at once."

At the offices of the New-York. Ontario and
Western It was paid -.hat the road has been
using liuckwheat No. 2an Its lin« for aom time,
and has DO prepared coal. -Just ho-.v soon we
can pet coal to New-York In the event of the
men returning to work tris week Icannot say,"
paid one of the company'! officials. "Ithas l.ec'nun long since th« mines were Inoperation thatn cannot tell What can be done with them
until we receive a report aa to their condition.
No long delay Is anticipated, however."

BELOW SCHEDULE PRICE.

There was not enough wood to satisfy the
demands ofhalf the people who came for it. and
the distribution of what was on band was not
made without difficulty. Children fought with
each other over boxes and barrels, and in one
Instance a little hoy, who was guarding a box
that his brother had obtained, was tOawed with
it Into the river. He was rescued.

Some day« ago the United Chart? Society.
with offices at Twenty-second-st. and Fourth-
ave., wrote to Commissioner WoodLury, suggest-
ing that it might be a good plan lor the Com-
missioner to have an the wood collected by the
employes of the department, gathered at one
spot and distributed among the poor.

Commissioner Wood bury thought th« sugges-

tion a good one and gave directions that all
the wood picked up should be taken to the pier

al East Twenty-nlnth-st. A great pile of this

wood had been accumulated by yesterday, and
the Commissioner gave directions to Inspector

Donohue to give the wood away to all that
(ailed for it at 3 p. m.

Word that flee wood was being distributed
at the pier Fpread through the streets on the
East Side as ifmy magic. By 4 o'clock men,
women and children were trooping there by

hundreds. No system was employed Inthe dis-
tribution. Those who came for ii were merely
directed to the large pile of old boxes and bar-
rels and told to help themselves. This caused
a lot ofconfusion when the crowd became large.
Men and women struggled with each other to

reach the wood pile, and children actually fought
over scraps of wood. Large boys forcibly took
boxes and barrels away from Btnaller ones.
Finally the crowd became so great and unruly
that Inspector Donohue and the few assistants
he had were unable to cope with the situation.

After a good deal of hard work
they managed to get control of the crowd and
formed them in Ha«. These lines were then di-
rected to the wood pile, and as soon as a per-

son got all the wood he could carry the police-
man made him leave the pier.

Half an hour after this system had been estab-
lished every piece of wood had been carried
away. There wera a thousand persons who had
been unable to obtain any.

Wood will be distributed at the pier every day
as fnst as it Is collected.

Dr. Hitchcock saJd he put about orle-slxth Of
a grain of the stuff from the bromo seltzer bot-
tle to his tongue and detected hydrocyanic acid.
Traces of mercurial poisoning were on Mrs.
Adams's lips. Dr. Hitchcock identified a piece
of paper as the one that Cornish gave him as
the wrapper that Incloaed the bottle and holder
When it reached him. It was admitted as ex-
hibit A. The bottle holder and bottle were also
admitted In evidence after th" witness said he
saw then on the dining table In the Adams flat.
One of the cyanides caused Mrs. Adams's
death.

He saw no evidence that Cornish had vom-
ited. Cornish had complained of being sick.

Mr. Osborne asked the witness Ifhe thought
Cornish was sick when he paw him. Ex-Gov-
ernor Black objected. Justice Lambert sustained
the objection.
It was 4:30. the usual time for adjournment
