NORTHERN PACIFIC TRAIN HELD UP-
EXPRESS AND MAILCARS ROBBED.

Missoula, Mont.. Oct. 24.-An eastbound pas-
senger train on the Northern Pacific was held
up last night near Drummond. Mont, forty-five
mil**from this city, and "Dan" O'Neill, the en-
gineer, was killed. The train, which included
mail, baggage and express cars, and nine
coaches, arrived at Missoula at 10:20 p. m.. and
proceeded eastward after a short delay at this
station. It arrived after midnight at a place
two miles west of Drummond. Here the train
was signalled to stop, and the engineer slowed
up. While doing bo. he saw a man creeping

toward him over the tender. The man. who was
afwawtj called to O'Neill to top the train in-
stantly.

The engineer took In the situation at once,
and, pullingopen the throttle, tried to stait the
train, at full speed. The robber divined ONeill's
purpose, and killed him at his post. He then
proceeded to rifle the express and mail cars.
He plundered the regular mall, and blew open
the «cfe in the express car. which was wrecked
by th« explosion. The amount of plunder which
he secured is not known at present, but it Is
sapposMd to be large.

The excitement on the train was Intense. The
awtwM stoppage of the train, followed soon by
the explosion, spread alarm among the train
hands and the passengers. The darkness of the
night *nd the loneliness of the place added to
the general terror. Word of the attack was ,
t*-ni to Drummond. from where It was tele-
gTaph-*! to Deer Lodge, about fifty mil. away.

It was assumed that at least eight men were

swawaTwl In the holdup, but the latest advicesare that one man alone perpetrated the murder
and robbery. The robber boasted that he was
the ma.n who took part in the hold up of the
Southern Pacific train near Portland, Ore.,
about a year ago. H* made this boast to the
train hands to keep then quiet, while be made
them ron the train four miles to a point two
miles east of Drummond. He declared that he
would he hard tg catch, as he had a horse In
the timber.

The Northern Pacific has offered a reward of
$5.00i)for delivery, dead or alive, of the robber.
O'Neill, who lived In this city, leaves a widow
and. five children. He was th.- oldest engineer
in the employ of the Northern Pacific.

USE OF OIL FOR THE NAVY.

The details of the report on this subject willhe of
great interest to special classes. For the public
perhaps they are summed up. so far as the navy Is
concerned, in the following extract:

The proposed use of petroleum as a substitute for

coal on sklpboard Is treated at length and In such

detail as thoroughly to meet the Innumerable de-

mands that have come to the Navy Department for

the special information collected by the englieer-

ins board, composed of Lieutenant Commanders
Edwards, Parks and Bailey. For months this

board has hem working with a two thousand
horsepower boiler on the waterfront in this city

testing a multitude of oil burning devices, and the

greatest manufacturing concerns In the United
States and abroad have been seeking to learn the

results of the tests. Summing up the results of the
board's work, the report says:

Saratoga. N. V. Oct. !*.—The strikers on the
Hudson Valley Railway are making a stubborn but
.i"l>!-.- struggle, as the company is determined to
continue the operation of its road in Saratoga,
Warren and Washington counties, despite any op-
posing action that may be taken by the ex-em-
ployes. Th- strikers having rejected all offers to
settle by arbitration all questions in dispute, and
having demanded to dictate their own terms for
reinstatement, the contention Is likely to continue
for \u25a0::•• time to come, and may lead to further
acts of violence on the part of th*lawless element.
There arc no vislile prospects for a settlement, as
neither side is making any move toward arbitra-
tion, and the citizens' movement for an adjustment
of the difft-nnee« has fallen through.

Six companies of the -d Regiment. Colonel Lloyd
commanding, departed to-day, leaving four com-
panies still on active strike duty. No additional
troops arc to be ordered here unless a renewal of
riotous disturbances demands their presence at 'he
front.

James M..Sheehan, one of the strike leaders. Ina
public statement to-day says: "The militia, as a
matter of defence, was brought here to protect the
non-union men. but it now seems that conditions
have reversed, and our own protection by militia
force Is needed."

DECLARES PASSAGES FROM OPERAS
ARE NOT LIKE THOSE IN WORKS

OF OLD MASTERS.
The trial of the suit of Victor Herbert against

"The Musical Courier" for'damages for libel was
resumed tvror, Justice Trur*. In the Supreme
Court, yesterday, *<th Slgnor Vlanese In the wit-
ness chair. He ..aid '.»e had not had a regular en-
gagement as conductor since ISK>. but was engaged
In "making the .American people nt to go to Eu-
rope to prove that there is some artistic merit
here."

Asked if.originality in composition consisted in
the original development of a theme, he said:

"What a pity that Italk witha person that does
not understand music! Ifyou could talk musically
Icould understand you."

Page 30 of "The Idol's Eye." he said, was like a
passage in "Carmen."

"Have you the music here?" counsel asked.
"1have ithere.* the Signor answered, tapping his

forehead with his forefinger.
"Is the music the same?"
"Disguised." he answered.
"Well disguised?':
No."

Buzzi Peccla. a professor of tl.e New-York
Musical College, said "The Singing Girl"was what
was called in Italy "everybody's music"; that it
was like improvisation at a piano— ten bars of
march, ten bars of waltz, without development of
any kind. 'The Fortune Teller," he said, was sim-
ilar.

Alfred J. Goodrich, who said he was a musical
author and a professor, declared that "The Idol's
Eye" was not original. He said he had examined
"The Idol's Eye" and '"The Wizard of the Nile" In
half an hour, and had found No. 1. Act 1, "The
Wizard of the Nile" was note by note from
Beethoven's Ninth Symphony. The motive, notes
and key were the same.

Walter Damrosch. who qualified as an expert,
testified for the plaintiff in rebuttal. Handed the
passages which some of his predecessors had de-
clared similar to older works, he said that they
were not alike. Of the serenade by Herbert and
Grace O'Moore. he said that both were waltzes,
and that that was the only point in which they
were similar. "A waltz is a waltz." he said, "and
because of that fact th. composers of waltzes are
bound by certain definite limitations, which must
make necessary some Ilk. points in their composi-
tions."
"I« there anything In the music of Herbert that

Is peculiar to the man himself?"
"Most assuredly. Allhis work is distinctly Her-

bertian, and id so recognized by musicians gen-
erally."

Regarding the alleged similarity between page 43
of "The Singing Girl" and The Palms," he said:

"They are alike In so far as the introduction to
the theme is the same In both cases. It is as
though two authors began stories 'once upon a
time.' Such comparisons as have been made be-
twen the second bar of Herbert and the first hi\jof
The Palms' amount to nothing, and do not reflect

on the originality of the composer In the slightest
decree.

"
Of the similarity of page 147 of "The Wizard of

the Nile" and the Waldteufel waltz, he said:
"The first few notes are similar, and in the

repetition of the introduction this similarity is
naturally repeated. To say that this constitutes
copying is absurd and nonsensical. Such criticism
«in. s not amount to anything. Exactly the same
construction of notes was used in Mozart's
"Requiem 1 and Handel's 'Joseph.' Such accidental
resemblances occur a hundred times among the
great masters Beethoven, Bach. Chopin and
Mendelssohn: Mozart and Bach have developed the
same themes."

The case will continue on Monday, with Mr.
l>amrosch on the stand.
