The charm of working for low wages on the

Rj»pid Transit tunnel is wearing off witha large

number of first-class engineers, who went to

work on the subway because it was a famous

work and would give them a reputation. There

are 118 engineers of various grades on the sub-

way work in the employ of the city, and their

salaries for 1001 amounted to f34&23830. One

hundred of the IIS engineers are college men.
Hardly 8 man of all this number receives as

large a salary for his services as he could com-
mand on railroad or mining work. The attract-

iveness of the task, however, has kept William
Barclay Parsons's staff practically intact. With

the end of the engineering work on the main

section in sight. Mr. Parsons's aids show distinct
signs of unrest, and it is probable that more
money will have to be paid some of th. engi-

Beers if they are to be retained.
Another feature of the situation is that many

of Mr. Parsons's staff havp applied to him for
work on the proposed new railroad from Canton

to Hankow, the financing of which took Mr.
Parsons to London this month. Many of the
subway engineers will go to China as soon as
construction work on the projected line begins.

Many of the engineers doing difficult work on
the subway receive lesj than engineers in the
sewer department. As there Is an abundance
of subway work in sight or. account of the
Rapid Transit Commission's Intention to build
the East Side extension and the extension to
Brooklyn, it is likely that a number of new
engineers will have to be employed to take
the places of those who will drop out.

At the offices of the Ir.terborough Rapid Tran-
sit Railway Company, in the Park Row Build-
ing, yesterday it was announced that all the
contracts for the eight sub-stations had been
let. At these stations, which are to be built at

suitable points, the alternating electric current
which comes direct from the great power plant
on the North River at E!eventh-ave and Fifty-
elghth-st. willbe transformed, or converted, into
direct currents and transmitted to the rails,
through which is supplied the motive power for
the cars.
