The author of the drama very evidently had

often but &n excuse for scenery and mechanical
efierts. the play more than half a spectacle

There are nine changes of scene In the four acts;
there i= a sand storm in the desert, which, clear-
ing away, discloses a host of angels singing in
the sky: there is Solomon’s temple wh <3, in one of
}is troubied dreams, crumbles and falls In smoke
end fire; there are processions and rites around
the alter. with little Eighth-ave. children having
taste of stage life, and there are vet
more angels, real and pasteboard. All this was,
perhaps, to be expected; but the changes were ro
clumsily handled and the ecene shifters required
#5 much light and made #o much noise doing thelir
work that it was hardly effective. One rather put
up with it and watched the treatment of the story

The story concerned Nasmah and Rebecca, two
girls of the tribe of Benjamin. Before the play be-
gan Rebecca had been drugged and seduced by
King Solomon, and was concealing rer shame. Tn
the apening act Naamsah is induced to take the
drug also, and is carried unconscious into the pal-
aoe of the king. The curtain fell on whispers
through the audience of, “Knockout drops.

A son resulis, both 1o Rebecca and Naamah, and
both women are banished from the tribe. But the
king, heving lost his lawful son and repented of
his sins—thanks to the siege angels—desires to find
another helr. and, on hearing that one of these giris
he has wronged is a mother, sends forth Manasses,
the viligin, 1o find mother and child. To Manasses
are promised power and station by Rebecca If he
will bring her to the king, so his path is plain. He
must kill the other child.

Then occure a scene of real power, inevitably
#itrong, to be sure, but well handled. By accident
Rebecca comes with her child to the hut where
Naamah and her babe live, is taken in_for the
night, and, ignorant of Manasses's plans, puts her
child to sieep in the victim's crib. Manasses creeps
in when &ll are asieep and strikes the hlow. Then
Rebecca wakes 1o discover her own child murdered
lay For this instant the play rose to

He says all were selected by him,
and that it was in his contract with his managers
that he should make the final selection. He also
states that it was in the contract that the vocal
and instrumental parts should be intrusted to an
artistic corps.

HILL'S AQUEDUCT PROFITS.

In his speech at Dunkirk on Saturday Governor |

Odell said:

I hold it. and 1 speak advisedly, that there !s no
man who bas besn honored with the hixh position of |
Governor of New-York who would ever dare to lead

his efforts, who would ever dare to descend to such a
depth thar he could be justly accused of using the mis
fortunes of the wards of the State for either mercenary
or partisan purposes. Whatever may have been his

record, his responsibility to the people is so strong that |

he would not dare to viclate the pledges he gave to
them or the ocath of office which he took upon accepting
the office of Governor, and there, in my opinion, is the
safeguard which surrounds not only this office, but every
department of the State.

This is a generallzation which, if {t means any-
thing, means that no man who has been honored
with the high office of Governor of New-York has
ever made use of it for purposes of gain. The
question whether any Governor has made, or
sought to make, galns out of the misfortunes of
insane paupers is only technical. Insane paupers
do not contribute anything to the public treasury.
They cannot be defrauded except by furnishing the
hospitals with inferior goods. and nobody accuses
the .\-yvhnrw house of Matthews & Co. of doing
that. Now we have to say that the Governor is
mistaken. David B. Hill. whHen Governor of the
State, recelved §10.000 out of the Croton Aqueduct
contract for no value to the taxpay-r. This was
proved in a public investigation. Mr. Hill said
that he used tne monev to pav his campaign as.
sessment when he was a candidate for re-election
as Governor. If that was true, he wase richer by
$10.000, since, if he had not got that sum out of
the aqueduct contract. he would have been
ohliged to take it out of his own pocket.
