PLASTERERS* STRIKE TO EXD.

DISAGREEMENT OF EXPERTS.
Edw'n B. Hay. an expert, who said ho was

brought into the case by a newspaper, admitted
that it was not unusual for experts to reach dif-
ferent conclusions after the examination of the
same specimens of handwriting.

Ex-Governor Black read from the evidence
Mr.Hay gave at the last trial, that It was possi-
ble for experts to argue from the game premises
and tstablian different conclusions. In that evi-
dence the witness said the expert would not
mention the signs that contradicted the conclu-
Kkma they were expected to maintain.

\u25a0'I would not." replied Mr. Bayres. who had
testified as an expert that the Cornish letter was
written by Moiineux. He had admitted to ex-
Governor Black that he had paid out $330 at the
bank on a forged check.

CORONER SAYS SHE IS MORALLY RE-

SPONSIBLE FOR RELIGION WHICH

ALLOWED QUIMBY CHILD

TO DIE.

The Westchester County grand Jury, after
deliberating for five hours at White Plains for
the purpose of fixing the Mame for the death of

Esther Quimny. the seven-year-old girl who. it

Is charged, was allowed to die from malignant

diphtheria through the neglect of her parents,

Mr. and Mrs. John Quimby, of White Plains,

and John Carroll Lathrop. adjourned yesterday

until to-morrow morning, when it willdraw up
Indictments, it is reported. Coroner Archibald
Banning, of Mount Vernon. who heM the
Quimbys and Mr. Lathrop, the healer, for the
grand jury,and who is forcing on the prosecu-
tion, of the cult, even went so far as to ask the
jurymen to indict Mrs. Eddy for being the In-
stigator of the religion which allowed Esther to

die without a doctor, and because she was the
teacher of Lathrop, who treated the child.

There Is no Christian Scientist on the jury.

most of the members being Episcopalians. Pres-
byterians and Methodists, and the majority of

them are opposed to the Christian Science faith.
Coroner Banning, in explaining the reason why

he suggested that Mrs. Eddy be indicted, said:
"I feel certain that the Scientist! will be

Indicted, and think that Mrs. Eddy should be

included with them. She is the head of the
Christian Science Church, and is morally re-
sponsible for the neglect through her books and
teachings, to abandon medicine. Indict Mrs.
Eddy with all the rest concerned. This Chris-
tian Science cult is a danger to civilization, and

Ibelieve Its teachings should be curbed. She is

the instigator of the whole sect, and gave In-
struction to Healer Lathrop. who treated the
child, and. in conjunction with the parents, is
responsible for her death. IfIhad my way, I

would indict her, most assuredly."

Assistant District Attorney Frederick E.
Weeks said last night: "The whole matter will
be decided on Thursday, when the jury will
make its presentment to Justice Garretson. an I
then the Jury and the Supreme Court willad-
journ for this month. In all probability, indict-
ments will be found against the accused per-
sons." If.Mr.Lathrop, who Is called a healer,
and the parents of the girlare indicted for man-
slaughter, bench warrants will be issued and
the accused persons will have to plead again

and give new ball. The foreman of the grand
Jury is Edward Towner. a wealthy resident of
Greenburg, where the Rockefellers, Goulds and
other wealthy families have estates.

The first witness called yesterday was Coroner
Banning, of Mount Vernon, who forced the
prosecution of the Christian Scientists. He told
how he had made an investigation into the death
of the girl,and found that she had been per-

mitted to die slowly from diphtheria without her
parents making any attempt to call in a physi-

cian to help her. Instead, the healer sat by her

bedside holding her hand, and by concentration

of thought upon the patient's mind made an at-
tempt to save her life. Health Officer Birch
testified that the health office was informed
after Esther was dead, and that he then placed
the Quimby home under quarantine. Dr. Birch
before going into the grand jury room, said:

"Mrs. Quimby on the day Iwas called in said
that the Christian Science healer had prayed for
her daughter, and that he rave her the usual
Christian Science treatment to get rid of her
hold on error. She sal i her other daughter also
had diphtheria, but that she got rid of a similar
error. In the case of Esther she said It was not
the willof God for her to pr-t rid of the error."

