crease last year. All the cables were lower. There

was a decrease on passage of 600000 bushels—one
of the few bull encouragements. Duluth reported
45,000 bushels sold. New-York put the export
sales at % loads. Clearances were 34,000 bushels.
Minneapolis reported a strong demand from the
millers, with the No. 1 Northern 2¢c over December.
It is belleved a share of the recent Duluth busi-
ness has been wheat to come to Chicago. Thera
was a cargo In to-day, and tweo more cleared from
Duluth this morning for this market.
