-LA GTOCONDA.*
A great lachrymal opportunity Is now offered to

the Inhabitants of this capital, la the presence and
proceedings of the Italian actress. Mm*. Dus*. who
cams forth last eight, at the Victoria Theatre, la
Mr.D'Annunzlo's play,of "La Gloconda," and who
can be saen there for two weeks, in that and two
other dramas from the same hand. Mm*. Duse's
professional condition ts that of anguish. She car-
ties grief by the ton. and nothing will or can con-
tent her seal but to behold her audience steeped la
tears. To this «rd she has provided herself with
several stage heroines, each one of whom is entan-
gled in the mott distressing circumstances, con-
vulsed with the meet dreadful emotions, contorted
with agony, and blighted with despair: and this
corrosive sublimate of grief Is Invariably amatory.

Each of these heroines Is desperately enamoured
of a man. and in each ease it is either the wror.s
man. as in 'Franeeaca da Rimini." or the man who
does wrong, as in "La Gioconda." and "La Citta
Morta." For the embodiment of these afflicted
female* Mice. Duse is amply, endowed by nature• id adequately equipped by art. her qualifications
being a febrile temperament, a morbid Imagination,
a wayward, undisciplined, egotistical mind, a pas-
sionate, tremulous, excitable nervous system, a
wofat, saturnine aspect, a sullen countenance, a
lithe, nervous figure, a melting voice, and expert

acquired through long experience ou the
prosy Continental stage.— tn the professional prac-
tice of Imitating the faces of actual life. Such,
at least, has ever been the testimony of her acting,
-through which Is seen a woman of wild and law-
less emotion, without Intellectual purpose or con-
trol, a reveller in delirium, and a photographer ot
woo.

Mine, Duse was hailed with enthusiasm by a
gr*-at assemblage ofdesolated mourner;, for whose
manifest edification she expounded the sor-
rows of Silvia Settala. an abused, neglect-
ed. Insulted, outraged wife. who. being wedded
to a despicable milk sop of a husband, has
neither the strength of mind, the dignity of char-
acter, nor the decent self-respect to control her
Infatuation for him. but condescends to quarrel
with his mistress, and allows herself to be literally
crush**, In her abject devotion to htm. Many r^r-
fcona appear to like this kind of thing, and to sup-
pose, when beholding it, that they are seeing won-
derful sislits virile feelings (for all that ts animal
ami sensual, nowaday?, is "virile"), and tremen-
dous powers— the fact being that the grandeur of
biunan nature Is not auTemler »•> passion, but
conquest of it: an-! the further f*ct being that
there la neither sincerity of moral purpose nor
valuable Imparfment of any kind in tht Manifes-
tations, and that actors who make a business of
trying to show how much they feel when they are
sexually Infatuated, and bow much tli-y suffer
when their :t\.il ini'atualiou is repulsed or be-.

THE RESULT IX TEE XATIOX.

The Republicans have carried the House of
Representative* \<y about the majority which
their conservative campaign managers ex-
pected. At the hour of writing indications are

that the Republicans willhave 202 out of a total
membership of 3SG. giving them a comfortable
working majority of IS. This may be slightly
changed by later returns, but it Is not prob-
able that the composition of the House willbe
seriously altered from these figures. Such a

majority is all tLat is reasonably to be looked
for in the middle of a Presidential term, when

