Bally saved or lost, by throwing a stone at a
tree, may have something In common. M. Zola,
according to the authority already mentioned,
presented a remarkable Instance of belief in the
efficacy of such dodges,. He was often affected
with uncontrollable Impulses, which tod him to
perambulate his flat In Paris and count th"
doors, the gas Jets and other objects therein.
The relationship of this necessity to the ohlld-
teh habit of which Ihave spoken is not difficult
to make out. At other times the same power
manifested Its hold on the famous novelist in
a different form. When he wanted to X'> to sleep,
and overwork or other causes had afflicted him
with a temporary insomnia, he used to nd re-
lief in touching certain articles In the bedroom
in a specified order: if he made a mistake or
lost count ij ĥad to begin the mystical perform-
ance all over again. Ifhe happened to wake up
in the middle of the night he was at once firmly
Imbued with the belief that he must op'i-n and
shut his eyes seven times insuccession, in order
to prove to himself that he was not eolnjc <o di \u25a0

In short, the catalogue of his Idiosyncrasies of
this amiable kind would have formed not the
least curious page in the history of the Rougon-
Macquart family.

The student of psychological oddities has no
difficulty in recalling further parallels to these
quaint devices. Thus w/- know that Schopen-
hauer was never able to write with ease unless
there were a few pieces of gold Immersed in
his Inkpot

—
anecdote which lends a certain

color of probability and explanation to the
recent report that a well known popular author
had ordered himself a golden typewriter, and
may account for Thackeray's affection for his
old gold pen Charles Baudelaire found ft neces-
sary to dress himself in his winter garments
when he wished to write in summer time, and
rice versa. A famous livingauthor has an ex-
tensive collection, they say, of bronze models
of animals, and cannot compose with any flu-
ency unless these literary fetiches are arranged
in the proper order on her writingdesk. The
peculiar habits of M. Zola found a closer prece-
dent in the great Napoleon, who could not
traverse a strange street with any comfort
unless he was given time to count all the rows
of windows as he passed, and to add up their
total number before he turned out of the street.
More than once, according to an anecdotlst
of some repute this habit nearly Involved him
In serious difficulties when he was traversing
a conquered city at the head of his victorious
troops.

But the nearest analogy to these tricks of M.
Zola la to be found in the life of our own
Johnson. "It appears to me," says the little
Scottish gentleman who played bear leader with
fo great a reward, "some superstitious habit
which he had contracted early, and from which
he had never called upon his reason to disen-
tangle him. This was bis anxious care to go out
or In a passage door by a certain number of
steps from a certain point, or. at least, so that

At these entangling fantasies.
