Company, to which the contract was rued, and
that he was a stockholder and salaried oficer
therein.

Commissioner Sturgis of the Fir« Department
made saveral important appointments yesterday,
among them those of James F. Murray, deputy
chief In charge of Brooklyn and Queens; five fire-
men to be lieutenants of companies, and thirty-
five men to be firemen. Among the new firemen Is
one colored man, the second ever appointed in
the department. Another Is Hugh Eonner. Jr.. the
son of ex-Chief Bonner.

Deputy Chief Murray, who has been acting as
Deputy Chief in Brooklyn and Queens since May
6 last, when Deputy Chief James Dal* was re-
tired, has been on the force since September 1.
1&73. serving with great credit. The live firemen
promote to lieutenancies are Thomas F. IfcCueassigned to Hook and Ladder Company No. 8:
George W. Fllkhart, assigned to Engine Company
No. 25; Henry E. Sullivan, to Engine Company No.33; Edward J. Matthews, to Engine Company No
154. and Arthur ftooncjy, to Engine Company
No. 161.
Of the thirty-five new firemen appointed, fifteengo to Brooklyn and twenty to Manhattan. The

colored man is Jacob Fulcher, of No. 202 Prlnce-st.,
Brooklyn, who *tood high In the civil service ex
amination, and has been assigned to Hook and
Ladder Company No. 61. The other colored man in
the department was appointed by Commissioner
Scannell. and although assigned to active service,
the men objected so strongly to living with him
that he was transferred, and is now doing duty in
the fire marshal's office in Brooklyn.
It seems likely that there will be a good deal of

dissatisfaction over the assignment of Fulcher.
Considerable grumbling has been heard, and it Is
thought that this colored man will be Sweated as
the other one was.

Young Homier was assigned to the truck of
which his father was foreman for five years twen-
ty-five years ago. Bonner is twenty-two years old.
is over 6 feet in helgiii and resembles his father,
who is now in Manila at President Roosevelt's
request organizing the fire fighters there upon
American principles.

lowed to wear the uniform.

The two companies are co-defendants,
The complainants, who seek to prevent the con-
solidation, are John Illlngworthand John Row-
l..•'ham. of Newark, stockholders of the Insurance
company. They are represented by Richard v.
Undabury and John H. Hardtn.

The complainants rontead that the proposed mor-
»;• r is against the laws of the State of New-Jersey!
that it is against public policy, and that it la ex-
ercising power by.Hie Prudential not conferred by
Its charter. The combination would give the two
companies a capital of $;i,mm,!»>» and a surplus of
$13,000.00), making it the largest trust company In
tin country.

Ex-Attorney General Grlggs argued that the

Prudential hud a right to place Its business In
trust, and in doing so it was safeguarding perma-
nently the Interests of the .stockholders of bothcompanies and the 4.500,000 pollcyholders of the
Insurance company. The Equitable Life Assurance
Society, under the prospective merger, agrees to
take a large share of the capital of the combina-
tion and will figure prominently in Its Interests.
Under the proposed merger the Prudential would
cj-itrol the Fidelity. Since the plan has been made
known the price of the merged stock has advanced
from |800 to $1,00 1 a share.
Mr. Hardin, of counsel for the complainants,

characterised the scheme as one concocted in the
dark ar.d ona that was commended by Wall Street
Interests. Thomas N. MeCarter argued that each
company would continue its respective business
and that the proposed merger was legal in every
respect.

John W. Origga spoke for nearly an hour, pro-
testing against the issuance Of a restraining order
and declaring that the Prudential company was
not taking any undue advantage of Its policy

aiders, as it already held stock in the trust com-
pany.

Richard V. Llndaburj made the closing argu-
menI against the proposed merger. He said that
corporations In New-Jersey did not need judicial
favors; they wen* already well protected by the
General Corporations act. Mr. Lindabury asserted
that the Insurance laws forbade an insurance com-pany doing a trust business, and that the trust
laws forbade a trust company from transacting anInsurance business. In closing his argument Mr.
Lindabury turned to Senator Dryden, of the In-surance company; President MeCarter of the trusi
company; ex-United States Attorney General
Griggs. Attorney General MeCarter and Mr. Corbin
and said:
"If they want to be benevolent, and while they

are In a benevolent mood, why don't you repeal
the law which took away from the policy holders
the right to elect directors and restore to the
widows and orphans the benefit which you have
taken away? They (the companies) still control
the legislature. Iunderstand, and can Jo this if
they want to."

This closed the argument, which lasted all day

TITUS' SAYS ALLEGED BLACKMAILER'S
WRITING IS LIKE THAT OF LET-

TERS DEMANDING MONEY.

