“I am thinking of the women who came all the
way from Rochester and Utica only to have the
doors barred against them now!"” exclaimed a
third, giving & vicious tug at her gloves.

The outraged sensibilities of the expelled club-
women were hardly soothed by the well meant as-
surances of Mrs. Olmstead, of the Health Protec-
tive Association, who, in her capacity of head
usher, harangued them on the advisabllity of leav-
ing the building altogether. In plain words, Mrs.
Mimstead said she was empowered to ask them to
g0 home, and the women foamed &t the mouth and
planted themselves around the approaches to the
hall with thelr ears to the cracks and jeered st the
speakers inside.

THEY RESENT BANISHMENT.

The thing in particular that angered the ban-
ished elubwomen was that they should be excluded
from the most important session, after having been
ssmecially invited to the convention by a clrcular
letter sent to all the clubs. The insult of forcing
them out impressed even the women who, as dele-
gates, remained behind. *It is very bad policy.

“DAUGHTERS” RESTORE GRAVES.

Bangor, Me., Nov. 14 (Special).—Through the ef-
forts of Hannah Weston Chapter, Daughters of
the American Revolution, the old Lyons burying
ground in Machias, which 1s one of the oldest and
most interesting in Malne, is being reclalmed from
& oondition of neglect, much to the gratification
of all students of history and those who honor the
memory of the heroic pioneers of the Eastern
coast. The grounds have been cleared, new fences
built, and an ifron archway, suitably inscribed, is
to be erected at the main entrance. The lots are
being graded, the fallen stones reset, and the place
generally restored to its former condition of order
and beauty. The town of Machias appropriated
$200 for the work, and the remainder of the money
has been raised by Hannah Weston Chapter.

Many burials took place here previous to the
Revolution, and the cemetery contains the graves
of several of those who were engaged in that con-
flict. Among those who found a last resting place
here was the Rev. Marshfield Steele, upon whose
tombstone appears this inscription: ‘““This devoted
and exemplary servant of God was born at West
Hartford, Aug. 10, 1771. Graduated at Yale College
Sept. 8, 1790."

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LIBRARTEE AND SCHOOLS.

THEIR CLOSE RELATIONSHIP DIS-
CUSSED BY THE LIBRARY CLUB
YESTERDAY.

‘“What relations can be established between the
public schools and the public libraries?”’ was yes-
terday afternoon the question of some interesting
discussions before the meeting of the Library Club
at the Board of Education Building, and it was
shown that by co-operating with the teachers the
librarians might give invaluable service to the
schools. “Our duty,” said one of the teachers, “is
-to direct, yours to furnish, the library; but the
teachers have little time, and an active and effi-
cient librarian is a great help.”

The libraries connected with the public schools
were discussed by Dr. Edgar D. Skinner, the dis-
trict superintendent of the city schools. He said
that the annual appropriation for buying books
was none too large, considering the number of
children in the public schools. Some people had
asked why the money nad not all been spent during
the last year or two, and he said it was due to the
irregularities in moving the school board to the
new building, but the accumulation of $75,000 may
now be expended to much better advantage than
in smaller sums.

What the library can do for the schoolboy was
shown by Dr. Edward W. Stitt, principal of
School No. 89, who said that “the school, the home
and the library are to-day working for the boy's
perfection. It takes the love of books to unite the
school and the home.”

To indicate the importance of the library he said:
“It is & disadvantage to the school boy or girl in
his or her school work to be of foreign lineage, and
to meet this difficulty the course in English in a
New-York City school must be something more
than in a New-England village; but by the use of
the library the boy may well develop his Eng-
lish, and perhaps help his parents to an under-
standing of it. But he must be wisely directed in
his reading.” Dr. Stitt urged that scholars under
ten ars of age be not allowed to browse in the
Hbrz but, to satisfy their interest in the stren-
uous life, give them good books which treat of the
strenuous Mfe. When excited over football, read
them Tom Brown's impression of the game. and
80 interest them in this ideal book for the school,
and lead them to appreciate the biographies of the
lLeroes of human history. A great need of the
schools is proverly selected books, and annotated
lists are now being made, so that pupils will get
the hook which fits

Concerning the sending of girle to the public
schools, Miss Julia Richman said that there were
problems corresponding with those of boys' read-
ing, for there was a type of girls who sought emo-
tional fletion just as there were bovs who took to
sensational literature. One distinct phase of the
subject which she brought out was the fact that
many girls in the public schools are forbidden to
read. *“A fair proportion of my girls are not al-
lowed to read books she said. *“The reason is
that while they have not yet reached the wage-
earning capacity they have reached the capacity
for household drudgery. The mothers are suffi-
clently afraid of me to allow them full time for
study, but reading is forbidden. All that the
teacher can do is to get at the mothers individu-
ally, and even then the plea of poverty or sickness
is the only result.”

CAN ENFORCE THE NEW REGULATION.

that the Municipal Explosives Commission ap-
pointed under the ordinance of the Board of Al-
dermen last May has not formulated any new
rules, the officlals said, the commission some
months ago voted to adopt the regulations of the
Fire Commissioner pending the preparation of any
new regulations, and this action prevents trouble
about fire insurance policies and places the Fire
Commissioner's regulations on a legal basis.