George Weiss and A. B. Newell, who per-
formed the autopsy on the child, told bow they

had found diphtheria bacteria in the girl's
throat, and said that her life could have been
saved had a doctor been called In who would
have udministerc-d antitoxin and relieve her
spasms of choking and suffocating Instantly.
Dr. Newell is a l>sicteriologlst. and he showed
the grand jury two bottles Oiled with bacteria
scraped from ESathor'a throat. He said the con-
tents were sufficient to Infect a whole village.
IfLathrop and the Quimhys are indicted, they

willbe defended at the trial by eminent counsel,
and a $5,000 relief fund of the church will be at
their command.

"We do not fear the outcome," declared Mr.
Quim'!>y. "We believe in our religion and not
in physicians. Medicines kill people. Christian
Science urolongs life and removes errors from
the body. Look at my wife and two children.
Physicians said they had diphtheria. They did
not take any medicine. Their belief in our faith
was their only relief."
In the case of Mrs. Reynolds, eighty-four yearn

old of Elmsford, who has been under treatment
of scientists for a long time, it is Bald that
nothing can be done by the authorities to prose,
cute the healers, as under the constitution she
nan a right to her own beliefs.

"If she thinks the Scientists will cure her."
declared Dr. Birch, "no health department can
Interfere."

The tiers, it has been learned, are trying to
prolong the old woman's life by dally prayer,
and predict that she will lived^plte her feeble,
ness and present serious condition, a score of
years.

THE STEAMSHIP KOREA MAKES THE PASSAGE
IN TEN DAYS.

San Francisco. Oct. 2S.— The Pacific Mall Com-
pany's new steamer Korea arrived here at noon
to-day from Yokohama, breaking the record across
the Pacific. The steamer made no stop between
the coa?t of Japan and her home port*, and came
flying through the water at the average rate of
nearly rive hundred milts a <iay. From Yokohama
by direct line to San Francisco is 4.000 miles. The
Korea sailed from trie Japanese port on October '.5.
and in 1i• the passage ia ten days, averaging IT'>
miles a day.

SHERIFF AND DEPUTIES SUPPRESS RIOT

OVER POLE SETTING.

Rochester. Oct. 2S.—The Sheriff of Monroe County,

with five deputies, was called to Mumford to-day

to quell a riot between farmers and a gang of men
setting telegraph poles. The gang took an irregu-

lar course across fields, meadows, etc. The farmers
started out to meet the intruders. The strangers

got into Caledonia Road, and set posts In the
centre of the sidepath. The superintendent of side-
paths ordered them to refrain, and was maltreated.
The farmers took a hand, and a riot followed. Ten
farmers were hurt in the melee. Thirty-three line-
men have been arrested.

XFW RFTORFt ACROSS THE PACIFIC.

MONUMENTS FOUND SHOW RUSSIAN LINE

JUST WHERE IT WAS EXPECTED.

Seattle, Wash.. Oct. 2S.— Advices received from

Juneau on the steamer Dolphin, give additional
details of the finding of the Russian boundary
monuments, which have been so energetically

searched for rty LtentWMUlt Emmons for the last
two seasons. They were dla<-ovf>red by a pros-

pector of the Porcupine district. Jamee H. de

Blondeau.
The line marked by these monuments is about

five miles inland from Pleasant Camp, which is

seventeen mil from Klukwan. The latter Is
five miles from tidewater, on the Chilkat River.
This makes the Russian survey line approxi-
mately twenty-seven miles inland to the sum-
mit, less than ten marine leagues, and just
where it was expected to be from the language
used in the Anglo-Russian treaty of 1525. The
Rainy Hollow district is within American terri-
tory.