\u25a0Lbere is no special excitement which brings out

a heavy vote and when it is also natural for any
reaction to manifest itself.
It »as considered \u25a0 remarkable popular

tribute to President McKinley when four years
;igo he entered upon the second half of bis term

with the support el both Houses of Congress,

and tie critics of Republican measures were
anxious to attribute that victory to adventitious
circumstances growing out of the war with
>-pain. They were sure that the people did not
really know what they were about. Now they
*cc a similar vote of confidence given to Presi-
dent Roosevelt under circumstances surely cal-
culated to put Republican principles to the test
of sober, if not, indeed, of adverse, public
opinion. And they must confess that the popu-
lar verdict Is unmistakably In favor of con-
tinuing the government along the lines that
nave been followed for the last six years. All
the glamour of war was past, the insurrection
in the Philippines was over and the Insular
policy of the administration was open to criti-
cism without fear of aiding enemies, the popu-
lar feeling against trusts was industriously
turned to political advantage by the opposition,
tariff schedules which have been outgrown

dace they were made, owing to rapid advance
in our Industries, likewise gave opportunity for
ngitation, strikes which arouse passions against
the party In power and responsible for law and
order were frequent, the fear of Bryanlsc, lias
largely ceased toaffect Eastern Democrats and

1 the stately and vigorous trees which abundantly
shaded the roadway and gave itthe appearance
of a leafy arcade, there are to be seen Insignifi-
cant saplings, which willat best require a score
or more of years in which to attain anything
like the size of their predecessors, and which
are mostly bo puny in appearance and which
teem to have been stuck into boles in the ground

so carelessly that a grave doubt is raised
whether they xvlhlive even a single year. It Is
a sorry Job!

SATISG AND LOSTXG TREES
There are some gratifying details in the. an-

nual report of the Commissioner of the Genera]
Land Office, isipt Islll in that part of It relat-
ing to the wooded domain of the Uniied Btaf.es.
There are. we are told, now no fewer than
fifty-four forest pre^erres. embracing more
than M.000.000 acres. That is \u25a0 gain of nearly

14.00fi.000 acres over the preceding report. It
is to be assumed tliat these preserves art real
preserves, and will L"- permanently protected
aud maintained a? puch. If their number and

total area shall continue to be increased, it will
be well for the material interest- of the nation
It will also be well If the policing of the forest
lands bhall be linprove-1 beyond it-i present
pretty efficient standard. The report tells of the
burning of nearly 88.000 acres of forest. That
was a smaller area than bad been burned over
in some preceding years, but it was still too
large. Of all forms of forest destruction, that by
tire is by far the worst, and no efforts to prevent
itcan be too allliiww.

In the suburbs, too. the tree destroying vandal
\u25a0 is perniciously active. On the magnificent and
junique thoroughfare variously known us
IBroadway and the Albany Post Road, which
Iruns alone the eastern bank of the Hudson.

there iB for many miles a growth of trees socn
as might well be the pride of any community.

j Tbe street is lined on one side or the other, and
often on both, with stately elms, maples aud
plane tree*, of patriarchal age. but still of lusty

i growth, and good, if rightly cared for, for a
I generation to come. Along some of the very
i finest part* of the road, however, in the out-
; skirts of DoLbs Ferry, there hat» Just been'

erected a series of huge poles for electric wires.
These stand almost exactly In line with the

Itrunks of the trees, and reach tveU up among
Ithe branches. When the wires are strung the
! trees will either have to be destroyed alto-

getber or have their great branches cut away
at one std*. so as to make of them deformed.

fiOYERXOR ODELL IS RE-ELECTlOS.
Governor Odeil has been re-elected by a plu-

rality, according to the latest returns, of not
less than 12.000. This certificate of public ap-
probation Is exceedingly gratifying, but not
wholly satisfactory. It insures a continuance
for two years to come of a State administra-
tion which has served the people with con-
spicuous efficiency and perfect rectitude, but it
is not so commanding a proof of the Intelli-
gence of the great commonwealth which lias
been benefited by such service as we had hoped
to record. The Democratic leader from whose
tongue has been dripping the poison of mali-
cious slander ought to have been smitten harder
on the mouth by those he sought to deceive.
Nevertheless Hill has encountered a bitter dis-
appointment and is likely to discover when the
noise of conflict has subsided that he has sunk
still lower than be was before In public con-
tempt His plan was to make himself so pow-
erful in the State of New-York that the Demo-
cratic party throughout the country would
deem it expedient to give him the national
leadership. To that end be made Mr. Coler his
candidate for Governor, with a well founded
confidence In the flexibilityof the instrument ho
had chosen. Doubtless it was a wise selection
from bis point of view. Ifthere is a Democrat
In the State who might have polled more votes
he is a man whose added chances of election
would have been offset in Hills mind by dread
of his more resolute and independent temper.
Itwould not have suited the trickster's game at
all to promote a Democrat who might appro-
priate the role he designed to play. His obvious
blunder was not m dictating the nomination of
a candidate who was destined to be beaten, but
in Striving to elect him by a campaign of ven-
omous falsehoods, He might have survived an
honorable defeat, but the new revelation of his
own depravity ought to ruin him.