William Becker, carpenter on the ship Americana,

of the Trinidad Line,now lyingat Erie Basin, who
was arrested In the General Postofnce on Thurs-
day, was arraigned before Magistrate Cornell in
the Tombs Police Court yesterday and accused of
attempted blackmail. He was held in$1,000 bail for
further examination to-morrow morning.
In the last few days many well-to-do men of

this city have received letters purporting to be
from Russian Nihilists, who demanded $1,000. and
who threatened death by poison if the demand
was refused. Among the fifteen persons who re-
ceived letters were Dr. T. Lewis, of No. 7SO Park-
ave., and J. P. Bennett, of No. 10 Fulton-st. The
threat of death in the latter which Dr. Lewis re-
ceived was written with red ink. The letters were
Signed Ala F. Renpensky, Chief; M. Robow. H.
Wardome and N. Metsky," and the replies were
to be sent to C. C. Barta. care General Postofflce.

Detectives detailed to watch for the self-con-
fessed Nihilists seized Becker just after he had
asked for letters for C. C. Barta. He suld that he
had been asked by a man in City Hall Park, who
spoke little English, to get any letters there might
be for Bart a.

Captain Titus said yesterday, before Becker's ar-
raignment, that he believed the prisoner to be in-
sane.

Becker said that he had formerly lived in Jersey
City. Captain Titus induced him to write a letter
to the officers of the Americana, authorizing the
detectives to search the effects of the prisoner on
the ship. The handwriting of this letter was com-
pared with that of the "Nihilist" letters, and the
captain declared the writing was so similar that
the services of handwriting experts were not
needed.

In court Becker said that he left Hamburg. Ger-
many, two years ago, and that he had no home
at the present time. He denied that he wrote the
letters, but the detectives said they had found an
incriminating letter on him. The letter which Mr.
Bennett received was as follows:

We the writers of this, are Russian Nihilists.
We have the order to shadow a political high
standing person. On one of the next days our
man is going to leave the Continent. We are not
able to follow because our money went. out. Our
rules ire now cruel severe. A Nihilist has to take
any kind of .iway to till out his order or to lose
his life. We are now lost, if we can't follow, be-
cause it Is too late when we wail for money from
Russia. Therefore, we pray you to lend us |I.oiO
for .-i\ weeks. Then, sir, we pay you back. We
give our life Into your hands.. You can ruin and
save us. But if you don ifavor you make us too
cruel devilish beastics. We poison them all you
love and like in a cruel, terrible way, and you at
last with our secret East Indian poiaon. Nothing
can save you. For we killempires and kings, and
don't care much about people like you. Send us
ten bills at 1100 each In a general letter, not regis-
tered, and after six weeks we pay you back. Send
li to Mr. A. Waldow. care of Post Heod Office,
New-York City. If we don't have it till Tuesday
midnight 12 o'clock, everything is lost, and then
we keep word In a terrible way. Don't talk about
liand do as we want. That's all. Now do as you
please. CHIEF REMPENSKY.

The person or persons who have been sending
threatening letters demanding money from bust-
ness men here are also, apparently, conducting
operations In Jersey City. Two residents of Jersey
City, both of whom are wholesale grocers, have
received letter! recently of the same general tenor
as those sen! to New-Yorkers. On November 5
one of these letters was received by Carjpel
Rubens, of No. 213 New-York-aye. The letter had
a special delivery stamp, and was postmarked
Brooklyn. On the envelope was written "Personal
and private." The letter was handed by Mr.
Rubens to Police Captain Woblieben.

The writer of the letter said that the recipient
would suffer death from poison if he did not send
to the writer a sum of money. Rubens was in-
structed to send his answer to "A.H. Yaop, \u25a0\u25a0•are of
Postotßce Hoboken." Besides the name of "Yaop"
the letter*was Fign«.'d as follows: "W. IrenpensU,
chief; A. Waldon. lv Ronskow, W. Bolenskow.

A few dayilater a similar letter was received by

O. IX. Van OJen, of No. 939 Summit
Police Chief Murphy, after looking over the let-

ters, decided that they were the work of black-
mailers, and laid hia plans to capture the gang, but
so Iitno arrests have been made.

Detective Gallagher followed the man to the
ferryhouse where h» !w>nrded a boat for New- York.
He was rot arrested, because the detective thought

PRESIDFA'T LOST HTS SHOT.

RETURNED TO CAMP FOR LUNCHEON,

AND DOGfl CAUGHT THE BEAR.

Fmedes. Miss.. Nov. 14.—A lean black bear,

which weighs 285 pounds, is hanging up at the
President's camp on the Little Sunflower; but,

to the regret of the entire party, the first trophy

of the hunt did not fall by the President's rifle.
The bear's trail was struck by the hounds soon
after th» party started this morning. The mem-
bers of the party, except the President. Mr.
Foote, Mr. Farker and Holt

'Collier, had been

stationed at the various crossings, and as soon
as the dogs gave tongue the President and his
guides plunged through the dense underbrush in
pursuit.