Two committees of the Board of Trade and
Transportation had a conference yesterday, but
took no action other than to decide to get ad-
ditional information. The secretary said yester-
day that repeated attempts had been made 0
ascertain if the Municipal Explosives Commission
had taken any action under the ordinance of the
Board of Aldermen, and the best information to
be obtained was that the commission had not
acted. Not until yesterday was It ascertained that
the commission had adopted temporarily the regu-
lations of the Fire Commissioner.

There is a question yet as to the legality of the
ordinance of the Board of Aldermen to change
a section of the charter which had been amended
by the legislature. If the mistake of the public
printer in placing Sectton 769 in the list of sections
to be continued i{n force until changed by the
Board of Aldermen has the effect to annul the
plain intention of the legislature, then the alder-
men were right in changing the section and ap-
pointing a commission. If an act of the legisiat-
ure cannot be amended by a printer’s mistake, as
some declare, then there was no reason for the
actlon of the commission in adopting the Fire
Commissioner's regulations. In any event, it seems
to be true that the Fire Commissioner's regula-
tions are in force.

The right of the Fire Commissioner to make a
regulation forbidding the storage, sale or use of
parlor matches in the city is not questioned, and
the regulation will go into effect and be enforced
| on Jan ¥ L. The power of the Commissioner in

It will
prevent the destruction of a great deal of prop-
erty and the loss of many lives, The parlor match
is a very dangerous thing, and its sale should not
be allowed. Not only has it caused many fires,
but many women have been burned to death by
their skirts becoming ignited by stepping on
matches of that kind. The old fashioned
match and the safety match are pn
it. I was one of the persons who suggeste
the sale of parlor matches be prohibited.”

BARRED FROM WIFE'S BODY.

YOUNG BURKE CREATES SCENE AT
FUNERAL IN BROOKLYN CHURCH.

The last scenes of the tragic romance of
Mary Wilford Burke, the seventeen-year-old |
daughter of the late Professor Thomas L. Wil- |
ford, of Brooklyn, were heightened yesterday,
when John Burke, her young husband, with
whom she had lived only a short time after their
marriage, made a determined but unsucecessful
attempt to see her body as it was being carried
into the Church of Sts. Peter and Paul, Wythe-
ave., near South Second-st. The angry words
between him and those who would deny him
the privilege he sought created such a dis-
turbance that the persons in the back of the

Mary Cecilia Wilford lived with her wuncle,
Frank Wilford, at No. 84 Morton-st., Brooklyn,
after the death of her father. Five months ago
she eloped with John Burke, who is eighteen
vears old. For some reason, never made pub-
lie, the couple did not live together after the
first few weeks, and the young bride returned
to her uncle’'s home. Soon afterward she was
stricken with quick consumption.

Burke, hearing that his wife was dying, last
week went to Mr. Wilford's house and asked
to see her. He was turned away from the door.
On Tuesday the yvoung girl died, and Burke
tried again to get into the Wilford house to see

her body. Being refused, he went to the
Lee-ave. court and begged Magistrate Higgin-
botham to give him the assistance of the law,
but nothing could be done for him.

Mr. Wilford, fearing trouble at the -house,
had two policemen stationed at his crepe decked
door.

Burke went to the church at 10 o'clock, where
he waited for the arrival of the body. As it was
being carried in through the vestibule he and
his mother started to press their way toward
it. He was crowded away, and as a person
with white hair gave him a vigorous push, he
cried, “Don’'t you do that again!™”

“You stund back out of the way yourself!
retorted Burke angrily.

The young man’'s mother was bordering on
hysterics, and the unusual and unpleasant
scene caused great excitement. When Father
Belford and the acolytes appeared before the
altar the wrangling ceased, and Burke retired
to a pew.

Professor Wilford, father of Mrs. Burke, was
a well known teacher of elocution in the East-
ern District for many years.

SAYS JUSTICE PAID NO ATTENTION TO EXEMPe
TION AND HAD HIM LOCEED UP,

A story of alleged injustice done a poor man by
foreing him to serve on a jury in the City Court,
when he had not the proper qualification, spoka
and understood English poorly, had a family in
want and received a certificate of exemption from
the Commissioner of Jurors, was told about the old
br courth yesterday.

He said that for seven weeks, until a fow days
ago, he had been out of work, and found employ—
ment in a bakery at Thirty-third-st. and Seventh-
ave. About a week ago he received a summons to
appear as a juryman in a case that was to be tried
before Justice Theodore F. Hascall, in the City
Court. He went to the Commissioner of Jurors,
and, explaining his situation, received a certificate
I exempting him from jury duty because he did not
| Possess property valued at $250. This certificate
should have excused him from serving and removed
his name from the jury list.

Mathey declares that when he appeared at court
with the certificate he could find no official who
would listen to his excuses. He sald he tried to
explain to the justice about his lack of qualifica-
tions and the ecertificate, but that he had no op-
portunity to talk.