The majority for Mr. Coler in this city is sur-
prisingly large, and would have prevailed ifthe
country voters had betrayed, even in a email
degree, that lack of interest in the issue which
had been po confidently attributed to them by
the Democratic leaders. On this side of the
East River we have always with us the im-
pregnable rank and file of Tammany Hall.
Moreover, The administration that replaced
Tammany has been subjected ever since its
advent to a fire of hostile criticism which,
(bough far from being lost, has been known by
disinterested observers to r.<» effective Such
dissatisfaction could scarcely have been avoided
by any refo-ra government which had inher-
ited a colossal burden of arrears from a gov-
ernment of all the vices. But in attempting to
account for the vote in this part of the State, it
!s safe and necessary to say emphatically that
the result in the Borough of Brooklyn, due in
some measure, no doubt, to local sentiment fa-
vorable to Mr. Coler, is due in far greater meas-
ure to the Bins and follies of the Kings County
Republican organization. Discredited before
and now condemned, it stands in urgent need
of such a transformation as we fear Itis not
likely to get under its present leadership.

Another advantage of the electric system Is
scon in the fact that in many cases it permits

the tool to be taken to the object to b»» treated,
whereby there is a saving of time. A similar
economy is effected the overhead crane,
Msmtisl to al! large machine shops, is worked
by electricity. In these two Instances, as with
the speed of a lathe, time Is money. Thus the
heightened efficiency of the shop as a whole
supplements to a notable degree the saving In
fuel." When a manufacturer investigates the
possibilities of electric power for the first time
he Is likely to experience a number of pleasing
surprise*.

ELECTRIC UACEiyE SHOPS.
Inaddition to emphasizing the old arguments

for using electric power in large machine shops,
W. M.McFarland offers some fresh ones in the
November Issue of "Casftler'fl Magazine." The
long recognized advantage of such a policy is
the economy effected in the boiler room. From
15 to 80 per ceat of the power distributed In
factories by means of shafting Is, wasted by
friction. The amount depends upon the kind of
machinery to be driven, the proportion of a day
during which individual machines are kept busy,
and other conditions; but the waste, be it great
or small, is a needless tax on the coal bin. A
few years ago, for instance, th<- Westinghouse
Air Brake Company, at Wilmerdlng. Perm.. had
thirty steam engines scattered about In a group
of buildings, all taking steam from a central
boiler plant having a capacity of about two
thousand horsepower, and delivering power by
means of shafting. Since then three steam tur-
bines have bit-n set up in a single power house,
where they drive as many dynamos. The cur-
rent from these Is utilised by fifty-seven electric
motors, situated in the various shops. Since
the change was made the consumption of coal
has been reduced 40,000 pounds In every twenty-
four hours, inasmuch »s the cost of power Is In
many factories only about one-tenth of the total
cost of production, a saving of 30 or Ik per cent
on fuel would lower the whole nxjiense of opera-
tion only :» or 4 per cent. This Is a compara-
tively small matter. But when it appears that
the output may be materially Increased in the
mean time—say, 10 per cent—the subject ap-
pears In an entirely new light.