Within a few minutes the dogs showed the

direction the qunrry was taking, and Holt Col-
lier, with the instinct of an old bear hunter.
Immediately made tip his mind where the ani-

mal would come out. To save the President

needless hard riding through the brush, he di-

rected Mr.Foote to take the PreFident along the

trail to a certain cut off. This was done, and

for several hours they waited there.
The trail of the bear carried the yelping

hounds out of hearing, and, shortly after noon,
Mr. Foote abandoning hope that the quarry

would come their way, he and the President re-
turned to camp for luncheon. Had they re-
mained the President would have had a shot,

as the bear, with the pack at its heels, crossed
at almost the exact spot which Collier had in-
dicated.

About a mile beyond this point, the animal,

exhausted by his long race, ran into a water

hole and turned on the dogs. They were all

over him in ap Instant. Tho poor beast was too

exhausted to make much of a fight, but he
grabbed one of the hounds by the neck and
crushed its spine, killingit instantly. As the
bear was making a sweep with its paw at an-
other dog Collier jumped from his horse and
knocked him over with a blow on the head.
Then he blew his horn, Indicating that the
quarry had been brought to hay. A messenger

was sent back for the President. Meantime
Collier roped the bear and tied him to a tree.

When the President arrived he would neither
shoot it nor permit it to be shot.

"Put it out of its misery," he said to Mr.
Parker, and the latter ended the animal's life
with illsknife.

On the way back to camp with the dead bear
the dogs struck a fresh trail, which the Presi-
dent, Mr.Fnote. Mr. Mangum, Secretary Cortel-
you and Dr. Lung followed. As Holt Collier,

with the bear plung across his horse's haunches,

descended the river bank opposite the camp he
said: "Ifthe colonel had stayed whar Iput him
he would 'er donu got this yere one."

Mr. Fish and Mr. Parker also returned to
camp, but at dark there was no sign of the
President, and some anxiety was manifested
lest in his enthusiasm he would get too far
away nhd be forced to sleep on the trail.

None of the small nriny of newspaper men and
photographers who followed the President South
succeeded in reaching camp to-day. The only
newspaper men allowed there were the repre-
sentatives of the press associations who came.
with the party. All kinds of expedients were at-

tempted by the others to get to the camp, but
without avail. Kvery trail wan guarded, and no
negro could be found who cared to risk making

an attempt to guli'.e visitors in.

REPORTED DISSOLUTION OF SOUTHERN

AS RUMORED—WESTERN INTER-

ESTS HEAVY SELLERS.

Aftera weak opening and a morning of Irregu-
larity, the stock market in the early afternoon
broke suddenly and violently, and for a time
waa absolutely demoralised. A little before the
close a alight rally occuried, on supporting or-
ders, but last prices showed seriou6 net losses
throughout the active list. The trading was in
enormous volume. 1,382,561 t hares being 6old. ,
The Street waa full of rumors to account for the
abrupt break, which came as a complete sur-
prise to many traders and operators, who had
supposed that "the bottom" had already practi-
cally been roached. The early weakness had
lrf*en due in part to the Bomon bank failure and
accompanying reports that further trouble
might be expected in that quarter, to the fact
that London prices for American stocks came
lower, to apprehension of an unfavorable bank
statement, and to disquiet caused by the ar-
rangements made on Thursday for withdrawing
money from this centre for transfer to the Pa-
cific Coast.

But It was not until the afternoon that the
rumors began to fly thick and fast. At the ex-
treme declines, which were made early In the
flral hour, losses of from 3 to 7*i points were
ahown by the Mocks which bore the brunt of
the bear attack. St. Paul led with a 7\i point
decline from Thursday; Rock Island, 6U. the
preferred, 7. Baltimore and Ohio and Louisville.
6 each; Canadian Pacific. .V Northwestern. 4%;

Colorado Fuel, 4%; Reading:. 4; Pennsylvania.
8%, and a number of the Pacific, coalers and
other stocks each 3 points or more. The wip-
ing out of margins and the uncovering: of atop
loss orders dislodged a great mass of securities
which have been overhanging the market.

The most pronounced weakness seemed to be
In St. Paul and the Rock Island issues, giving
rise to report? that certain Western interests
In Rock Island who a few rronths ago were
•aid to have acquired a large block of St. Paul
had found it necessary to part with their hold-
ings of the latter stack in order that they might
be able to are* their Rock Island stock. Per-
clstent reports cane from Boston that a big
operator there had become crippled, but it was
learned definitely late in the day that he had
appealed to certain powerful Interests, who had
arranged to "tide him over" There were many

minors of the possibility of the suspension of
some of the smaller Stock Exchange houses here,
but no failures were announced, and none of
the rumors could be traced to their source.
Vague stories of the sort are always current
In a time of stress, but the fact Is recognized
that the average Stock Exchange house is much
better able to weather financial storms now-
adays than was the case a few years ago, when
la a mark, like that of the last few weeks
Feveral failures would have occurred before the
decline had proceeded as far as the present.