One of the latest features of machine shop
operation is the development of improved
methods of controllLug the speed with which
such tools ii • a lathe are driven. This grows
out of the discovery that by using new kinds
of steel for cutting instruments much higher
velocities become feasible t*mn wire resorted
to formerly, and just 'so much more work can
be done. Now. when a lathe is driven by belt-
Ing, the machinist often finds himself in this
dilemma: One rate of sped at which he can
run the lathe is a trifle too high, and the next
slower one is much lower than be wants. Being
obliged to choose between them, be must take
the latter, although it i-> not what he would like.
With an electric motor the regulation is more
precise, and the maximum speed desired can be
had with ease. In other words, more work can
be got out of the tool safely with electric power
than with belting.

THE CANTEEN.
The annual report of the Adjutant General of

the Army, which willbe made public in a few
days, will be read with great interest by the
people who took sides on the army canteen
question. General Corbin, who has at all
times opposed the abolition of the canteen and
urged its re-establishment, may be relied upon
to renew his recommendations to that end in
his report and to present significant facts from
the last year's experience of the service re-
lating thereto. If the reports of general offi-
cers on the subject may be relied upon, and
no better authority can be found the health
and the morals of the soldiers have suffered
because of the removal of the canteen. The
dispensers of ardent drink near the army posts
have profited by the change, and trials for
drunkenness and desertion have Increased.

There aro hundreds of officers who believe
with General Corbin that the canteen w!tb
beer and light wine would be a benefit to the
army post, and their reports on the subject will
probably induce Secretary Root to take steps
toward the re-establishment of the Institution
or in the direction of such legislation as would
be necessary to give the War Department the
right to regulate the sale of liquor to soldiers.

Itwas a deplorable catastrophe. That is the

conventional thing to say, and it is the baldest
of truisms. The fact for most serious consid-
eration is that it. was not only deplorable but
also avoidable. It might have been avoided
simply by refraining from the use of a most
dangerous method of celebration. Perhaps we.
might say In addition that itmight have been
avoided by greater care in such use. Without
prejudging a case which demands sirirt in-
vestigation. it in iv be said that such a disaster
should be impossible. If it is necessary for
the public joy. or desirable for any good cause,

that dangerous explosives In huge quantities

Shall be employed upon festal occasions, there
certainly should be some rigorous means of
preventing wholesale slaughter by the pre-
mature ignition of them. All the "deploring" In
the world willbe an empty mockery ifit does
not lead to some practical mending of our wnys

in the wholesale, indiscriminate and inconceiv-
ably reckless use of fireworks.

Dreadful as last night's disaster was, It was,

after all. no worse than whit occurs each year
on the Fourth of July. It simply concentrated
Into one huge tragedy the numerous Individual
and widely scattered traced!^ of that day. In
that respect it should serve as an object lesson
to all the land. For it is just as bad to kill a
dozen or a score of men by so many explosions
in so many different places as to kill them all
at once, in one place, by an explosion like that
of last night. Tragedies In celebrations have
longbeen painfully familiar to this people. This
latest should serve much toward making Itself
th*» last of them.

A CELEBRATION TRAGEDY.
There was one hideous blot upon yesterday's

record which can never be removed. The fact
that the Madison Square tragedy was uninten-
tional, or accidental, does not mitigate in the
least Its horror, nor lessen the Inconsolable be-
reavement of those whose relatives and friends
were killed in that wholesale slaughter. Itwas
an incident which ina twinkling transformed a
night of beauty and of rollicking good cheer
into one of lamentation mid of woe. To-day
groans of suffering and emblems of death aro
mingled with the words of congratulation and

the tokens of celebration which abound through-
out the metropolis

a day the work of half a century, which Itwill
take half a century to replace, willbe undone.

More power to the Commissioner of the Gen-

lands! But shame upon metropolitan com-
munities which permit such vandalism as that
which we have described, and which is being

It is no less foolish to neutralize the
good work that is being done in the saving of
trees in remote regions by recklessly destroying
trees at the very centre of our civilization.
